Minutes of Elmo Town Council

07 July 2021

Attending:  James Winn, Lori Brady, Stoney Jensen, Bert Reed, , Gabrielle Brotherson, Delena Fish

Citizens Attending:  Jerry Stucki, Tanner Lake

Welcome:  Mayor Winn welcomed those in attendance and opened the floor for citizen concerns.

Citizen Concerns:  None voiced.

Kylie Hansen - Sponsor Heston:  Kylie wasn't able to attend, but had spoken to Lori.  Lori stated Kylie requests the town sponsor Heston's steer at the Stock Show this year.  Stoney motioned to sponsor by giving Heston $100.  Lori seconded.  Motion carried by role call, all present voting yes.

Town Employee Report:  Tanner stated that he is working to located and identify all the broken water lines.  Wards Landscaping will be repairing the ones in the ball diamond. He suggested the town set a limit on the amount they will pay, due to the fact Wards charge $55.00 per hour plus materials.  Stoney will get with Tanner and show him where to find the time clock.

Larger Flag for Cemetery:  Delena report a 4'x 6' larger flag has been purchased.  As soon as the flag pole is reset, a light source needs to be installed to allow the flag to remain up during the evening.  If not someone will be responsible for taking down in the evening.

Resolution to County on Tourism:  Delena stated that she forwarded the amended resolution to council after last meeting.  No one had responded giving their approval or changes.  She was asked to resend to council.  This needs to be forwarded to them asap.

CARES Funding:  Delena stated the town still has $969.27 in unspent CARES Funding.  She stated that she had contacted Utah State asking how to return the funding.  She was asked to review needs experienced during COVID and equipment needed to respond.  Stoney mentioned a laptop is needed for the Fire Department Ambulance to comply with recording medical calls.     

Tennis Court Net, Pickle Ball follow up:  Lori stated the information in the packet is Castle Dale's invoice showing the cost of the net and poles. She was told to go ahead and order.  Council asked Lori to see if Ben would be able to find a way to cap the pickle ball pole holes that would enable the court to still be used for tennis.

Park Sprinkler System (bid and fix) follow up:  Tanner stated that he has contacted Wards Landscaping to locate and fix the sprinklers at the ball park.  Lori asked Samuel Leon how much it would cost for the removal of all the sand at the park.  He stated $5,500 for the removal of the sand.  To fix the sprinklers it would depend on the number of sprinklers needed.  

Fence for Dumpsters - follow up:  Lori stated that she asked Samuel Leon to give her an estimate on the cost to properly fence the dumpster area.  He estimated a 6' fence would cost approximately $15,800.  An 8' fence would be approximately $21,640 just for the materials and labor would be extra.  Several months ago, Kash Winn estimated the cost of fencing to be about $15,500. Delena was asked to put a bid request in the paper.

Beautification Committee Report:  Lori stated there wasn't much to report.  Mitzi and Tara are watering the street flowers.  Stoney commented how good the flags along main street honoring the 4th of July.

Accept Resolution 07-07-2021:  Delena stated the resolution is requested to comply with the request from for Elmo's resolution on the Grama Act.  She stated that previously the town has followed Utah State Resolution 63G-2 governing access management, however it appears it is necessary that the town has a formal resolution.  Stoney motioned to accept Resolution 07-07-2021, Bert seconded.  Motion carried.

Board Member Reports/Concerns:  Mayor Winn reported that the Elmo's Horse & Buggy Days will be August 12 - 15.  He asked council is they were okay with having BK's cater the Thursday night dinner or would they like to have someone else. Farlanio's and Penny Stewart were both mentioned as a possibility.  Council didn't voice a preference.  Friday will be the bike ride.  He said Carli had contacted Bike Peddler for the bikes, however, they don't have bikes available due to Covid, and therefore, bikes from Walmart will have to do this year. The glow run will also happen that evening.  He asked that Stoney have the fire trucks available for lighting and control.  Saturday will begin with a parade, then Bingo at the Park.  Lori is in charge of Bingo.  There will be the horse shoe tournament.  This year the raffle funds will all be donated to MarLayne Gordon's Cowgirl Up Cancer Fund.  T-Shirts will also be sold.  Mayor Winn said the committee has also been toying with a Wednesday ATV ride.  Mayor asked Lori to see if Katie Brady wanted to do the concessions again this year.  

Delena was asked if she contacted the sanitation company about a locking dumpster.  She reported she was told they do have locking dumpsters, however, they are all being used by other companies.  She was asked if she would ask them if the town could install a lock on the one by the town hall.  Delena also reported she had received an email from Utah State Office concerning the CARES Funding.  All funding needed to be expended by the end of June.  Elmo has $969.27 remaining.  When she inquired on the process of returning the excess, she was encourage to have the town spend.  After discussion, it was determined that a laptop for use in the ambulance fit within the criteria.   The rocks have been removed from the front of the town hall. A decision needs to be made on landscaping once the flag pole is installed.

Bill motion to pay the following July bills with the inclusion of the two bills to reimburse Stoney for the items for the Fire Department to throw during the Horse and Buggy Parade.  Lori seconded.  Motion carried by role call, all present voting yes.
