Ken Jensen thanked everyone for attending the Public Hearing.

Ken Jensen explained the addition of Section 15 – Property Access.  A letter will now be required from U-dot or the Canal Companys’ before new entrances to properties can be approved.

No comments were made.

Ken Jensen explained the changes to Section 17- Additions, Outbuildings and Storage Containers.  Storage Containers will now be allowed. A building permit must be obtained and approved.
Devin Moore as concerned about putting a foundation under a storage container. He thinks we should not require a foundation.  

The commission says that they will accept nearly all foundation types: packed gravel, cinder block, corner posts, slab on grade.

Bonnie Butler asked if we had a time limit to paint the storage container. 
Ken Jensen explained the changes to Section 26 – Guest Houses. The attendees were given several minutes to read through all the changes. The basic new laws will require septic being approved by the Health Dept, the guest house must be 10 ft. off the property line, travel trailer, boats and etc, cannot be used or converted to guest houses, only one guest house per property.

Ken Jensen explained the Table of Contents page.  There was a shift in Section numbers due to the addition of Section 15.

Jennica Scott pulled up the Elsinore Town Zoning Map.  She explained the map key. Changes to the zoning map are due to the large annexation to the east.  There were no changes to the existing town areas.  All the changes were made in the new area.
