CITY COUNCIL WORKSHOP

Mayor Fridal called the September 3, 2013 City Council Workshop to order at 6:03 p.m.  The meeting was held in the City Council Meeting Room at 102 South Tremont Street, Tremonton, Utah. Those in attendance were Mayor Fridal, Councilmembers Doutre, Holmgren, Reese, and Wood, City Manager Shawn Warnke, Recorder Darlene S. Hess, Zoning Administrator Steve Bench, Public Works Director Paul Fulgham, and Police Chief David Nance.  Councilmember David Deakin was excused.
1.  
Review of agenda items on the 7:00 p.m. Council Meeting:

The Council reviewed the September 3, 2013 Agenda with the following items being discussed in more detail:

Public Hearing to consider release and termination of nine foot wide pipeline – Zoning Administrator Bench stated that this would abandon a section of a water line easement that is not being used.  Director Fulgham noted that it is where the water line used to come across.  In 1991 when 10th North and 10th West were redone, the pipes were realigned to go straight down the road.  The old pipes have been inactive since the realignment.  Mayor Fridal asked if the pipes were concrete.  Director Fulgham stated they use to be wood, but the wood was changed out for cast iron in the 1930’s.  

Councilmember Reese asked why the pipes were not removed in 1991.  Director Fulgham stated there wasn’t any need to abandon the easement so the pipes were left in.  Councilmember Wood asked how deep the pipes lay.  Director Fulgham said they are four to four and a half feet deep.  Councilmember Doutre asked if the City was responsible for removing the pipes and was told the City has no responsibility to remove the pipes, the City is just releasing the easement.

City Manager Warnke noted that it would be helpful in the future to have a photo put in the Ordinance archives showing the location.

Proclamation on Suicide Awareness Day, September 12, 2013 – The proclamation is to inform the public on suicide and that it is okay to ask for help and to educate residents on resources available in the community.  

Mayor Fridal asked if the attempted suicide rate has been rising.  Chief Nance stated that since January 2012 to the present there have been 64 suicide threats, 8 or 9 attempted suicides, and 3 suicides.  Chief Nance has not done a comparison with the numbers from the past but believes the numbers have gone down.

Resolution No. 13-49 “Box Elder County Officer-Involved Critical Incident Investigation Interlocal Agreement” – Chief Nance noted that the last time this agreement was updated was approximately ten years ago.  The current Police Chiefs and the attorneys have reviewed the agreement and made any necessary updates and changes.  The agreement would have other agencies come in to help investigate if the City had any shootings involving a Tremonton City Officer.  The agreement helps all parties involved.

Ordinance No. 13- 16 Granting legislative decisions in accordance with Section 1.06.020 – Zoning Administrator Bench explained that the Land Use Code says if a lot is split by two zoning boundaries then the most restrictive zoning would apply.  Some lots have been amended and extended along the Malad River.  The more restrictive zoning is the Flood Damage Overlay Zone and Sensitive Area Zone which would essentially not allow building to occur anywhere on the lot. If adopted, this Ordinance would allow the Council to grant a waiver so that the most restrictive zoning district would not apply to the entire lot and that each zoning district would apply only to the portion of the lot that was within the respective zoning district.
Mayor Fridal asked how many homes would be affected by this change.  Councilmember Holmgren stated there are approximately seven or eight homes this would affect now.  Zoning Administrator Bench explained that he included all homes in the area that might ask for an extension in the future, bringing the total to 32 homes.  Councilmember Reese asked if the homes were all on the east side and was told it includes homes on both sides.

Donating a 1991 Genie Man Lift – City Manager Warnke with the assistance of Dustin Ericson, City Attorney has reviewed the City’s Revised Ordinances and the State Code and has determined that the Council can donate the man lift.  Manager Warnke did not receive a definite answer from Eric Packer, Bear River Valley Hospital, a prospective donee, about whether the City could borrow the man lift back from the hospital in the future to more easily accommodate wall murals to be painted part of revitalizing downtown Tremonton.

