2. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting
       On Friday, August 30, 2013, minutes & agendas were emailed to meeting attendees.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Hoggard to approve the minutes of the August 6, 2013 Planning Commission Meeting.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Adams and passed unanimously.
3. Public Comment
No public comment.
4. General Plan
ACM Crane addressed a packet he handed out. He described that households with an income of $30k or less is what 187 households (29.9%) in Monticello make. He would like to conduct a housing feasibility study, working with the San Juan County, to get an estimate for what we need to build for the Planning Commission’s goals in the City’s General Plan. 
ACM Crane has a goal to sit with each of the city’s committees to get their info on updates for each of their committees’ items in the General Plan. He will also check with Manager Westfall to see which items need to be addressed, and which items no longer need to be addressed, per info from the City Council. 

5. Horse Property
The commissioners reviewed the proposed code ACM Crane wrote for keeping of horses within R-1 & R-2 zones. A decision was made to hold a public hearing at our next meeting for this item.
6. Priority for Setbacks & Encroachments from Manager Westfall
Manger Westfall told ACM Crane that he believed we should be able to allow for a resident to make changes they would like to make on their properties. Chairperson Bennett explained to the Henderson’s that the city code has a method for gauging encroachment when there are 2 adjoining properties; but there is nothing currently for a house on a corner lot. Current code does not address uncovered decks open to the sky, or the dimensions for such things; and there is the same issue with side yards. Part of the concern has always been the fire code. A concern that the City’s attorney has raised is the expansion of the house’s footprint into the setback, if an encroachment were allowed. A deck might be considered okay, but a deck with a roof or enclosed walls is not okay. 
Kim Henderson spoke about the research she has done on front porches. She described what Moab has done to accommodate these needs. 
Chairperson Bennett told Kim the procedure for the Planning Commission to move forward on this issue: ACM Crane will research, write a draft of a code, and get approval from the Planning Commission; then will forward the recommendation to the City Council for approval. 

ACM Crane will research the cities described by Kim who have made encroachments in setback zones for similar requests as hers, to have a goal to draft a code to  make an allowance for her. (Issues to consider will be fire code, public & privately owned utility easements, and property values of adjacent properties.)
7. Other Information/Discussion

Scott Burton has removed himself from the Planning Commission; if anyone knows of anyone who would like to be on the Planning Commission, please ask them to send an email to receptionist@monticelloutah.org for Deputy Recorder Hayes to bring to a meeting. She will also have an announcement put in the paper for regarding this.
Councilman Young said a couple big wells are going to be drilled, per CIB grant. The first will be by the pump house at the golf course, with the hope of tying into the city’s culinary water line. It will be nice for the city to have additional water. 
ACM Crane talked about the city’s future use land; he thinks it’s important to develop a path or walkway through the city. Also, the Abajo Chase Bike Races are this Saturday, September 6.
