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1. Call to order/Roll Call

2. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting
       On Monday, August 5, 2013, minutes & agendas were emailed to meeting attendees.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Adams to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2013 Planning Commission Meeting, after the corrections discussed were made.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Wigginton and passed unanimously.
3. Public Comment
No public present yet for comment.
4. Setbacks & Encroachments for Porches & Decks

Manager Westfall explained the history for a resident who wants to have a covered porch allowed to be built onto the front of her house. He explained that after talking w/ City Attorney Walter Bird, the first thing some people do when they have a covered living space is to eventually close it in. It would be extending the footprint of the property if this was allowed. Walter’s legal opinion was to not allow for this encroachment due to this footprint extension possibility. 
There was discussion on whether this item would like to be addressed to consider; whether the Planning Commission should write a code to allow for this or not, and if so, what priority level would it be set at. Manager Westfall said if we do address this, we should hope to have it done by March next year, at the beginning of the next building season. He said that the City Council said if it is a concern that we have citizens in our office, it is a priority to consider; he thinks we should have something on the City Council desk for this issue within 6 months. 

5. Property Cleanup
Manager Westfall said we are continuing to look at the properties cited for clean-up, and the city will be cleaning the rest of the debris from the properties.
6. FEMA Overlay Zone
      The period ended and we are going forward with our new flood zone.
Chairperson Bennett would like to schedule a public hearing for our next meeting; waiting to hear from ACM Crane and Manager Westfall for details.

7. General Plan
ACM Crane sent packets out to the city committees and has decided that he will be going to each of them to address the need to get this info back from them ASAP. 
He asked about a timeline, and there was discussion on the next agenda item.
8. 
Demographic Research
There was discussion on the definition for ‘moderate income housing.’ The average income for a family of 4 is $37,000 for Monticello. There was discussion on the formula for figuring out what Monticello’s ‘moderate income’ is. 
9. Horse Property
There was discussion on the proposed zoning code(s) for keeping of horses, created by ACM Crane. 
Chairperson Bennett said we need to add a definition for ‘Horse’ that is inclusive of ponies, miniature horses, donkeys, and mules.

There was thoughtful deliberation and discussion on each item in the proposed code. After great discussion, most of the items were addressed, rewritten, and agreed upon. 
There was agreement to add a duration clause for a specific time period to allow for horses.

This item will be continued at the next meeting.

10. Zone Change Request
After looking at the name on this request, Manager Westfall said that a person who is not the property owner is not allowed to make a zone change request for the location in discussion. Since the request has not been submitted by the property owner, this item cannot be discussed today. 
11. Other Information/Discussion

Deputy Recorder Hayes asked the commissioners to review the term expirations. If Commissioner Burton would like to remain on board, she needs a letter from him stating so, as his term has expired January 1 2013.
Commissioner Adams- update on wind-farm: windmills should have been set up in June, nothing yet. The biggest hurdle for the two companies up north was getting an agreement with Rocky Mountain power. He understood Wasatch Wind had sold the property to somebody else; this may or may not be true. 

Commissioner Burton- how is the school project: a lot of the hillside is washing down; there is concern and urgency to get grass growing on the hill to stop this. He hasn’t heard much of an update on the elementary school, but it seems to be coming along nicely.
ACM Crane- question about general plan: after info for moderate income is defined, he was wondering about the 2009 update for updating city’s general plan; Chairperson Bennett said Manager Westfall probably has optional items the city needs to pursue, and ACM Crane needs to get this info from him. She said City Council has made decisions about optional things they would like the Planning Commission to see be addressed.
