Building Authority Review of Invitation to Bid Notice from Friends of Historic Spring City Engineer Jack Brady and approval of proceeding with project


Gary Parnell stated that Jack Brady had given a draft notice of Invitation to Bid on the restoration of the Old School.  Mr. Parnell stated that within a month’s time all the plans would be available. 


Board member Noel Bertelson stated that a pre-bid conference should be posted in the Newspapers.  Noel Bertelson stated that he was unsure if the county had seen the plans. 


Alison Anderson contacted Jack Brady and stated that the electrical plans would be prepared by September 10th.  


The board discussed a pre-bid meeting, for dates and times for a pre-bid meeting.  The Board discussed that the Intent of Bid should be placed in the following newspapers:  Salt Lake Tribune, Deseret News, Messenger and Pyramid, with the possibility of the Daily Herald.

Roll Call

Action Items 

Planning and Zoning recommendations for amendments to Business 

Licensing and R-1 Single Family Residential Zone


Council moved the Planning and Zoning recommendations for amendments to the R-1Single Family Residential Zone to first on the agenda.  


Vince Campanile submitted the Planning Commissions amendments and changes to the Zoning Ordinance. 


Council member Noel Bertelson proposed that council hold a work meeting to discuss the ordinance.  Council was in agreement that this should be done during a work meeting.  A meeting will be set for this issue. 
IPA Contract Renewal Power Sales Contract, IPA Representative


Jim Hewitt the General Manager from IPA stated that the contracts had been amended many times through the years and that this amendment would be for the IPA Power Plant to be changed to a Natural Gas power facility by 2020.  Mr. Hewitt stated that coal fired power facilities would be changed within the next few years due to restrictions from the Federal Government.  Mr. Hewitt stated that Spring City currently owed a portion of the power produced and that this contract would give Spring City the same rights to have power from IPA but if they were not using the power and they were selling the power to other entity’s.  


Mayor Eldon Barnes discussed the costs that would be involved.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that the costs would be given to the entity that was purchasing the power.  

Council member Ken Nunley inquired if there were contracts with gas companies for the fueling costs.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that there was already an underground gas facility being built to store gas.  Dan Eldridge stated that a company who owned natural gas could bring in their own natural gas through pipelines. 


Ted Olsen, Chair person at IPA, stated that Ephraim City had had the contract reviewed and that Ephraim City had approved the contracts.  Jim Hewitt stated that there was no other choice at this point in time.  Ted Olson stated that there was no cost obligation unless Spring City was using the power.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that this was reserve power the city had bought years ago for future use, and Spring City was not using this power currently, but sold the power to entities that used the power. Jim Hewitt stated that the there would be no new transmission lines, or no new water sources needed, and that it would be much cheaper and cleaner to produce power with Natural Gas.  


Ted Olson stated that the conversion to gas was an economic decision and that coal carried costs to keep the air clean when producing energy. 


Mayor Barnes inquired if the cost of the power would go up.  Jim Hewitt stated that if Spring City called back power it would cost fair market and most of the power that was produced was sold to California.  Mr. Hewitt stated that he believed that these were good contracts.  Ted Olson stated that David Church with the Utah League of Cities and Towns was the attorney that had been used by the cities in cooperation with UAMPS to review the contract documents.  Ted Olson recommended that the city contact David Church to review the contract for Spring City.  Mr. Olson stated that IPA attorneys had been working with Mr. Church on these contracts. 

Council member Noel Bertelson stated that there are two options concerning the contracts and that it was good for the city to pursue the contracts.   Mr. Hewitt stated that there were 36 purchasers of the power and if one backs out the entire contract will fail.  Mr. Hewitt stated that the contracts had been worked on for quite some time to ensure that renewal and amendments of the contract would not fail. 


Council member Noel Bertelson stated that he would like to adopt the contracts, follow procedures and get the contracts signed.  Adoption of the contracts was discussed as well as the Resolutions needed to adopt the contract and the public hearing requirements.  Council discussed a Public Hearing on September 26th at 6:00 p.m. to hear public input concerning the contracts.  Council discussed having a work meeting right after the public hearing.


Madison Allred & Nicole Black request for 4-H funds


Madison Allred approached council with a request for an annual donation for the Sanpete County Junior Livestock.  Ms. Allred stated that this donation would aide with the education for agriculture in the community. 

Mayor Barnes stated that this donation was discussed in the Budget Hearings.  


Council member Neil Sorensen motioned to donate $100.00 to the Sanpete County Junior Livestock.  Council member Ken Nunley seconded the motion.  There was no discussion. All present were in favor. 

