REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
August 11, 2021

Opening Ceremony:  Pledge of Allegiance, Invocation by Council Member Dallin

1.  DATE OF NEXT MEETING:  The date of the next meeting will be Wednesday, September 8, 2021.  

2.  MINUTES APPROVED:  Minutes from July 14, 2021 was reviewed by Mayor Pro Tem and Council Members.    Council Member Dallin motioned the minutes of July 14, 2021 be approved.   Council Member Ritter seconded the motion.    All voted in approval.

3.  DEPUTY REPORT:  Sgt Eddington did not attend the meeting.  

4.  PUBLIC COMMENT:  None

5.  ORDINANCE FOR STREET RIGHT OF WAY ADJUSTMENT (BETWEEN 5700 N – 5800 N, ALONG 4600 W):  This was discussed and voted upon in last month’s meeting, but there was not an ordinance drawn up in last month’s meeting.   Mayor Pro Tem Holmgren read Ordinance Number 2021-08-04 out loud.  Council Member Dallin motioned to approve Ordinance No 2021-08-04.  Council Member R Holmgren seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

6.  REVIEW ECONOWASTE PRICE INCREASE ON 2ND CONTAINERS:  Econowaste submitted a letter to the town requesting a price increase for residents with a 2nd garbage can.  The price for 2nd cans for many years has been 50 cents per month.  They would like to increase the price to $4.00 per month.  This will be an increase of $259 per bill.  Clerk Andreasen stated that we need to do an analysis and make sure we are charging enough because we are probably breaking even with this change.  Council Member Dallin motioned to approve the price increase from 50 cents per month to $4.00 per month.  Council Member Ritter seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
 
7.  REVIEW 24TH OF JULY CELEBRATION: Clerk Holmgren does not have all the bills yet to give an accurate number of how we did.  The auction made $11,376 and the rest of the day was roughly around $12,000.  This does not include expenses.  It was a really good day and was well attended.  Council Member Dallin wanted to thank everyone for their help.

8.  DRAINAGE SWALES (WHO INSPECTS?):    Clerk Andreasen asked Chris Wight about this and he says it’s done how our ordinance is.  It is done after the whole subdivision is finished and the engineers are not really involved anymore.  Chris stated it is usually someone on the city council or planning commission.  Clerk Andreasen suggested it be Council Member J Holmgren and Council Member Anderson together.  Council Member J Holmgren stated he thinks it would be good to have 2 people doing it together.  

9.  CHRIS WIGHT SUGGESTIONS FOR DRAINAGE SWALES IN NEW SUBDIVISIONS:  Chris stated in working with other communities he would recommend amending our ordinance so the developer has to put them in.  Then they are all done and you don’t have to worry about the deposit or each individual doing it correctly.  In order to change this the Land Management Code would need to be amended.  The council suggested sending this to the Planning Commission to amend.

10.  GRAND HAVEN SUBDIVISION BULDING PERMITS (WHEN ARE THEY ACCEPTED?):  Infrastructure (utilities) and markers will need to be finished before anyone can start building.  If we allow people to start the building permit process, this might be easier than have all the building permits coming in at one time.  Clerk Holmgren and Clerk Andreasen will work on building permit packets.  The property owners can start filling out paperwork and handing in building permits.  Clerk Holmgren will also contact Chris Wight to make sure we are ok to do this.  Clerk Holmgren will also contact the County to find out their thoughts.

11.  GRAND HAVEN SUBDIVISION BUILDING PERMIT REQUIREMENTS:  Clerk Andreasen referred the council to a paper with additional building permit requirements.  These are the items the geotechnical engineer suggested.  Clerk Andreasen stated she didn’t know if we should add irrigation to this.  Council Member R Holmgren stated the infrastructure should already be there.  Irrigation doesn’t need to be on this list.  This will be added to the building permit packet.  Council Member Dallin motioned that we accept the additional building permit requirements as stated, to be submitted with the building permit application for the Grand Haven Village Subdivision.  Council Member R Holmgren seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.  

12.  FRAUD RISK ASSESSMENT:
TRAVEL POLICY – #1 Change to all travel expenses occurred while conducting Bear River City business.  #2 Insert Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem in the highlighted box.  Add “if excess of 100 miles to the end of sentence.  #5b go with IRS.  #8 change amount to $200.  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to approve the travel policy with stated changes.  Council Member Ritter seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

CREDIT CARD POLICY – 1.5 move gift cards/certificates with authorization and fuel for fleet vehicles unless traveling outside of Utah to 1.4.  1.70 change the word accountant to clerk.  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to approve the credit card policy with stated changes.  Council Member Ritter seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

13.  REVIEW 2ND QUARTER FINANCIALS – Mayor Pro Tem and Council Members reviewed and initialed the 2nd quarter financials.

14.  BILLS:  Council Members reviewed and initialed bills for their departments.  The bills were read aloud by Clerk Holmgren.  Council Member Dallin motioned to approve the bills for payment.  Second by Council Member R Holmgren.  Those voting in favor:  Council Members Riggin Holmgren, Josh Dallin, and Scott Ritter.  No votes against, no votes abstaining.  

15.  COMPLAINTS AND ACTIONS TAKEN:  None

16.  DEPARTMENTS:  Day of Service – they chose to use 2 of the projects that we submitted.  They will be calling with details and they will need supplies.  Council Member Ritter stated he would take care of this.  

Sewer – The sewer lift station is having some electrical problems.  Golden Spike Electric has ordered parts and they will be here on Thursday to fix it.  

17.  ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to adjourn at 8:16 pm.  Council Member Dallin seconded the motion; all voting was in the affirmative.
