Commissioner Scott Dalton opened the meeting.
Road Supervisor Travis Kennedy was present.  He is been working with GIS Kendal Allan on the Capture App.  They are hoping to have all roads, culverts, cattle guards, signs, and conditions of them all on it.  In the future when it gets finished they would like to put it on the website.  Travis informed the commission that the oil project is done.  Travis and the commission held a grader discussion.  They have decided to hold off on doing some of the mountain roads until we receive some moisture.  They are also going to hold off on a new grader.
Commissioner Talbot held a discussion concerning the Box Creek Road up by Greenwich that is going to be mag chloride.  He feels the county should get with Sevier County and go from the highway up in conjunction with them.  It usually costs around $5000 a mile.  Commissioner Talbot feels like the county portion is a mile or so long.
There is nothing new from the Sheriff at this time.
Trent Wilde, USU agent was present.  He discussed the drought relief program that is being talked about.  There will be further discussion and he will keep the commissioners posted.
County Attorney Scott Burns addressed the room.  Piute County put on the first live jury trial in Utah since COVID-19.  He would like to thank everyone that participated in making it a success including law officials, court clerks, jurors, etc.
Dana Erickson, Economic Development Coordinator, presented her report to the commission.  They have 489 registrants at this point for the Jamboree that is held in August.  That is already over last year’s numbers by 100.  They had a successful Papa Bear run of around 200 participants.  She also asked the commission for their yearly donation to the jamboree of $5000.  She is hoping that after this year the jamboree will be self-sustainable.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to fund the jamboree with the $5000 amount that has been done in the past. Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Deputy Whittaker and Zach from the Health Department were present to discuss the generator project.  Zach informed the commission that the Health Department has earmarked $20,000 for Piute County.  Deputy Whittaker thinks he can cover the rest on his homeland security grant.  He just has to do and environmental study and then his funds will be released.  Custom Electric did have a written bid, but Moore electric was just by mouth.  Commissioner Bushman would like both bids to be updated and in writing.  When these are returned we will discuss it in the next meeting.  Commissioner Bushman will also look at who holds that state contract on generators.  Zach said he would get on the bids.
The Planning and Zoning Ordinance public hearing was now discussed.  Trevor Barnson, P&Z chairman informed the commission that they met and would recommend the draft to the Commission.  Commissioner Bushman commented that the revised ordinance is very favorable from where it has been in the past.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve the revised ordinance recommended by the Planning and Zoning committee.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
County Attorney Scott Burns would like to thank Kaden Figgins for all his work on revamping our ordinance to fit the needs of Piute County.  Commissioner Bushman would also like Kaden to look into an ordinance on short term rentals and glamping in Piute County.  The commission agreed.  Kaden will be submitting a proposal for cost on this and it will be discussed in the next meeting.
It has come the time to replace Kent Coates, a board member that sets on the Planning and Zoning Committee.  Commissioner Bushman has talked to 2 people and would like to present their names.  The two names presented are Bo that owns Hoover’s restaurant, and Brenda Yochim.
MOTION:	Commissioner Will Talbot made the motion to appoint Brenda Yochim as a Board Member on the planning and Zoning Commission.  Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Commissioner Bushman took lead on the agenda item Drought Declaration.  The State of Utah has already declared all 29 counties in drought.  There is no point in Piute County doing their own.  The commission supports the state’s efforts.
Only 1 bid was obtained concerning the RFP for Piute County Public Defender.  It came from Dale Sessions.  Clerk Gleave read Mr. Sessions proposal.  It contained a monthly fee of $1000 to handle all indigent cases in Piute County as well as a condition that either party could terminate with a 30 day notice.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve the RFP bid provided by Dale Sessions for the Piute County Public Defender with the condition of the 30 day notice asked for by Mr. Sessions.  Commissioner Will Talbot seconded the motion.  County Attorney Scott Burns concurs.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Recorder/Treasurer Shane Millett was present.  He gave the commission a current GRAMA request.  The three top items concern policies for a city that the County does not have in place.  County Attorney Burns told Shane to answer N/A on those.
Shane also updated the commission on his getting with Simplifile to become electronic in his office.  He also received all the mining filing that he had been asked about.  Revenue from this into the general fund will be around $14,000.00
Clerk Gleave discussed the Commissioners Breakfast that is held on Saturday morning of the fair.  She would like the commissioners to be all in the know and prepared.  Commissioner Talbot will get with his wife to get things ordered like they did last year.  It is held from 8 to 9:30 AM.
Commissioner Dalton had added to the agenda School District and Community Services requesting the road department.  He wants to make sure that the Road department is getting the help that they need when setting up the canvas tent for other organizations.  Travis informs them that they need more help when they set it up for the fair.  It is not the Road departments’ responsibility to get the man power.  That is up to the event staff if they want it done.  The road crew is willing to help but ultimately it is their decision.  Commissioner Darin Bushman thinks that it is great that the County can help the communities.  But the key word is HELP.
Commissioner Bushman also commented on getting in touch with Cordell and to leave all the chairs up throughout the whole fair.
The commission held a discussion with Travis concerning some work the road crew did for the school district.  They had hauled in six loads of dirt from New Castle for the baseball field and spent numerous days there.  They normally wouldn’t have done that.  That is a significant cost.  The commission don’t expect to have the equipment or labor recouped but do need to cover their costs.  Commissioner Dalton feels like this is a big enough job that it needs to be discussed further.   The County should not be taking jobs from individuals within the county that could do this.   He has also discussed this with Superintendent Koby Willis.  County Attorney Burns suggested that for a job this big an RFP should probably be done by the School District.  The County should not compete.
Marysvale Mayor Janet Fautin appreciates the help the road department gives the communities.  She feels like the communities are willing to reimburse the county for their willingness to help on small jobs.
This brought up the discussion concerning the jamboree borrowing the County backhoe and generator again.  It has been a huge help in the past.  Commissioner Talbot said that if it has been used it the past and comes back the way it is taken then it is ok.

They are aware of the county nurse doing more well checks.  6 Counties also has some programs.  She also said that on the 23rd of July at Cotton Wood Downs in Marysvale at 7PM after the dinner there will be a concert with swing dancing.  The concert series picks up the bill.  All are welcome.
Clerk Gleave informed the commission of the closing of the EMT Supervisor position.  Historically all commissioners, EMT supervisor, mayors, as well as sheriff, set on the hiring board.  Interviews will take place on Thursday July 15th from 6-8 PM in the Commissioner Chambers.  Clerk Gleave will contact the 4 applicants.
Commissioner Bushman reported on his trip to NACO.  All of the Utah’s resolutions passed.  He felt like the General theme was more governmental control and repeal all Trump Administration bills.
The minutes were reviewed for June 14th and June 29th.
