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of 1700 S and 500 S SR165. Petition is seeking parcels be annexed into Providence City and zoned Multi-
Family High, Life Cycle Residential, Commercial General and Commercial Highway. (AREA MAP)

Mayor Drew calls and reads item number 2 and opens it up for discussion and public comment.

Director Bankhead is asked to explain the annexation process and give an overview of the Alder annexation.
Director Bankhead explains the requested zoning of the parcels and the possible future plans.

Manager Snow indicates the applicant, Kathleen Alder, is on the phone and available for questions.
Manager Snow comments on access to the sewer and waterlines for the properties.

Emily Thatcher (Resident) asks for an explanation of the LCR zone. Director Bankhead responds and
describes zone attributes and what can and cannot be built in the LCR zone.

Emily Thatcher makes comments on concern for the MF/HD zone and future access with it being up against
SR 165.

Manager Snow responds informs of possible outlets or accesses and UDQT restrictions. Director Bankhead
gives additional comment of future plans and access.

Parties discuss the possible plan or idea of having a walkway under the SR 165 on 500 S.

Hans Peterson (Co-Petitioner) gives comment about zoning and possible future plans. Representative from
Cornerstone Reality who is assisting Mr. Peterson comments on future plans for property.
Councilmember Kirk comments about the annexation process and highlights the positives approving this
annexation will bring to Providence City.

Andrea Diamond (Resident) poses three questions to staff and petitioners regarding future plans and zoning.
Kathleen Alder responds and gives overview of possible future plan for property. Manager Snow responds
to 2" question posed by Ms. Diamond regarding cost to residents and informs of impact fees being
established. Director Bankhead responds to Ms. Diamonds 3™ question about what the Commercial
Highway zone entails. Mayor Drew comments on development and annexation of parcels.
Councilmember Sealy comments on the General Commercial zone and asks for clarification. Director
Bankhead responds and informs what buildings can and cannot be built on zone.

David Hair (Millville Mayor) asks about the LCR zone and the potential for parks. Manager Snow responds
and informs about LCR zone and its design standards.

Mayor Drew closes public hearing as there is no further comments.

Item No. 3 Ordinance 2021-016 - Alder Annexation: Providence City Council will discuss
and may take action on an ordinance authorizing the annexation and zoning of parcels 02-089-0019, 02-
090-0019, 02-090-0002, 03-002-0016, 02-090-0005,02-090-0008, 02-090-0009, 02-090-0010, 03-002-
0003, and 03-002-0004. Stated parcels are located in the general area of 1700 S and 500 S SR165. Approval
of ordinance will annex parcels into Providence City with them being zoned as Multi-Family High, Life
Cycle Residential, Commercial General ad Commercial Highway. Planning Commission held a public
hearing on the zoning of these parcels on July 14™. Motion that the Planning Commission recommend to
the City Council for this Alder annexation zoning [for] the property in the general area of 1700 S and
500 S SR 165 consisting of parcels 02-089-0019. 02-090-0002, 02-090-0005, 02-090-0008, 02-090- 147
0009, 02-090-0010, 03-002-0003, and 03-002-0004 [that it] be approved for rezone of the annexation
according to the findings of fact and the conditions and conclusions previously discussed: — Motioned
by R Cecil, second — B Marble.

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Mayor Drew calls and reads item number 3.

Councilmember Eck Motions to approve Ordinance 2021-016. Councilmember Speth — Second.
Councilmember Sealy poses a question about the zoning and changing the width of the zones, particularly
the Commercial zones. Director Bankhead responds that zones can be rezoned or modified later on, and
council has authority to not approve or review. Roger Dahle (Co-Petitioner) responds about the commercial
width and it possibly going wider but that the Commercial General zone will help take care of that.
Councilmember Sealy questions if MFH zone possibly being changed to a lower density zone. Hans
Peterson responds and indicates current plans, but nothing is set. Director Bankhead comments on
percentage of what can be used or built on such a zone.

Clark Rigby (Resident) comments on critical lands.

Parties discuss flood plan and possible parks.

