Complaints were made during the last City Council meeting on August 13, 2013. The City Council was asked to request removal of the deer from city limits. Carolee Curtis reported on a survey she conducted about the public concern over the matter. 90 % of the surveys completed were against the deer. She said the individuals who are against having deer in their yard are quite emotional due to the damage to gardens and flowers. Manager Westfall said he would like to have a conversation with the DWR about what is done and to what extent. He said the deer are a benefit to the golf course. Visitors enjoy seeing them and choose to golf at the Hideout for that reason. There was conversation about whether the deer at the golf course come up into town. Councilman Randall said he would feel more comfortable making a decision with local wildlife authorities to give options and advice. Carolee Curtis suggested marking the deer with paintball guns to track their movement. There was discussion about archery laws within city limits. Manager Westfall will discuss these issues with the DWR. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Tim Young to request the destruction of deer in the Monticello City limits – North, South, East, and West quadrants and to discuss options prior to the destruction, with the DWR. The motion was seconded by Councilman Scott Shakespeare and opened for discussion.
