	Chrissy Ciancanelli, Valerie Rae Bradshaw 5K

Chrissy and Marissa Bradshaw are requesting hold a 5k event on Saturday, September 28, at the Big Field Park Pavilion in memory of their friend/relative who died in a boating accident.  They want to raise $10,000 for an LDS missionary fund in Valerie’s name.

The board notes that they would have to be out of the Big Field Pavilion by noon to accommodate for the other event arriving at noon.  They will have music at the pavilion, no inflatables and will hand out pre-packaged food, and have a water station.

Elizabeth makes a motion to approve this event at the Big Field Pavilion on September 28.
Joedy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.

	Brad Davis, Mountain Valley Seed Co.

Brad is requesting to hold their third annual giant Pumpkin Regatta at the park pond on Saturday, October 19 from 9 am until 2 pm.  Set up will be in the morning and the event will be from noon until 1 pm.  Last year Brad was concerned about the water level and about “junk” in the water.  Mark M. says the water level is high right now.  Wayne will make sure it isn’t lowered until after your event.

Brad is expecting up to 800 spectators.

Elizabeth makes a motion to approve the third annual pumpkin regatta at the park pond on October 19.
Chad seconds the motion.
Wayne amends the motion by exempting Mountain Valley Seed Co. from having to appear before the board for being approved for future events.
Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.

Construction Updates
	Wayne

Restroom
They are 95% done on the construction documents.  They should be on budget.  Construction should begin in October.  We’ll have to bring in port-a-potties once construction begins.

	Parley’s Trail
Construction should be done by September 25.  After that the construction fence will remain for  landscaping to be completed.  Specifically, the south side of the berm near 1700 East will be an irrigated “native grasses” area.    (Mark M. disputes the “grasses” with all of the weeds there!)
Walt Gilmore, Salt Lake County Parks Planning, and Wayne spoke with Danielle Hale, with Save the Sugar House Trees effort, and she seems satisfied with how it’s turned out.

Draw
Another two-week delay was incurred due a law suit injunction regarding the shoring wall.  A generator was installed for this purpose, causing the delay.  The web site for the Draw is updated constantly with respect to construction progress.  Completion timeline is still April of 2014.  This phase of the tunnel construction doesn’t include the art work.  The art work will be done when funds are available.

2014 Budget Discussion and Approval
George

George has created a detailed 2013 balance sheet, actual and projected budget, and has re-distributed the capital project priorities and plan costs.  

Comments include:
· Numbers assume the same 2013 County maintenance expenses for the 2014 budget.
· An expense for striping the parking lots needs to be added.  Wayne estimates a cost of $3,000.
· We have $35,765 surplus which includes spending $50,000 on the new restroom this year.  If the total cost exceeds what was approved by the County and the City then SHPA will have to make up the difference.
· The $22,500 received by SHPA from the City and County for the 4th of July was simply passed through to Preserve Our Ways.  It has no net effect on our budge.
· The 2014 maintenance budget will be increased by 2% assuming the County will be giving cost of living raises to its employees.
· Drinking fountains:  George notes that the County has allocated $45,000 in 2014 for replacing the drinking fountains throughout the park.  Wayne says the master plan documented $90,000.  Contact the City for an equivalent $45,000?   Lauren notes that the new restroom will have an exterior drinking fountain.  Does that mean we’ll need to replace the fountain adjacent to it?

Instead of approving this budget tonight, George will add the parking lot re-striping as an expense and adjust the County’s maintenance cost upward by 2%.  Then it can be approved at the October meeting.  Wayne is okay with that.

And related to capital improvements, Mark M. notes that some of our new signs are not looking so new.  The “high water” ones are fading.  Wayne says the County can fabricate some replacements under the maintenance contract (and not under a capital improvement expense.)

Mark M. asks that the parking lot re-striping maximize the number of stalls.  Some of the lots are big enough so that stalls can be added in the center of the lot and not just around the perimeter.

Financial Matters
Elizabeth MacGregor

Elizabeth hasn’t heard from back from the City about when we are going to get our maintenance contribution.    We have checks for two of the parties that had the Sego Lily Pavilion reserved and were not pleased with the volleyball court being fenced off.   

Lauren asks about the insurance dividend.  ULGT is issuing a partial refund because the liability costs were lower than expected.  They did this a few years ago, however that dividend was only a few hundred dollars.  

Wayne makes a motion to approve the August financial statements.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.

President’s Report

Mark K.’s board term
Mark M. says that Mark K.’s is willing to serve three more years on the board.  We aren’t sure if Mark K. has already served a second term, that is, did he complete Rita Lund’s term before starting his own?  Craig will look at the meeting minutes to find out.

Highland High School baseball meeting
Mark M. will meet with the Salt Lake School District Superintendent, McKell Withers, about the district’s proposal of moving their baseball field to the area west of their football field.  The proposed design would require an expansion westward into the park property.   The design isn’t aesthetically pleasing from the park’s point of view.  This is a very political issue and is complicated by the fact the school property line actually extends southward into the park and includes a portion of the creek.

Hotel Proposal on Sizzler Property
An e-mail was received from a development company about building a hotel on the northwest corner of the park, replacing the Sizzler Restaurant.  The developers stated that they would be interested in acquiring more land from the park in order to make this a feasible development.
Mark M. presumes the board’s response is “hell no.”

Other Business
