	2.	West Valley City has offered to purchase the property for the back taxes owed on the Property and take over the maintenance obligations for the Property.

	3.	The Property is currently used as a detention pond for the adjacent business park and has no potential for development.  Because of this use, the Salt Lake County Real Estate Section has determined that payment of the back taxes owed is full and adequate consideration for the conveyance of the Property.

	4.	It has been determined that the best interest of the County and the general public will be served by the sale and conveyance of the property for the back taxes owed.  The sale and conveyance will be in compliance with all applicable state statutes and county ordinances.

	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED by the Salt Lake Council that the sale and conveyance of said parcel of real property by quitclaim deed to West Valley City for the agreed consideration of Four Hundred Forty-Six Dollars and Three Cents ($446.03) as provided in the Interlocal Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit B is hereby approved; and the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the original of said Interlocal Agreement, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit B, and by this reference made a part of this Resolution.

	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that Mayor and County Clerk are hereby authorized, consistent with the terms of the Interlocal Agreement, to execute the Quitclaim Deed, attached as Exhibit A and by this reference made a part of this Resolution, and to deliver the fully executed document to the County Real Estate Section for delivery to the Grantee upon payment of the agreed upon purchase amount.

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the County shall purchase the Property from City Creek, for the negotiated purchase price contained in and pursuant to the terms of the Agreement.
