2. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting
On Friday, September 27, 2013, minutes & agendas were emailed to meeting    attendees.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Wigginton to approve the minutes of the September 3, 2013 Planning Commission Meeting.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Adams and passed unanimously.
3. Public Comment
There was no comment from the public.
4. Public Hearing for Keeping of Horses in R-1 & R-2 Zones in the City of Monticello
Public hearing started @ 6:47 pm
Chairperson Bennett explained the need for this item. She said there is no current code which allows for the keeping of horses in R-1 and R-2 Zones in the City of Monticello. This hearing is to gather input from the public about their feelings and ideas on this issue. ACM Crane handed out the prospective code he had written to all present for review. David brought up the fact that if there is a requirement for a specific percentage of vegetation, that is going to be impossible for the horse owner to accomplish. David also brought up the time limitation; he said better dates would be April 1 to December 1, depending on the snow. He said July 15 is not a reasonable end date. 
Commissioner Wigginton asked why the area containing ‘horses’ be required to be cleaned twice a week; he said this is not a feasible thing to expect.

Motion was made by Commissioner Adams to close the hearing; motion seconded by Commissioner Wigginton, motion passes unanimously.

6. Public Hearing for Revisions by FEMA for the City’s Flood Map Zone
Public hearing began at 7:27 pm.

Chairperson Bennett explained the City of Monticello requested for FEMA to revise the city’s Flood Map Zone, as over 60% of the city was in a ‘flood zone.’ As a result, FEMA has sent us a new map for where they feel there is flood potential; this revised map has very small places. We are proposing to create an overlay zone to show where we think there is flood zone, using the new map sent to us by FEMA. 

Commissioner Adams said this new map is better than the last. Councilman Young said it’s nice that anyone in town can purchase flood insurance, but now are no longer required to.

There was no comment from the public on this hearing.

Motion was made by Commissioner Wigginton to close the public hearing for FEMA flood map revision; motion seconded by Commissioner Adams and passed unanimously. Hearing closed at 7:35 p.m.

8. General Plan
Chairperson Bennett explained that it is the Planning Commission’s job to update the General Plan. There is a very tight focus on what will be considered. A significant part of the plan is ‘moderate income housing.’ ACM Crane said he spent the last month meeting with various committees on their goals. The only committees left for him to get goals from are the Airport Committee and Public Works. He said that Monticello, Bluff and Blanding are working on a semester-long future corridor study for the area. This Friday he will be meeting w/ GOED (Governor’s Office of Economic Development), where they will be working with us to help get grants for both long-term and short-term improvements. He said they are willing to work with us on BHAG (big hairy audacious goals). 
Chairperson Bennett asked ACM Crane to check with the City of Moab on their way of handling moderate income housing; she said they would be a good resource because they have had to deal with lawsuits. 

9. Easements & Encroachments
This is a continuation from a prior meeting; it has been motivated by something Kim Henderson would like to do on her lot which she has not been able to accomplish due to setback requirements. Currently, Kim is not able to add a covered front porch to the front of her house because this would change the footprint of the house.
Commissioner Hoggard suggested changing the setback requirements for each zone; maybe this would enable Kim to build her porch.

ACM Crane asked if we could enumerate the specific ‘gift land’ properties that were given to the city by the San Juan County; Chairperson Bennett said yes. 
Councilman Young said he thinks the City Council would be happy to find a solution for this issue, and try to make additions like this easier for residents. 

Commissioner Hoggard said the roads with the 99-foot easements are the biggest problems; he thinks we should address those areas. 
Chairperson Bennett would like ACM Crane to sit with Public Work’s Director Langston to see if he can track down where these concerns are coming from and see if there is a spacial relationship between these specific areas and the setback requirements for them. She thinks considering a new zone might be a solution for this. Jeremy said he should look at the old easements areas, not just Circle Drive where Kim is. Tim would like to see if Oliver can contact a resource, such as the League of Cities and towns, or Meg Ryan, to see what can be done about these areas as far as zoning, to make an exception for these streets to allow for a building permit.
10. Other Information/Discussion

Councilman Young said City Council meeting was cancelled last week, so there will not be any new information from them until the last week of October.
ACM Crane said the Dept. of Energy (DOE) has a piece of land they would like to sell to the city for $8,000; he is in process of discussing this. He is also working with the DOE on a proposed pipeline for ‘filtering’ that will be going into the VMTE Park; this involves a survey and data gathering. Chairperson Bennett suggested he talk with Joe Slade, as Joe might have some good perspective on history and what’s going on there.
