
	
	COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
October 22, 2013

	The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, Farmington, Utah on October 22, 2013.  Members present were Commissioner John Petroff, Jr. - Chair, Commissioner Louenda H. Downs, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Chief Deputy, Finance/Auditor Curtis Koch, Deputy Attorney Neal Geddes, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Shauna Brady. 

	
		Chris Sanford, Davis County Library Director, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	National Domestic Violence Awareness Month
		Commissioner Petroff presented the Presidential Proclamation of October as National Domestic Violence Awareness Month.  Commissioner Millburn invited Julie Stevenson, Safe Harbor Interim Director, to share information about the role of Safe Harbor as a shelter for victims of domestic violence.  Julie indicated it is the only shelter in Davis County and has 31 beds that are nearly always full.  In 1994, a group of ladies saw the need for a place for domestic violence victims to turn.  Since 1997, Safe Harbor has been offering shelter and numerous outreach programs.  Commissioner Millburn currently serves as Chair of the Safe Harbor Board of Directors and commented on the dedicated group of employees, board members and volunteers.  Julie announced the annual fundraiser, Evergreens, will be held Nov 18-19 at the Davis County Conference Center.  Commissioner Petroff commented that it would be nice if there was no need for Safe Harbor, but that it is wonderful to have a safe place for battered women and children.  Commissioner Downs said she has seen the affects of lives that were shattered by domestic violence, but confirmed Safe Harbor offers hope and a way to put the pieces back together in their lives.  Commissioner Millburn concluded by reading part of the official proclamation, noting increased collaboration with police, prosecutors and advocates.

The payable amount is $5,000.00 for contract period July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion, noting that although the shelter is located in Ogden, it services residents of Davis County.  All voted aye. 	Agreement #2013-542 SafeWay Certifications Utah State approved food handler training
	              Agreement #2013-542 with SafeWay Certifications as a Utah State approved vendor of services for an acceptable and valid means of food handler training as outlined in the Utah Administrative Code that went into effect July 31, 2013.  Commissioner Millburn confirmed this came about due to a legislative change in the last session.  The county will receive $15 per each successful trainee.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	Agreement #2013-543 Utah Div of Solid and Hazardous Waste to inspect used oil collection cntrs & disposal education
	              Agreement #2013-543 with the Utah Division of Solid and Hazardous Waste to inspect used oil collection centers, educate public on proper disposal of used oil and address various comments concerning used oil.  Contract period is from signature date through December 31, 2013.  It is a receivable in the amount of $1,355.45.  Diana indicated 40 facilities are to be inspected twice each year.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	Amendment #2013-228A Utah Dept of Health for Cluster 3 funding to add traumatic brain injury program
	              Amendment #2013-228A with the Utah Department of Health for Cluster 3 funding to add a program for traumatic brain injury.   Per Commissioner Millburn’s inquiry, Diana confirmed this program does disburse bike helmets.  The contract period is July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014.  Receivable amount is $4,500.00.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	Amendment #2013-4B Utah Dept of Health for Cluster 5 additional funds for Immunization program
	              Amendment #2013-4B with the Utah Department of Health for Cluster 5 additional funding of $20,000.00 for the Immunization program.  This does require a budget change.   Contract period is August 12 through December 31, 2013.  Commissioner Millburn encouraged all to receive immunizations, including whooping cough and flu shots.  Commissioner Petroff inquired about immunizations for shingles.  Diana confirmed there is that particular vaccine available through the Health Department.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve with the associated budget change.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	Amendment #2010-285C with USDA Forest Service to patrol forest service lands
	              Chief Deputy Kevin Fielding, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, presented Amendment #2010-285C with the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Forest Service to patrol forest service lands.  The contract period is October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2014.  Receivable funds are $7,921.00 (max).  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion. 	Appointment of Timothy Grubb as a Davis County Planning Commissioner
	              Barry Burton, Davis County Planning Director, proposed and requested approval of appointing Timothy Grubb, a resident of South Weber City and former member of the city planning commission, as a Davis County Planning Commissioner replacing Jessica Leavitt, who is moving out of state.  His term will begin immediately and end June 30, 2017.  Commissioner Millburn expressed appreciation for folks on the planning commission and other committees that serve on a volunteer basis. Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion. All voted aye.
