Mr. Jacobson explained that one bar establishment license has become available and the commission would like to award the license prior to Thanksgiving and the holiday season.  Dan Oberg gave an overview of the applications.

Mr. Jacobson invited the applicants to address the commission.  Fathom Croteau from Fenice Mediterranean Bistro, Monae Madsen from Wasatch Loft & Tap Room, Scott Evans from Casot, Jacob Hall from The Pearl, and Jeremy Ford from Garage Grill addressed the commission.

The commissioners and applicants discussed readiness to open, seating capacity, current operating licenses, and density of licenses in areas surrounding the applicant locations. They also discussed violation history where applicable.
Ms. Tarazon moved to grant a bar establishment license to #1 Casot in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Tennert seconded the motion.

The commissioners again reviewed readiness to open and current operating licenses.

Mr. Parrish moved to amend the motion and grant a bar establishment license to #2 Wasatch Loft & Tap Room Bar in Park City.  The motion was not seconded and failed.

After further discussion, Mr. Jacobson called for a vote on the original motion made by Ms. Tarazon and seconded by Ms. Tennert to grant a bar establishment license to #1 Casot in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Tarazon, Ms. Thue, Ms. Tennert and Ms. Randall voted yea; Mr. Jacobson, Mr. Parrish and Ms. Orton voted nay.  The motion passed.

There being no further business, Ms. Orton moved to adjourn the meeting.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 1:55 p.m.
