Agenda Item 1. Public Comment Period.
 
Mayor Blackburn called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. and asked if there was anyone present that wished to address the City Council that was not on the Agenda.

No one came forward.

Agenda Item 2. Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call and Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting(s).

Mayor Blackburn asked everyone present to join him in the pledge of allegiance.  

Blackburn noted that all of the Council members were present and asked for an approval of the minutes of meeting held October 2, 2013.

Councilman Yakovich motioned for the approval of the minutes of the regular meeting held
October 2, 2013. Motion was seconded by Councilman Sanslow and motion carried with Tatton, Willson, Wells, Yakovich and Sanslow in favor of the motion.

Agenda Item 3. Mae Vonne Adams – application for kennel permit.

Councilman Tatton informed the Council that Adams had been before the Planning Commission requesting a kennel license. He stated that Adams had unexpectedly come into possession of some extra dogs and now needed a temporary kennel license until she can remedy her dog problem. Tatton said the Planning Commission recommended issuing a kennel license for one year to give Adams the time she needs to get rid of the extra dogs.
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Councilman Wells made the motion to issue a temporary kennel license to Adams for one year’s duration. Motion was seconded by Councilman Sanslow and carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor of the motion.

Agenda Item 4. Kirt and Carla Tatton, Jim Norton – Property line concerns at 290 East Main.

Mayor Blackburn invited Gary Norton to come forward to the podium.

Councilman Tatton informed the Council that he would step back and not vote on this issue and then explained that in 1994 Mayor Childs had approached his mother-in law and had offered to sell her the city property between her property line and the wash as was done with Scott Rowley if she would have the property surveyed. The property was surveyed but never deeded to my mother-in law and the Norton family would like to have that done.

Mayor Blackburn explained that the City would need to have an easement through the property for a water line to connect the water line on Main Street with the water line on 100 South to loop the system on that block and asked if the Norton family would be in agreement. The property would belong to the Norton’s but they would not be able to build anything on the easement.

Gary Norton said that he understood the City’s need and did not have a problem with an easement.

Councilman Willson moved that the property be sold to the Norton family and that a utility easement be described in the documents. Motion was seconded by Councilman Yakovich and carried with Tatton abstaining and Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor of the motion.

Agenda Item 5. Ordinance 2013-04. AN ORDINANCE RECONSTITUTING THE WELLINGTON CITY POLICE DEPARTMENT. Review  and Possible Adoption.

Mayor Blackburn reminded the Council that they had received drafts of the ordinance, policy and job descriptions for the police department at the last meeting and that there was changes made to the police officer job description which they should have received received by email which modified that description to include Lieutenant/Captain. The change was needed to be able to purchase firearms for the department.

Councilman Yakovich inquired whether the job title “Lieutenant/Captain” was one title or whether the titles were separate.

Blackburn answered they are two separate positions. Start out as Lieutenant for grant writing and purchasing weapons. These are supervisory positions. We now have nine reserve officers that 
have been okayed by their full time employers to be reserve officers. We want to start six of them by the first of November and work the other three in a little later.
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Councilman Sanslow asked how many hours the reserves will be allowed to work.

Blackburn stated that they will not be allowed to work over sixteen hours a week. The plan is to also cover shifts when Chad or Nick is on holiday, or sick, or on vacation to have their shift covered by the reserves. The plan is to have coverage sixteen hours per day, seven days a week, fifty two weeks a year.

Councilman Tatton said he thought this system would benefit the City and give better coverage and more flexibility.

Yakovich said he had a couple of concerns but was in support of the ordinance. He said that down the road a few months or a year we might need to review and see how everything is going.  Also, that a few years down the road the City may not have a Mayor that is retired with the time available to supervise. This is something that we will need to evaluate down the road to make sure it is successful.

Blackburn stated that the officers will report to him with one of them giving a police report once a month to the City Council.

Councilman Wells said that the two full time officers have got to be top notch. The officers we are using for reserves are experienced good officers far better than most of the applicants we have interviewed in the past for full time employment. This will allow us to maybe pay our full time officers enough to where they might stay with us.

Blackburn stated that Kelly Maynes, Brian Judd, Rory Bradley, Shawn Sackett, Shawn Addley, Tom Kosmack, Susan Hyde, Jon Mangum and Isaiah Palmer are the reserve officers.

Yakovich asked how the responsibilities for the reserves are going to be split between the full time officers.

Blackburn stated that they are not going to be split. The reserves will answer to the full time officer that works the same day. Each full time officer will be training, giving ride a longs, etc.. Each full time officer will be able to address any problems of the day with the reserve officer that follows or precedes his shift in that day.

Reserves will be scheduled so that they are not working shifts the same day that they work for their full time employer.

Councilman Tatton moved that Ordinance 2013-04 be adopted. Motion was seconded by Councilman Sanslow and carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Yakovich in favor of the motion.

6. City Business:
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	a. Vouchers.

	Councilman Yakovich moved that the vouchers be approved as presented. Motion was 	seconded by Councilman Willson and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, 	Wells and Yakovich in favor of the motion.

Councilman Yakovich asked to be excused from the remainder of the meeting.

	b. Planning and Zoning.

	Councilman Tatton informed the City Council that the Planning Commission denied one 	request to replace an existing mobile home (single wide) with another single wide.

	c. Council Reports.

	Councilman Wells informed the Council that the secondary is day to day.

	e. Fire Department.

	Discussion was had on the County fire contract. Amount to request on the contract was 	$50,000.00 annually. Councilman Willson and Fire Chief Powell to get with City 	Attorney to make amendments as needed.

	Fire Chief Powell said they were having problems with the man door entry lock to the 	fire station. He was instructed  to research entry locks and get approval from Councilman 	Willson to purchase.

Agenda Item 7. Adjourn.

Councilman Sanslow moved that the meeting adjourn. Councilman Wells seconded the motion. Motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson and Wells in favor of the motion.
