A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY COUNCIL AND THE SALT LAKE COUNTY MAYOR EXPRESSING SUPPORT FOR TRANSPORTATION ALTERNATIVES AND AIR QUALITY SOLUTIONS FOR COUNTY EMPLOYEES DURING THE WINTER INVERSION SEASON.

BE IT KNOWN AND REMEMBERED THAT,

		WHEREAS, Salt Lake Valley’s air quality is poor specifically during the winter season for particulate matter pollution and the summer season for ozone which creates a public health concern for residents and can aggravate lung function, increase susceptibility to respiratory infections and intensify breathing problems like asthma and chronic bronchitis; and

		WHEREAS, winter air pollution is predominantly made up of particulate matter (PM) and vehicles are the largest source of wintertime PM pollution; and

		WHEREAS, the Utah Division of Air Quality’s “Red Light Green Light” program alerts people about winter air pollution conditions including “red air” day alerts which signal the approach of unhealthy pollution levels; and

		WHEREAS, Salt Lake County has over 8,000 employees and is one of the top 15 largest employers in our state; and

		WHEREAS, Salt Lake County government strives to be a leader in air quality solutions and has taken a number of steps to reduce air and water pollutants, increase energy efficiency and the use of renewable energy in our facilities, and create a more sustainable environment; and

		WHEREAS, Salt Lake County should be an example to other municipalities and businesses on innovative initiatives to encourage employees to be a part of the air quality solution; and

		WHEREAS, Salt Lake County’s Sustainability Cabinet has created an air quality proposal designed to decrease County employees’ vehicle use during the upcoming winter inversion season; and

		WHEREAS, this air quality proposal strongly encourages and incentivizes employees to use alternate transportation, electronic and phone conference meetings, carpooling, and teleworking when appropriate and authorized by their Division supervisor during the winter inversion season specifically during “red air” alert days, and

		WHEREAS, County employees will be given information about incentives and options for decreased vehicle use including an internal County website and the opportunity to visit the Transit Kiosk located in the Government Center lobby that will provide information on personalized transit routes and County incentives and options for alternative transportation; and 

		WHEREAS, decreased single-occupancy vehicle use by County employees will not only save time and County resources but will contribute to the air quality solution; and 

		NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Salt Lake County Mayor and Council strongly encourage all County employees to use alternate transportation, electronic and phone conference meetings, carpooling, and teleworking when appropriate and authorized by their Division supervisor during the winter inversion season specifically during “red air” alert days.

	WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of VECC has approved and recommended for adoption by the member entities of VECC a proposed Amended and Restated Interlocal Cooperation a copy of which is attached to this resolution; and

	WHEREAS, it will promote efficiency and the purposes of VECC to have the Unified Fire Authority and the Unified Police Department of Greater Salt Lake as member agencies within VECC; and

	WHEREAS, THE Unified Fire Authority and the Unified Police Department of Greater Salt Lake have agreed to become a member agencies of VECC upon terms and conditions contained in the proposed Amended and Restated Interlocal Cooperation Agreement.

	NOW THEREFORE be it resolved as follows;

	1.	The chief executive officer of Salt Lake County is hereby authorized to sign the attached Amended and Restated Interlocal Agreement which adds the Unified Fire Authority and the Unified Police Department of Greater Salt Lake as participating members of VECC.

Then, on September 11, 2013, the Millcreek Township Planning Commission heard the application and recommended denial, saying the C-2 zone would not be appropriate for this area.  Originally, the County staff made a recommendation to the Millcreek Township Planning Commission for approval of the zone change based on general plan provisions, and best practices of land use and mobility, corridors, and existing zoning and land use.  

	Council Member Horiuchi asked if there have been a number of complaints. 

	Mr. Gellner stated he was not aware of any complaints.

	Council Member Jensen asked if staff was still recommending approval.

	Mr. Gellner stated they stand by their original recommendation that it meets the intent of the general plan.  However, at this juncture, they are not taking a position.  It is up to the Council to make the decision.

	Mr. Elias Haddad stated this particular gas station has changed hands several times in the last few years, but previous businesses were unsuccessful.  The U-Haul rental business has made it a success.  Inside sales are insignificant because of the 7-Eleven convenience store next door, so without the U-Haul business, he would have to close.  Last year, revenue for the County and State from fuel tax and U-Haul rental tax was $70,000 to $80,000.  The East Mill Creek Community Council approved it with zoning conditions, and those conditions excluded a lot of businesses that are allowed in a C-2 zone.  The Planning Commission’s concern was the zone change would require the 7-Eleven and the strip mall to have to apply for the zone change as well.

	Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to open the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”  Council Member Burdick was absent for the vote.

	Ms. Tiffanie Provost stated she owns the property, and has leased to a number of different tenants who have been unable to find a way to cash flow the property.  Inside sales have to pay rent and utilities because there are very few pennies on the dollar with gas sales, but it is a very difficult parcel to lease because of the 7-Eleven next door.  The parcel is also quite small, so there are not many uses that will work.  Mr. Haddad has been able make that property sustainable with the U-Haul business.  She has not heard any complaints about him operating the U-Haul business from anyone in the neighborhood.    

	Mr. Cliff Lackman, Area Field Manager, U-Haul of Utah, stated U-Haul controls the equipment allowed onto that area, and can limit that number.  It can direct people to go to a different location to drop off if that location is full.  

	Mr. Issac Goss spoke in favor of the zone change.  He stated he lives on the west side of the U-Haul business, and fully supports it.  The U-Haul clientele does not cause property damage, and does not get in the way of anyone’s life at his residence.

	Mr. Phil Riesen spoke in opposition to the zone change.  He stated he lives about 300 feet to the north of the service station, and was never contacted about the U-Haul business prior to equipment showing up on the property.  The U-Haul equipment is frequently all he can see at the property.  It blocks the pumps, and it is an eyesore.  A lot of neighbors in the area are concerned and opposed to the zone change.

   	Council Member Jensen asked Mr. Riesen if it would work if the equipment was moved further back onto the property.

	Mr. Riesen stated the property is relatively small, so there is no place to move them to.  Trucks or trailers are already parked in the gasoline lanes blocking them, and five or six large trucks or trailers are parked on the perimeter.  

	Council Member DeBry asked how close homes were to the gas station.

	Mr. Riesen stated there are apartment complexes immediately to the north, and homes all along the east and west sides of 2900 East.

	Council Member Horiuchi suggested sitting down and talking with Mr. Haddad to see if it the concerns can be worked out.  He worked with someone else on a U-Haul rental location, and they were able to work out most of the concerns of the neighbors.  

	Council Member DeBry asked Mr. Riesen if the Council were to limit the number of trucks or trailers on the property, requiring most of them to be put at the back and restricting those that obstruct vision, if that would appeal to him.  

	Mr. Riesen stated it would be helpful, but he still objected to a U-Haul parking lot in a residential area.  The U-Haul trucks and trailers are an eyesore, and not conducive to the neighborhood flavor of the area.  He stood opposed to the zone change, and asked that the Council turn down the application; thereby keeping the residential area a residential area.

	Mr. Gellner stated the staff report identified the issues with the sight lines, so if the Council grants the zone change, the applicant will have to come back with a conditional use application.   Then, the Planning Commission will involve the traffic engineer in any proposal for a conditional use on that site to look at those site line issues.  Issues such as the number of trucks and where they can be parked, etc. would also be addressed in the site plan analysis.    

	Council Member Horiuchi stated the Council can weigh in after the conditional use process, so if someone had an issue with the Planning Commissions’ decision, they could appeal to the Council.      

	Mr. Tom Christensen, Deputy District Attorney, stated the Council does not have another chance to weigh in.  The Planning Commission reviews the conditional use permit, and if its decision is appealed, the appeal would be heard by an administrative law judge.  If that decision is appealed, an appeal would have to go district court.    

	Council Member Horiuchi stated the Council can still set height and density limitations.  He asked if it could declare density on the number of trucks.

	Mr. Christensen stated no.  Density applies to units/buildings per acre.  The Council can make a recommendation to the Planning Commission.  Then, with a conditional use permit, the Planning Commission can restrict uses.   It can specify as a zoning condition the uses that would not be permitted.

	Mr. Blake Keithly, East Mill Creek Community Council, stated the application was first heard in September, at which time the Community Council made a positive recommendation to Millcreek Township Planning Commission.  After the Planning Commission denied the request, the Community Council discussed the reasons why it was denied.  It then drafted a letter to the County Council citing the following reasons for its reaffirmation for a positive recommendation on the application: The property has always been a gas station; it has been a neighborhood business since the 1960s.  The U-Haul business fulfills a neighborhood use.  People living in the area rent U-Hauls to move things in and out of the neighborhood, and to and from storage sheds.  It also meets all the criteria of the General Plan.  Additionally, it is important to have that tax revenue to be able to maintain the streets.  Sales tax revenue funds for B & C road are distributed from State gas tax, but over the last 10 years, a number of gas stations at that location have been abandoned.  

