Roll Call


Mayor Pro Temp Boyd Mickel, Council members Ken Nunley, Noel Bertelson, Scott Allred, Neil Sorensen.  Mayor Eldon Barnes was excused.  Mayor Pro Temp Mickel brought the meeting to order. 
Architectural, Electrical and Mechanical Design Development drawings completed and presented to the City for review. City review and approval of Design Development drawings completed. Architect and Consultants proceed with Construction Documents


Council reviewed the architectural plans for the restoration of the Old School. Council member Noel Bertelson inquired if there were more plans for the elevator.  Jack Brady stated that they should be completed by the next work.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that a set of full set of plans and blue prints would be needed for a contractor.  Jack Brady stated that the presented plans were not to scale and had been reduced, and a full would be available.  Jack Brady stated that a structural engineer would go through he plans to make them complete. Council discussed the infrastructure that would be required to be installed by the city if possible.  


Alison Anderson stated that the Friends of Historic Spring City would like the council to consider replacing the transformer at their cost for the improvements. Council member Bertelson stated that for now they could continue with the same service.  

Jack Brady reviewed how the bid process would go and break down the different projects and award bids on the basis of who would be best for the restoration. Jack Brady stated that the Friends would like to hire an estimator to see how much work could be done with the amount of funds available.  Discussion about how the estimators would establish what could be done. 

Gary Parnell stated that to preserve the wood work painting would be done for preservation. Council agreed that this was in need of attention.

Council Meeting

July 11, 2013

Roll Call


Mayor Pro Temp Boyd Mickel, Council members Ken Nunley, Noel Bertelson, Scott Allred, Neil Sorensen.  Mayor Eldon Barnes was excused.  Mayor Pro Temp Mickel brought the meeting to order. 

Action Items 

Emergency Preparedness Class Information release


Council member Ken Nunley presented credentials for Jim Phillips.  Council member Ken Nunley stated that these meetings would be free to the public


Council member Ken Nunley motioned to accept Jim Phillips offer by donating the room for emergency preparedness classes. Council member Noel Bertelson seconded the motion.  There was no discussion. All present were in favor. 


Council discussed dates and arrangements for the room that would be good for Jim Phillips, and no decision was made.  Jim Phillips can contact the office and schedule the building. 

Matt Lindow, Eagle Scout Project, Headstone repair at Cemetery


Matt Lindow stated he would like to go to the cemetery and repair fifteen to twenty headstones with the help of others.  Matt Lindow stated that he would like council to approve to donate sand and gravel needed for the repairs. 


Council member Neil Sorensen stated that he might want to contact Glen Osborne and Tom Allred since they both had tried to help in the restoration of headstones.  Council member Sorensen stated that he would agree for the city to donate gravel and sand for this project and any equipment needed to further the project. 

Matt Lindow stated that Tom Allred would help as well as the church and his friends.  Council was in agreement with the Eagle Scout project and would like a report with photos of what had been repaired. 

Zoning Permit Approval/Denial

#371 Edmund and Phyllis Greenum


Council reviewed the Greenum zoning permit for request of power up canal canyon.  Council member Noel Bertelson motioned to approve the permit with the final letter from Rocky Mountain Power’s approval.  Council member Neil Sorensen seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion. All present were in favor of approval of the Edmund and Phyllis Greenum zoning permit. 

#366 John and Joanie Dean 


Council reviewed plans for a shed for John and Joanie Dean.  Council member Neil Sorensen motioned to approve the zoning permit for John and Joanie Dean for a shed.  Council member Ken Nunley seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion.  All present were in favor of approval for the shed for John and Joanie Dean. 

Review of City Yard Building Bids


Council member Neil Sorensen stated that he was not aware that the building project was to happen; he thought that council was going to discuss using these funds to open roads.  Council member Neil Sorensen stated that it was his impression that the roads were a priority instead of new sheds at the city yard. 


Council discussed the need for a shed, and the need to open new roads and the benefits for each project.  Council member Noel Bertelson stated that the sheds had been approved in the current budget. Council discussed the budget.  Mayor Pro Temp Mickel stated that the structure was in the budget guidelines.  Council discussed the costs for both the structures submitted. 

Council member Neil Sorensen motioned to table this issue and gather more information.  Council member Ken Nunley seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion. All present were in favor.  The road bids will be discussed during the upcoming council meeting.

Resolution 2013-10, Buffer Zone Map with Road Grid Adoption


Council member Neil Sorensen stated that the maps submitted and the reiteration of council’s wishes concerning the road grid for the buffer zone would be sent to the county planning administrator to help with confusion in the buffer zone.  Council member Neil Sorensen read Resolution 2013-10 in full. 


Council member Neil Sorensen motioned to pass resolution 2013-10.  Council member Noel Bertelson seconded the motion.  Discussion was as follows:


Scott Allred inquired about the maps and why the resolution was needed.  Council member Sorensen stated that it would help the county and the city plan for future buildings in the buffer zone and the following of the current Spring City road grid system.  Council discussed future roads.  There was no further discussion.  


Mayor Pro Temp Mickel called for a vote.  All present were in favor of Resolution 2013-10.  The resolution went into effect immediately. 
Mudhole Spring Voluntary Service Agreement


Mayor Pro Temp Mickel stated that the U.S. Forest Service was asking Spring City to help with the upkeep of the campground up the canyon.  Council member Neil Sorensen stated that the forest service was considering tearing out the services.  Council member Sorensen stated that the water would be restored to the campground and the city would be in charge of testing the water. Council was in agreement that up keeping the campground would benefit the citizens of Spring City. 

Council member Neil Sorensen motioned to accept the agreement with the Forest Service.  Council member Ken Nunley seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion.  All present were in favor. 

Council, Committee and Department Reports


Council member Ken Nunley reported that some of the roads had been finished and others would be completed after the 24th of July with his approval.  Council member Nunley stated that he was searching for bidders for the replacement of ball fences and a fence around the generator at the city building.  


Council member Neil Sorensen reported that the city had received a bad water sample and notice had been given to the citizens that there were total Coliforms present, which could be a natural organic matter such as sand or a tree root.  Council member Sorensen stated that the water was being chlorinated and that water samples had been collected and the water was currently being retested.   Council member Sorensen reported that the final phase of the water line repair was going to begin within the next week. 


Council member Noel Bertelson reported that the fire department had responded to a power line down in Pigeon Hollow and small fire.  Council member Noel Bertelson reported that the storm had damaged a power pole on 100 West and 200 South and that a tree was cut out that was in the lines.  Council member Bertelson reported that the city had assisted in two fires in Mt. Pleasant on the fourth of July. 


Council member Scott Allred reported that the 24th of July celebrations had been planned and the committee was working with the city getting things prepared for the celebration.


Council member/Mayor Pro Temp Boyd Mickel reported that the Bike Race had gone good and there were only two incidents that were an issue.  Mayor Pro Temp Mickel reported that traffic problems were being addressed in the city Newsletter. Mayor Pro Temp Mickel reported that there were still issues concerning posting on power poles that caused damage to the power poles. Mayor Pro Temp Mickel reported that the wind storm that had come through the city had caused damage in 22 trees, and four sheds.


Council discussed the removal of tree limbs after the storm and that the city would try to prune trees out of the power lines when time permitted.
