Questar Gas Company
Today, the Questar Natural Gas Company lost the City of Monticello for service, and sent 30+ workers down from surrounding areas and Salt Lake City to identify and fix the situation. As a result of no gas, while city officials & administration were passing handbills out around town, San Juan County Health Inspector Rick Meyer told the City that restaurants and prepared food establishments cannot operate if they don’t have hot running water.
Councilman Frost said that is not true, as he has a federal meat inspector at his business who says as long as the right chemicals are used with the water to sanitize, it does not matter how hot or cold the water is.
Mayor Allen told situation recommended by Rick Bailey to recommend state of emergency due to the natural gas being disconnected. 
Mayor Allen told Rick Bailey what was going on, and Rick said the best thing to do would be to declare a state of emergency, so that the city would be immune from liability regarding this issue. 

The main reason to declare state of emergency is so restaurants can stay open, because of the emergency situation. 

Currently, gas will not be on until 10 or 11 pm tomorrow night. 

Questar will send a list to Manager Westfall of all of their customers in town, and Mayor Allen and city staff will go through the list to identify the first people to reconnect (hotels, restaurants, seniors and elderly, and people who are sick).

Motion made by Councilman Young to approve state of emergency declaration due to Questar’s natural gas outage; motion seconded by Councilman Frost and voted on. Motion passed unanimously with 4 Ayes.
