9. Consider Mill Site Park Name Change

ACM Crane said the proposed name change has been discussed and recommended by the VMTE Committee. The purpose is to encourage recreation and to bring more life to the name. Councilman Leavitt asked if hunting would still be allowed. Manager Westfall said that is something which can be discussed and decided in the future. The Council didn’t like the word refuge. Chief Adair said there is a gap with communication to let people know there are some great biking trails at the park. He said there should be signs to help inform visitors.

Manager Westfall said some of the enterprise funds need to be evaluated. There are some big issues with the sewer system. The trust has increased the City’s liability insurance bill by 7,000 mostly due to sewer backup issues.

Oliver crane discussed the overlay zone as referenced on a Map to depict the new flood zones as established by FEMA. Home owners are no longer required to have flood insurance due to new designations. Mayor Allen was concerned that adopting the overlay zone will cause problems in the future. The adoption was recommended by the Planning Commission. The map shows high risk areas to potential home buyers.
