Minutes

Patricia Smith-Mansfield called the meeting to order at 11:35 a.m. She asked the new board members to introduce themselves. Sam Passey and Clint Pumphrey were the new board members and they introduced themselves. The other board members also introduced themselves. 
The next item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes from the January meeting. Robert Kirby moved to approve the minutes, Jeff Anderson seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously. The board then discussed names of people to fill Robert Kirby’s spot once his term ends. Kirby suggested the names of Lt. Michael Ross or Lara Jones as good replacements. They are both involved in the new Salt Lake City Police Department museum that will open in July.   Jeff Anderson moved to find a replacement in the order listed: first have someone from the SLC Police Board, second John Sillito, and third Ross Peterson as a new board member. Sam Passey seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
Patricia Smith-Mansfield spoke about grant funding. She asked for a discussion on whether the board wanted to include digitization for the re-grants. The board discussed preservation and digitization. Jeff Anderson suggested digitization for preservation.  There was a discussion about funding digitization projects of restricted records and about the Archives working with smaller institutions to assist with digitization.  Jeff Anderson moved to fund digitization projects for USHRAB grants, Linda Smith seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.  Clint Pumphrey moved to add that the grant guidelines include born digital records, Jeff Anderson seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

Patricia Smith-Mansfield then talked about the strategic plan and that it was time to update the plan.  The board discussed the mission, values, and goals of the board and went through each section of the strategic plan.  Jeff Anderson moved to strike Vision III, Goal B, about the History Fair endowment. Robert Kirby seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  An updated strategic plan will be distributed for comment.
The board discussed how to package history so it is exciting and appealing to the public. It was suggested that the board use the regional repositories and the Utah Manuscripts Association to compile interesting stories that could run in the newspaper.  Robert Kirby would pitch the idea to the newspaper.
The board then gave reports on their institutions.  Patricia Smith-Mansfield passed out the CoSA “Importance of State Archives” brochure and reported that state archives are trying to coordinate efforts on a national level.  Linda Smith stated that she had done some research and found that the local LDS church used to build a big bullet catcher and hold shooting practice in the church.  Sam Passey reported that the regional history center moved to a new space. The new space included separate work spaces and a climate control room.  Vik Brown reported that Lyman Platt will be giving his collection to SUU.  Valeen Brown had recently talked with Maren Jeppsen about cemetery records and provided information to the Archives for the cemetery project.  Robert Kirby stated that this was his last meeting and that he would like to stay involved with the idea of a history article.  Jeff Anderson stated that Brad Westwood was the new director at State History and had left his position working for the LDS Church.  Clint Pumphrey explained that USU was spearheading a project on Hwy 89/Route 66.  They were working to identify materials and put them into a digital exhibit.