Director Fulgham noted that the City has not allowed anyone else to borrow the man lift for the same reason.  There is the issue of liability if someone is hurt and if the equipment were damaged.  Manager Warnke wondered if the project was to benefit the City if it would be covered.  Jason Nessen, a local artist, told Manager Warnke that when he used the man lift for painting murals for the City he signed a waiver holding the City harmless.

Councilmember Reese asked how often the City would actually need to borrow the man lift.  Director Fulgham stated that the City would never need to borrow the old man lift; it would only be for individuals that may have a need for the man lift on a project helping the City.  

Councilmember Wood stated that he felt it would be better to not get involved with letting individuals use the man lift.  There are businesses that rent man lifts.  Director Fulgham does not remember letting Mr. Nessen use the man lift.  The City sprayed the background color and Mr. Nessen used scaffolding and ladders to finish the mural.

Manager Warnke understands the reasoning of not allowing others to use the man lift, but if the City is trying to renovate Main Street, the City needs to create public-private partnerships and assist by providing resources where it can.  Director Fulgham noted that the City has helped with projects using the man lift, but the City employees are using the man lift no one else.  The City workers helped remove the canopy from the Museum in town.  

Mayor Fridal thought it might take City employees to run the old man lift to help remove the liability.  Director Fulgham stated that the man lift is usually needed after hours, and the overtime is not available.

Bret Rohde stated that the hospital would have no issues letting the City borrow back and use the man lift.

Authorize Mayor Fridal to sign the Audit “Engagement Letter” from Jones Simkins P.C. 2012-2013 FY – Recorder Hess stated the audit is planned for the second week in November after the elections.  Manager Warnke thought the audited statements wouldn’t be ready for a couple of months after the audit.  

Councilmember Doutre wondered why the Council didn’t meet at 5:30 p.m. this evening as was once discussed.  Manager Warnke stated that the presentation on Impact Fees has been moved to October.
Ordinance No. 13-11 vacating public easements – Councilmember Reese received complaints about vacating public utility easements.  It would be helpful to have the exact dates that the zoning changes were made.  Zoning Administrator Bench stated that the first public hearing was in February of 2009 and the actual public hearing to approve the changes was in March of 2009.  Recorder Hess stated that the public hearing had notices sent out according to laws at that time.  Ms. Sandall has referred to 300 feet needing to be notified, but that is a new law.

Zoning Administrator Bench stated that the neighbors received direct notification when the office building across Main Street went through the Conditional Use Permit process but not when the zoning changes were made in their neighborhood.  The property across the street was zoned R1-10 which required a professional office to notify in order to receive a Conditional Use Permit.  Everyone in the City was notified of the public hearing on the water bill in June of 2013.

Councilmember Wood has received a copy of the covenants for the neighborhood and it states that no business can be in the neighborhood.  Zoning Administrator Bench stated that the four lots in question have been vacated from the plat where the covenants apply.  Councilmember Holmgren said that the issues have been resolved with all the neighbors but one.  Zoning Administrator Bench noted that to vacate a lot did not require any notification other than notification of a public hearing.  

Councilmember Reese stated that Western Ag will not continue unless all the parties agree.  Councilmember Holmgren noted that this is true.  Western Ag would like all parties in agreement before they continue.  One party that owns a residential building lot in Holmgren East would like to be bought out at a higher amount than the original purchase price paid at the beginning of the year.  The issue right now is the easement, not vacating the lots.

Manager Warnke spoke with City Attorney Dustin Ericson today and there are criteria in the State Law in regards to vacating easements that the City Council should use in rendering its legislative decision.  Specifically, the decision should be based on whether the City has a good cause for vacating public easement utilities and a determination that neither the public interest nor any person will be monetarily injured by vacation of an easement.  Attorney Ericson suggested that under the direction of the City Council that the Ordinance states the findings as to how the City Council’s decision was made.  The findings could be included and ready for the next City Council Meeting.  