Planning and Zoning Master Plan Survey Question Review 


Mayor Barnes stated the Planning Commission had given him a list of Master Plan Survey questions. Mayor Barnes stated that the surveys would be done by Todd Thorne and Emery Poleoma from Six County who had been to the meetings and helped the Planning Commission with the questions.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that he would like to discuss this during a work meeting on September 26th. Council was in agreement. 

Review of Pest Control Building Bids


Council reviewed bids from Target Pest Control and Eco Life.  Council member Neil Sorensen motioned to accept the bid from Eco Life.  Council member Noel Bertelson seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. All present were in favor. 

Council, Committee and Department Reports


Council member Ken Nunley reported that the roads would be completed next week.  Council member Ken Nunley reported that the fences for the generator and the ball field had been completed. Mayor Barnes asked Ken Nunley to look at the fencing and possibly get an extension so that if there were foul balls the children would not be hit.  Council member Nunley stated that he would look into getting this safety issue addressed. 


Council member Boyd Mickel reported that Rocky Mountain Power had a rate increase of $2.50 per household.  Council member Bertelson stated that the city only had one bill with Rocky Mountain Power at the cemetery and it wouldn’t affect the city at this time.  Council discussed power rates and UAMPS and future raises in rates. 


Council member Mickel reported that he had been out conducting a survey on city streets with speeding issues.  Council was in agreement that they wanted the police to give citations for anyone going over five miles an hour over the speed limit instead of waiting for the usual ten mile an hour over the speed limit.  Council was also in agreement that any violations with stop signs should also be addressed.  Council member Noel Bertelson motioned to have the police department give citations for anything over five miles per hour and any stop sign violations.  Council member Ken Nunley seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion.  All present were in favor. 


Council member Neil Sorensen reported that he was reviewing the City Lawn Maintenance Contract since there was a problem with thistles in the city cemetery and the city pioneer cemetery.  


Council member Neil Sorensen inquired where the $25,000 in the Old School PTIF came from.  Council member Sorensen was told that these funds were from the Heritage Highway Grant.  Council member Sorensen stated he wanted to know what to do with these funds. 

Council member Neil Sorensen reported that he had been to the campground and cut down trees and had made some lumber that will be used to repair the picnic tables and bridge. 


Council member Neil Sorensen reported that the water samples were good this month and that he would like to send samples to Murray and Richfield for the next couple of months to determine if it was a laboratory problem. 


Council member Neil Sorensen reported that he had spoken with CIB about getting a loan for the Sewer extensions and that CIB had reported that the City Offices would be in the Old School.  Mayor Barnes stated that this was something that the city had agreed to, whether it was the courts or city council that would use the building.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that the plans showed the water line going to the Old School to be to large. Council member Bertelson stated that he would look into getting this issue rectified. 


Council member Noel Bertelson reported that the Fire Department had responded to three fires as well as being requested by the state to help with a fire on the Idaho/Utah border.  Mayor Barnes asked about the chain of command to send a city truck to a fire.  Council discussed how the chain of command worked and how the city was reimbursed.  Council member Noel Bertelson reported that there weren’t as many yard sale fliers on the power poles and wanted the citizens to be reminded again the dangers for the power department. 

Council member Scott Allred reported that the dedication of the Ball Field went well.  Council member Scott Allred reported that he was looking for someone to be a youth council advisor.  Council member Allred reported that he had began making plans for the City Christmas party.  Pamela Anderson inquired if the city was going to do the Christmas Party on the Saturday following Thanksgiving.  Council member Scott Allred indicated that his is the set date for the Christmas Party. 


Mayor Eldon Barnes reported that he had been looking into a new sound system that would cost $2,500 to $4,000 but would help with citizens who wanted to listen to the meetings since the current system is not as adequate as he would like it to be. 


Mayor Barnes asked council to consider that a tree company be contacted to bring in bids for removal of trees in the city right of way and in power lines.  Council was in agreement that this would be in the best interest of the city. 


Mayor Barnes asked if there were any public comments.  Keith Coltharp asked about the bill approval process and who signed the checks.  Mayor Barnes stated that the person purchasing products in their specific department would hand in a Purchase Order, which was reviewed by him and the treasurer to ensure adequate funds were available and within budget constraints.  The Purchase Orders were then recorded and a copy was given back to the individual.  When an invoice came into the office it was matched with the approved Purchase Order.  Checks were then made and given to the treasurer, who signed the checks as well as the deputy treasurer who signed the checks and reviewed the invoices.  The checks are then mailed.  Mayor Barnes stated that he was not on the checking account and had never signed checks. 

Payment of Bills


Council member Noel Bertelson motioned to pay the bills.  Council member Boyd Mickel seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. All present were in favor.