Item No. 4 Ordinance 2021-014 - Parcel 02-115-0027 Rezone: Providence City Council
will consider and may take action on an ordinance authorizing the rezoning of property in the general area
of 1070 S 400 E Providence City Utah. Application is requesting current zone, which is zoned as
Agricultural (AGR) be rezoned too Single-Family High (SFH). Planning Commission held a Public
Hearing on this rezone on July 28™. Motion that the Planning Commission, regarding Item No 3 Parcel
02-115-0027 request for rezoning, that this request be declined: —Motion by M Fortune, second — B
Marble. Vote- Yea: K Alder, M Fortune, B Marble, R Perry Nay: Abstained: Excused: R Cecil.

Mayor Drew calls and reads item number 4 and asks if Director Bankhead will give overview.

Director Bankhead gives brief outline and overview of the rezone request and what can and cannot be built
in the zone.

Andy Bentley (Applicant) comments on future plan and purpose of rezone. Understands that many residents
in the area are unhappy with the possible plan and proposes if its possible to change the rezone or ordinance
during this meeting to a lower density zone instead of having to refile or apply. Director Bankhead indicates
that council has authority to amend the ordinance during the meeting to the party’s agreement.
Councilmember Kirk comments concern about not sending it back to the Planning Commission for further
review or to allow Petitioner and residents to get together to discuss the rezone.

Councilmember Eck motions to amend the ordinance language to zone request from Single-Family
High to Single-Family Traditional. Second — Councilmember Sealy. Council Vote vyea:
Councilmember Speth, Councilmember Eck, Councilmember Sealy. Nah: Councilmember Kirk.
Motion passes.

Mayor Drew informs of process of the ordinance, voting on the ordinance and the current status of the
ordinance with the recent amendment that was just made.

Councilmember Eck motions to approve amended ordinance. Second — Councilmember Speth.
Council Vote Yea: Councilmember Speth, Councilmember Eck, Councilmember Sealy. Nay:
Councilmember Kirk. Motion passes.

Emily Thatcher asks about public comment on item. Mayor Drew informs that he had opened it up to public
comment and no one raised their hand. Ms. Thatcher was confused on what he meant when he asked that.
Mayor Drew allows Ms. Thatcher to make a comment. Ms. Thatcher comments on the zone and surrounding
zoned areas.

Tom Singleton (Resident) comments about the lot sizes regarding Ms. Thatcher’s concern.

Andy Bentley and Mayor Drew speak to lot sizes of the rezone and what will be allowed.
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William Mason (Resident) thanks council and Mr. Bentley for their work and cooperation.
Suzie Yates (Millville Resident) gives comment about traffic concerns and thanks council for their work.

Item No. 5  Ordinance 2021-015 - Parcel 02-113-0049 Rezone: Providence City Council will
consider and may take action on an ordinance authorizing the rezoning of property in the general area of
750 S 500 E, Parcel 02-113-0049, currently zoned as Agricultural (AGR) with the request that it be rezoned
too Single-Family Residential (SFR). Planning Commission held a Public Hearing on this rezone on July

Mayor Drew calls and reads item number 5.

Director Bankhead gives overview of rezone application and what the new zone could entail in terms of
building structures. Informs council of Hill Crest neighborhood that is directly south of this zone and its
zoning history of how it got zoned as SFE but is lot sized around the SFT guidelines. Council discusses
issue and zones history.

Councilmember Sealy asks about zoning and parcel description of lots.

Parties discuss rezoning Hillcrest in the future to reflect its lot sizes and accurate zoning of the area.

Rob Leischman (Resident) makes comment about the zone and its inaccuracy.

Tom Singleton (Resident) comments about appraising the houses in that zone and its difficulties and its
non-conforming use.

Andrew Lilywhite, (Petitioners Representative) informs council about purpose of rezone and future plans
and why they want it rezoned to SFR, Mr. Lilywhite hands out map of future plans to council to view.
Councilmember Eck ask Mr. Lilywhite about the potential to amend ordinance, like they did the last one,
to reflect SFT.

Mr. Lilywhite responds that that is not what his client is requesting and indicates the Planning
Commission did vote in favor of what they requested.

Councilmember Kirk questions whether Neighbors and Petitioners would be up for discussing other
options for the rezone. Mr. Lilywhite responds that they would like to move forward tonight and not put
this off any longer.

Brent Nazer (Resident) comments to council that they are here today to discuss the rezone and not about
future plans as future plans can change one the zone has been rezoned. Neighbors have made an offer for
the land that petitioner did not reply to.