The Community Council’s main concern going from the C-1 zone to a C-2 zone was the additional conditional uses that were allowed.  However, the County Council can limit the uses, and effectively create a zone within a zone.  The Community Council recommended non-neighborhood related businesses, so that a C-2 zone does not creep into the area.  If it did, the 7-Eleven and strip mall would have to come to the Council for a C-2 rezone application, and each application would be subject to conditioning by the County Council.   

	Council Member Wilde asked what the Community Council vote was. 

	Mr. Keithly stated at that time, there were 12 members.  The vote was 10 to 1; the chair did not vote.

	Mr. Devin Garvey spoke in favor of the zone change.  He stated he lived in the house west of the property.  The vehicles in front of his house have never bothered him.  They come and go, and are never there for more than a day.  He would rather see a U-Haul there than an empty gas station with nothing in it.    

	Ms. Linda Sax spoke in favor of the zone change.  She stated the U-Haul business is good for the community; it has not caused any problems.  She did not want to see the property vacant.  

	Mr. Neil Davis spoke in opposition to the zone change.  He stated if the County limited the number of vehicles, it would not be as bad as it is now.  However, limiting the number of trucks would cut Mr. Haddad’s business in half, and he needs that to do business.  Historically, that service station has never been successful because it is not a good place for a gas station, and gas prices there have been exorbitant.  Then, the only place to park trucks on the property is on both sides of the gas islands, and that is happening now.  It is difficult to get into the gas islands, and the vehicles are unsightly.  Additionally, the big trucks are currently parked along 4500 South obstructing the view of drivers.  Having small utility trucks there would not be a problem.    
  
	Council Member DeBry stated those kinds of things will be addressed by the conditional use permit.  The County will not tolerate a traffic hazard.

	Mr. Steven Purvis, Manager, U-Haul, stated the trucks could be moved from the street along 4400 South, and parked in the back and on the left side against the cement wall.  There is enough room there.  Then, small trailers could be put on the street so as not to obstruct vision.  The U-Haul business does make that property a viable business.  It has generated between $9,000 and $10,000 in rental tax.  It also saves air quality because people can rent a truck in their neighborhood instead of driving to another facility.  

	Council Member DeBry asked if U-Haul could limit the types of vehicles and just use low-profile vehicles versus big box trucks.

	Mr. Purvis stated U-Haul can limit the number of box trucks.  However, allowing Mr. Haddad to keep box trucks and park them in back will enable him to keep that a viable business.  

	Council Member Wilde asked if all the available trucks were parked there at any one time, what that maximum number of trucks would be.

	Mr. Purvis stated he has had six trucks there at one time, but he can limit them to whatever is necessary to keep Mr. Haddad’s business going.  U-Haul has the ability to refuse a drop off at that location if it is full.  As an area resident, he can also go over and personally move equipment.  

	Council Member Wilde asked how many trucks could he parked there without creating this obstruction.

	Mr. Purvis stated four trucks could be parked on the property, and four trailers could be parked where the trucks are now without blocking that corner.

	Council Member DeBry asked if these vehicles came and went at all times of the day and night, and what the average number of trucks was kept there.

	Mr. Purvis stated vehicles come and go at all hours.  Trucks are one-way trucks, and are dropped off when someone moves into the neighborhood.  Then, they leave when somebody leaves the neighborhood.  The average number of trucks kept there is three to four.
	 
	Council Member Bradley stated anything the Council asks the Planning Commission to do with the conditional use, i.e. limiting the number of trucks, the size of trucks, and where they could be parked is just a suggestion.  He asked who made that binding.

	Mr. Christensen stated the suggestions would be nonbinding on the Planning Commission, and the Planning Commission could turn the suggestions down.  The Planning Commission’s decision is binding. 

	Ms. Provost stated she would be happy to work with neighbors on the aesthetics.  The trucks could be parked further back.  It is critical for the neighborhood to have the property occupied, and it has to be a viable business.  It would be very difficult to find a tenant for that gas station without a viable use.   If the property was vacant, it would be blight in that area.

	Council Member Bradley, seconded by Council Member Wilde, moved to close the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”

	Council Member Granato stated this is the applicant’s lifeline for his business.  As a business owner himself, limiting that lifeline concerned him.  It sounded like adjustments could be made that would be appealing for the neighbors who have spoken against it.  