Councilmember Doutre asked if the realtors’ opinions that one of the concerned parties has cited are an indication of monetary injury.  Councilmember Holmgren replied that there are realtors which would say just the opposite.  Unless it is a certified appraiser that has valid information, that opinion has questionable value.  Manager Warnke advised the Council to consider information pertaining to the specific land use application that is on the agenda, which is vacating the easement.  What they are claiming as monetary injury is related to the zoning which is a moot point because the property has already been zoned that way.  If there were to be a finding for the easement itself, it might be that the public utility provider would be monetarily injured by vacating the property, or the property owner would be monetarily injured because he won’t receive service from the utility because the City vacated the utility easement.  These findings would have nothing to do with anyone but the owner of the property where the easement was vacated.  The decision isn’t the rezoning issue; it is the vacation of easements.
Mayor Fridal questioned whether this agenda item should be tabled for another week in order to have these findings written down.  It was decided to wait and see what the interested parties say this evening.  Councilmember Holmgren said that he thinks, at this point, Holmgren Estates can probably work something out with the only party who has not agreed to move forward.  The attorney for Holmgren Estates says that the other concerned party has no claim because Holmgren Estates is just doing what the City has allowed for them to do in taking advantage of the Multi-Use (MU) Zoning.

The meeting adjourned at 6:51 p.m. by consensus of the Council.  
CITY COUNCIL MEETING
Mayor Fridal called the September 3, 2013 City Council Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The meeting was held in the Tremonton City Council Meeting Room at 102 South Tremont Street, Tremonton, Utah.  Those in attendance were Mayor Fridal, Councilmembers Doutre, Holmgren, Reese, and Wood, City Manager Shawn Warnke, Recorder Darlene S. Hess, Zoning Administrator Steve Bench, Public Works Director Paul Fulgham, and Police Chief David Nance.  Councilmember David Deakin was excused.
1. Opening Ceremony.

Mayor Fridal informed the audience that he had received no written or oral request to participate in the Opening Ceremony.  He asked anyone who may be offended by listening to a prayer to step out into the lobby for this portion of the meeting.  The prayer was offered by Director Fulgham and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chief Nance. 
2.
Introduction of guests.
Mayor Fridal welcomed all those in attendance.  
3.
Approval of Agenda.
Mayor Fridal asked if there were any questions on the Agenda.   

Motion by Councilmember Wood to approve the agenda of September 3, 2013.    Motion seconded by Councilmember Doutre.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved. 

4.
Approval of minutes – August 6, 2013 and August 20, 2013.
Mayor Fridal asked if there were any changes to the minutes.  

Motion by Councilmember Reese to approve the minutes of August 6, 2013 and August 20, 2013.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Holmgren.  Vote: Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved.

5. 
Public comments:  Comments limited to three minutes

Teresa Sandall stated that she was present regarding the change of the easement which was tabled at the last meeting.  She wondered what the Council had found out regarding the zoning changes.  She would like to know what the notification policy was in 2009.  Now, in 2013, the City policy states that the public must be notified by publication and a certified letter to those within 300 feet of the proposed zone change.  
Zoning Administrator Bench responded that State notification laws are subject to change yearly by the State Legislature.  Sometimes it is publication in a local newspaper plus notification to the individual; sometimes it is just publication in a local newspaper.  
Ms. Sandall said that it was brought up at the last Land Use Authority Board meeting that Western Ag Credit’s attorney said he would like (she read from the minutes) “Mr. Holmgren to get signatures of all property owner’s verifying that they accept the proposed change.  Mr. Holmgren asked if that was necessary and what needed to be done.”  Ms. Sandall asked when that was going to be done.  Manager Warnke responded that this was not a City requirement.  It sounds like Western Ag Credit may have had some legal advice, but it is not a requirement of the City.  Whether Mr. Holmgren does that, or not, is up to him, but it is not a requirement of receiving a City approval or permit.

Ms. Sandall then asked if there would be another meeting which would give the residents the opportunity to know what is going to be built on the property in question.  Manager Warnke stated that it is a commercial development which will have to go through the Site Plan and would come before the Land Use Authority Board for review.  That is a public meeting, so the public is invited, but it is not a public hearing so there will not be a specific time to allow for public comments.  It would be up to the chair to decide if he would recognize someone from the audience to make comments.