Staff indicate the Shelly Nazer has submitted a comment via email. Council has read her comment.

Mr. Lilywhite comments on real estate law common practices.

Councilmember Eck asks whether petitioner would like it zoned tonight as SFT if council agrees or to just
deny it. Mr. Lilywhite responds that he would have to talk to his client.

Councilmember Speth states that its best to stay within the guidelines of the city and plans.

Randell Kent (Property owner) comments on purpose of the application and what they want to do.
Councilmember Sealy asks about road profiles and who pays for those. Manager Snow responds
indicating it depends on how it will be constructed.

Craig Seawalt (Resident) makes comment about councils’ responsibility and petitioner plan

Michelle Pfister (Resident) thanks council and comments on zone and cities guidelines.

Brent Nazer comments that zone should be as guided.

Councilmember Speth motions to deny ordinance. Second — J. Sealy.
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Councilmember Eck again asks if petitioner would rather the ordinance be denied tonight or amended to
SFT to allow them to move forward?

Mr. Lilywhite responds that they would rather it be amended to SFT then it be denied.

Councilmember Speth withdraws motion.

Councilmember Eck motions to amend the ordinance language to amend petitioner request of SFR
to be SFT. Second — Councilmember Sealy. Council Vote: All Aye. Motion passes

Mayor Drew informs that they have chosen 2 worthy candidates who are here tonight.

Mayor Drew hands out applicants resumes and give brief background and invites them up to introduce
themselves.

Andrea Diamond introduces herself and informs council of her background and why she applied. Talks
about previous service with the Planning Commission years ago.

Mayor Drew gives brief overview of applicant Tyler Riggs who lives in the Vineyards.

Tyler Riggs introduces himself and gives his background and why he applied.

Councilmember Eck comments on the benefit of have a member who lives in the LCR zone.
Councilmember Kirk comments on candidates and their strengths and benefits to the PC.
Councilmember Eck Motions to approve Tyler Riggs as the new Planning Commission alternate.
Second — Councilmember Kirk. Council Vote: All Yea. Motion passes.

Staff Reports: Items presented by Providence City Staff (including but not limited to: Public Works Director,
Administrative Services Director, City Recorder, and City Manager) will be presented as information only.

Director Stapley, Publics Works Director, gives staff report and indicates that a lot of projects have fallen
behind due to some issues with contractors or overall shortage of supplies. Water project is underway.
Reservoir has been delayed a little bit. Construction on Fiber work had been put off for a week as employees
went back home for the county fair. A subcontract will be coming in to finish off the work that Strata has
started on the fiber. Sage crest and Shoreline developments are behind. Ballard springs is also a bit behind.
Water levels have done quite well.

Director Bankhead, Community Development Director, give staff report on current land use projects
underway. Reports on property development on SR 165 involving the Mixed-Use Zone. Councilmember
Eck asks about the PCC revision. Director Bankhead informs the revision is on the agenda for Planning
Commissions next meeting and does include what was discussed per City Councils last meeting. Informs
council that Jesse, Staff Member, has left and is headed east to attend graduate school. Staff is in the process
of hiring a new employee to replace the vacant position. Council asks about the SFR zone and twin home
construction. Director Bankhead informs council of a application for a barndaminum. Councilmember Kirk
asks about rezones and what rezones can be brought before PC. Director Bankhead thanks council.
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Ty Cameron, City Recorder, informs council for current election status. Residents and council have until
August 30" to submit any statements for or against the referendum. The courts have gone back to mask
mandate.

Manager Snow, City Manager, informs council of change water application being approved. 7 ISP have
signed up with us to provide fiber internet. Goes over master plans. Grant application for bike trails is in
process. Review with council the recent stop sign changes, purpose, and effectiveness. Parties discuss how
to better inform the public about such changes in the future. Councilmember Sealy asks about process for
deviation from master plans. Manager Snow responds. Council asks about sleeve project. Mayor Drew asks
to follow up on sidewalk in Phase N not meeting the standard or meeting plans. 100 S COG application has
been turned in and is on track.

Council Reports: Items presented by the City Council members will be presented as informational only; no

formal action will be taken.

Talks about plans
for the Justice Court and meeting with officials to discuss those possible plans as a lot of cities are dropping
their Justice Court.