	Council Member Jensen stated he would like to go down the road of approving this, but would want to ask the Planning Commission to exclude non-neighborhood type uses as a conditional use.  

	Mr. Christensen stated that is permissible.  The Planning Commission can consider suggestions, but it does not have to accept them.  It does have to accept the zoning conditions that run with the land.  

 	Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to approval Application No. 28601 and forward it to the October 29, 2013, for formal consideration, to limit the conditional uses to non-neighborhood uses, and highly recommend to the Planning Commission that the configuration be low profile vehicles or trailers up front, and higher ones in the back or against the wall.  Council Member Horiuchi amended the motion to urge the Planning Commission to put together a meeting with concerned neighbors and the owners to see if there are ideas that can be done that will help the neighbors feel comfortable with it.  Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment.  

	Council Member Wilde asked if the Council voted in favor of this motion, whether the Planning Commission had the authority to deny any vehicles being parked there.

	Mr. Christensen stated no.  That would be defying the approval of the zone change.  The conditions have to be reasonable; there has to be a basis for them.  However, it can impose certain restrictions, such as designating locations where certain types of vehicles can be parked.  The Planning Commission will do those things in the site plan.

	Council Member Bradshaw asked if by non-neighborhood uses, Council Member Jensen meant all the permitted uses in the C-1 zone, and only one additional use in the C-2 zone, the vehicle agency.

	Council Member Jensen stated his purpose is to ensure the permitted businesses have a neighborhood feel.  He would rather be more permissive with other neighborhood type uses for that site for future businesses that are going to service the neighborhood.  

	Council Member Bradshaw stated the C-1 zone is neighborhood commercial, and the uses there are the types of uses that the Council would want to continue to permit.  He got the sense the Council wanted to add the vehicle rental as a conditional use to ensure Mr. Haddad gets through the conditional use permit and site planning process.

	Mr. Christensen stated there are a number of additional conditional uses that are allowed in the C-2 zone, but not the C-1 zone.  However, this is a small lot, so most of the uses would not apply.  Mr. Gellner has done an analysis of the conditional uses the Council may want to specifically restrict.

	Council Member Bradshaw asked if the Council could restrict all of the uses in the C-2 zone except the vehicle agency.

	Mr. Christensen stated the Council could allow the rental of motor vehicles, trailers, or campers, and no other uses in the C-2 zone.    

	Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to approve Application No. 28601 and forward it to the October 29, 2013, for formal consideration, to limit the conditional uses to non-neighborhood uses, and highly recommend to the Planning Commission that the configuration be low profile vehicles or trailers up front, and higher ones in the back or against the wall.  Council Member Horiuchi amended the motion to urge the Planning Commission to put together a meeting with concerned neighbors and the owners to see if there are ideas that can be done that will help the neighbors feel comfortable with it.  Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment.  Council Member Horiuchi amended the motion to allow the conditional use in the C-2 zone of the rental of motor vehicles, trailers, or campers, but restrict all other uses in the C-2 zone that are not listed out in the C-1 zone.  Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment. 

	Mr. Gellner stated the Council can also stipulate height.  The C-1 zone allows for a height limit of 35 feet; the C-2 zone allows a building to be up to 70 feet.  He asked if the Council wanted to stipulate a height limitation concurrent with the C-1 zone of 35 feet.

	Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to approve Application No. 28601 and forward it to the October 29, 2013, for formal consideration, to limit the conditional uses to non-neighborhood uses, and highly recommend to the Planning Commission that the configuration be low profile vehicles or trailers up front, and higher ones in the back or against the wall.  Council Member Horiuchi amended the motion to urge the Planning Commission to put together a meeting with concerned neighbors and the owners to see if there are ideas that can be done that will help the neighbors feel comfortable with it.  Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment.  Council Member Horiuchi amended the motion to allow the conditional use in the C-2 zone of the rental of motor vehicles, trailers, or campers, but restrict all other uses in the C-2 zone that are not listed out in the C-1 zone.  Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment. Council Member Jensen amended the motion to restrict the height limit to 35 feet. The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”  Council Member Burdick was absent for the vote.

	Council Member Bradshaw asked if the Council did that, if the ordinance would have to come back for a second reading.

	Mr. Christensen stated the Council can delegate the authority of the final ordinance to the District Attorney’s Office.

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to approve Application #28584, contingent upon the drafting of an ordinance for the parameters that the District Attorney’s Office has outlined.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”