Ms. Sandall said that it was also discussed at the last meeting that there are restrictions on businesses including what a business looks like.  She also read that the USDA Office is contemplating putting in a 10,000 sq. foot building adjacent to her house.  USDA wants an ingress and an egress so they can come through with stock trailers.  Ms. Sandall wondered if all of the subdivision people know that there will be stock trailers and pickups.   She also wondered how a 10,000 sq. foot building would sit on a piece of property that size.
Administrator Bench indicated that that would be part of the review.  Nothing has been approved to be built on the lot.  All that is being done at this point is vacating the easement.  Ms. Sandall said that she felt that it needs to be stopped here and is concerned that there wouldn’t be another opportunity to have the building stopped.  Manager Warnke explained that a commercial building is a permitted use on that property under the City’s current Zoning Ordinance within that zoning district.  So, the use is allowed already.  Administrator Bench clarified that a business office is permitted.  A convenience store is a conditional use.  

Manager Warnke explained that the process going forward, if it is an office building,  would be a Site Plan review at a public meeting, and then a building permit would be issued.  That would be a permitted use with no Conditional Use Permit required.  The Site Plan review process is not a question of whether it would be allowed; it is a review to make sure that the development conforms to prescribed standards contained in the City’s Land Use Code.
Ms. Sandall said that she spoke with several real estate agents and they have a licensing issue where they are a little bit hesitant in coming forth and saying whether such a development would increase or decrease the property value of the surrounding homes.  Their license doesn’t allow them to say that.  They have asked Ms. Sandall to call Kyle Hansen in Brigham City and see if he will do an appraisal on their property and how a commercial building would change that.  Ms. Sandall noted that her property will now be wedged between two businesses.  She has been told that will reduce her property value.  Ms. Sandall stated that she is not willing to step back and let that happen.  
6.
Public Hearing 

Mayor Fridal called a Public Hearing to order at 7:15 p.m. to consider a release and termination of an easement.  There were fifteen people in attendance.

a.
Consider a release and termination of a nine foot wide pipeline easement in Box Elder County, Utah granted to Tremonton City for the construction, maintenance, and operation of a pipeline by the Federal Land Bank of Berkeley located at (Tax Parcel No. 05-172.0001) more particularly described as: W/½ OF NE/¼ OF SEC 4, TWP 11 N, R 3 W, SLM.  LESS: 2.49 ACRES TO UDOT CONTAINING 77.51
Administrator Bench explained that this property is on Tenth North between the hospital’s property and I-15.  Back in 2006 when the hospital was built, the City abandoned the same easement across the hospital’s property.  This is an abandoned water line that was constructed back in the 1930’s.  
There were no public comments.  Mayor Fridal closed the Public Hearing at 7:17 p.m.
7.
Proclamations
a. Suicide Prevention Awareness Day – September 12, 2013 – Dorene Stever, Northern Box Elder County Suicide Prevention Coalition
Jennie Schulze stated that the mission of the Northern Box Elder County Suicide Prevention Coalition is to let the community know that it is okay to ask for help in dealing with stress and mental illness which can lead to suicide.

In 2012, in northern Box Elder County, there were 113 suicide attempts.  Already, in 2013, there has been a 5% increase in attempts.  Utah ranks eighth in the nation.  The State average is nineteen, and in Box Elder County it is 27% in suicide completions.  It is a real problem in Box Elder County.

Suicide affects all ages, genders, races and social economics.  That is why the Northern Box Elder County Suicide Prevention Coalition would like Mayor Fridal to declare September 12, 2013 as Suicide Prevention Awareness Day in Tremonton. 
Ms. Schulze added that on September 12th at 7:00 p.m., a town hall meeting will be held at the Fair Grounds to educate the community about the resources that are available.

Councilmember Wood stated that all of the Council is concerned and willing to do anything that can be done to try to prevent suicide.  Suicide is such a tragedy.

Councilmember Doutre said that she took a class on suicide and learned that if one sees someone that might be in trouble, they should go ahead and ask them if they ever think about suicide.  This will give them the opportunity to start talking about it.

Motion by Councilmember Holmgren to allow Mayor Fridal to proclaim Suicide Prevention Day on September 12, 2013.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Wood.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved.

 New Council Business.

a. Discussion and consideration of approving the July 2013 Warrant Register.

Motion by Councilmember Wood to approve the July 2013 Warrant Register.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Reese.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved.

b. Discussion and consideration of approving the July 2013 Financial Statement.
Motion by Councilmember Reese to approve the July 2013 Financial Statement.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Doutre.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved 

c.
Discussion and consideration of adopting Resolution No. 13-49 entering into the “Box Elder County Officer-Involved Critical Incident Investigation Interlocal Agreement”
Chief Nance explained that this is an agreement that has been in place.  The last time it was updated was about ten years ago.  It involves any critical incident involving an officer such as a fatal car accident or a shooting type incident.  It allows the City to utilize other agencies to help with the investigation so that there are impartial investigators involved with the situation.  If there is a situation in another part of the County, Tremonton would provide officers to help with that investigation.  
Motion by Councilmember Doutre to adopt Resolution No. 13-49 for entering into the “Box Elder County Officer-Involved Critical Incident Investigation Interlocal Agreement.”  Motion seconded by Councilmember Holmgren.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved.

d.
Discussion and consideration of adopting Ordinance No. 13-15 releasing and terminating a nine foot wide pipeline easement in Box Elder County, Utah granted to Tremonton City for the construction, maintenance, and operation of a pipeline by the Federal Land Bank of Berkeley 
Motion by Councilmember Reese to adopt Ordinance No. 13-15.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Wood.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved. 
e.
Discussion and consideration of adopting Ordinance No. 13-16 granting a legislative decision in accordance with Section 1.06.020 of the Tremonton City Land Use Code for lots divided by zoning district boundaries for building lots along the Malad River within Holmgren Estates and Holmgren East Subdivision
Administrator Bench explained that the Land Use Code states that if a lot is divided by zoning, then the more restrictive zoning would apply.  In this case, with lots along river banks, the Flood Damage Overlay Zone and the Sensitive Area would be the most restrictive and would not allow hardly anything to be built on the lot.  So, those who have existing homes and those who have potential of having homes along the river wouldn’t allow a home to be built or expanded even though the home would be above the flood plain.  The Ordinance gives the Council the option of waiving the requirement of the most restrictive use regulations to be applied to an entire lot to allow homes to be built on top, and allow those who want to finish their basements to do so.  
Councilmember Wood asked if the City would have any problems with liability if this was approved.  Administrator Bench responded that this would just maintain the zoning of the property that is on the top where a home has been approved to be built.  To do anything within the flood plain, a waiver from FEMA would have to be obtained and any building would have to be in accordance with the City’s Zoning Code.
Councilmember Holmgren stated that he is going to abstain from this vote because he feels like he has a conflict of interest.

Motion by Councilmember Reese to adopt Ordinance No. 13-16.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Doutre.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - abstained, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved
f.
Discussion and consideration of donating a 1991 Genie Man lift to a non-profit or like entity
Manager Warnke informed the Council that the City purchased a new man lift to replace an aging man lift.  This property is now surplus.  What is being proposed is that the Council donate the 1991 Genie man lift to a non-profit entity if they so desire.  There has been some discussion about borrowing the man lift for certain projects that have a community benefit if the Council wishes to include that stipulation in the terms of the donation.
Motion by Councilmember Reese to donate the 1991 Genie man lift to the Bear River Valley Hospital.  Motion seconded simultaneously by Councilmembers Doutre and Holmgren.  Manager Warnke asked if it is to be donated with no conditions.  The Council agreed that there would be no conditions or restrictions.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved. 
g.
Discussion and consideration of authorizing Mayor Fridal to sign the Audit “Engagement Letter” from Jones Simkins P.C. to confirm the understanding of the services provided to the City for the audit for the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year
Motion by Councilmember Holmgren to authorize Mayor Fridal to continue to work with Jones Simkins P.C. to do the City’s auditing for the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Wood.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - aye, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved. 
10.
Unfinished Business
a. Discussion and consideration of adopting Ordinance No. 13-11 vacating public easements being a part of lots 42, 43, 58 and 59 of Holmgren Estates East Subdivision Phase 3
Councilmember Holmgren declared a conflict of interest on Agenda Item 10.a.

Councilmember Wood commented that the subject lots were vacated. One of the concerns everyone had was the covenants, but those lots were vacated out of that plat that are associated with the covenant so that is a non-issue.  The zoning was changed in February/March of 2009.  One of Ms. Sandall’s concerns had was when did the law change so that the neighbors no longer have to be notified.  Councilmember Wood stated that he didn’t like that change to the law because he felt it was nice to keep everyone on board, but tonight, all that is being considered is the vacating of a public easement so that these two lots can be brought together.  
Manager Warnke stated that a Site Plan review for a commercial development office park or office building is an administrative decision wherein the Staff reviews the submitted Site Plan application to ensure that it complies with the Land Use Codes and Standards.  There is no discretion for City Staff in making that determination.  It is simply a matter of looking at the prescribed standards and how the application fits those standards.  Manager Warnke said that he couldn’t perceive under a Site Plan review that the development would not be able to continue or proceed.  It will just be a matter of making sure it conforms to City Standards which are relative to such item as parking, landscaping, setbacks, etc.  The City Staff would be bound by the City Code and applying the Code Standards.
Manager Warnke stated that if Ms. Sandall were to come to a meeting and request that the City deny the Site Plan permit, the Staff could not do that – so the project could not be stopped.

Ms. Sandall said that she wants to see the minutes of the 2009 meeting where the zoning was changed and also what the noticing requirements were in 2009.  Recorder Hess told Ms. Sandall to come to her office and fill out a GRAMA Request for that information.

Ms. Sandall stated that she thought the City Council was going to look at when the zoning change was voted in.  Councilmember Wood said that he thought the Council was going to look at the vacation and when the neighbor notification process was changed.  Councilmember Wood suggested that the topic be tabled for one more meeting.

Manager Warnke explained, as it relates to the noticing, that there is a period of thirty days that State Statute prescribes wherein people can protest.  That period of time has long since passed.  The property has already been zoned and the current zoning is Mixed Use (MU).  A subdivision just creates property lines and divides property.  It doesn’t prescribe uses – that is done through the zoning.

Ms. Sandall said that, basically, what is being said is that no one cares if their property values go down.  The Council is just going to pull two buildings out of the downtown area and put them “out there.”  

Councilmember Reese suggested, out of courtesy, that the Staff have Teresa and Blake Sandall come into the office and address their issues.  Councilmember Reese said that he doesn’t think anything is going to change, but the Staff needs to tell them in more detail what is going on.  The City owes that to the citizens.

Blake Sandall said that he thinks that a timeline should be set for them to come in and a time to get the information back.  Councilmember Wood said that that is fine, but at the end of the day, the Council’s hands are tied.  The lots have already been vacated and zoned.  There is nothing the Council can do.

Manager Warnke reiterated that the zoning is valid because the protest period has gone away.  Also, the State law does have minimums as it relates to conflict of interest issues.  In small towns, any conflict of interest needs to be declared, but that doesn’t stop a councilmember from voting.  They can choose to abstain, but that isn’t necessary.  That is because, otherwise, it could leave a Council in smaller towns inoperable.
Councilmember Holmgren said that he is not the kind of person that wants to jam something down anyone’s throat.  He would rather try to work something out and come to a reasonable agreement.  He said that he thinks Councilmember Reese’s idea is a really good one, and although he won’t be voting here, he thinks the staff should have the Sandall’s, along with Scott and Sara DeJarnatt, come in and talk.  

Motion by Councilmember Wood to delay this [item] until the next meeting and in the meantime, have the Sandall’s and DeJarnatt’s come in and give them the information they are asking for.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Reese.  Vote:  Councilmember Doutre - aye, Councilmember Holmgren - abstained, Councilmember Reese - aye, and Councilmember Wood - aye.  Motion approved.
