3. Mayor’s Community Youth Recognition Awards

Presented by Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Chief Ron Kirby, and Heidi Peterson
Mayor Dunlavy welcomed all that had come to support these students and said that it is his honor to recognize these students.  He said that this award is very important to the Council and himself and it is one of the most important things that they do at City Council meeting.  He said that it is essential that the local government play an important role with the youth in the Community.  He also said that it is very important for youth to be recognized for the good things that they do.  The young people that they will honor tonight go above and beyond the “norm”. He noted that the Community that Cares program teaches important skills to young people.  He appreciates the involvement of the community in these awards.  He introduced Chief Ron Kirby, Chief of Police and Ms. Heidi Peterson the Communities that Care Director.

Ms. Peterson thanked everyone for coming and supporting these students.  She stated that the Communities that Cares department evaluates the risks that kids are up against and they put programs into place in the community to help them.  She mentioned that there are three programs that the Communities that Care program offers in the community which are; 1) Lions Quest in the Elementary Schools, 2) Life Skills Training in the Secondary Schools and 3) Guiding Good Choices which is a family program. 4. Open Forum for Public Comment

5. Motion on Carr Fork Plat 12 a Two Lot .99 acre Subdivision Located at 914 North 1480 East by Bret Nicholson

Mr. Bolser stated that this item is a request for a subdivision plat to make a lot line adjustment.  He showed on the overhead screen what the new lot will look like.  He said that the property owners have worked out an agreement between them to adjust the property line.  In the next agenda item the utility companies have signed the plat and are willing to vacate the easement, but first the plat must be changed.  The proposal is to change the lot line between the two lots.  The Planning Commission has held a public hearing and has forwarded a positive recommendation.

Councilman Wardle moved to approve the Carr Fork Plat 12 a Two Lot .99 acre Subdivision Located at 914 North 1480 East.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion. 6. Public Hearing and Motion on Ordinance 2013-20 An Ordinance of the Tooele City Council Vacating a Public Utility Easement on Lot 914 of Carr Fork Subdivision Plat 9 and Lot 1102 of Carr Fork Subdivision Plat 11 in Tooele City

Mr. Bolser said this is an ordinance to vacate the public utility easements on the plat that was approved in the previous agenda item.  The utility companies have signed the plat indicating that they are fine vacating the easements and the City has no utilities in the easement so it shouldn’t be a concern for the City either.  The Planning Commission indicated as a portion of their approval of the subdivision plat that these easements be vacated.  

Councilman Pruden noted that in the ordinance it says plat 11 and on the screen it says plat 12.

Mr. Bolser said that plat 12 is the new plat and plat 11 is as the plat exists today.  The easements are being vacated as they exist today.

Chairman McCall stated that this is a public hearing if anyone would like to come forward and address this issue.  No one came forward.

Chairman McCall closed the public hearing at 7:38 p.m.

7. Resolution 2013-33 A R3esolution of the Tooele City Council Declaring Surplus Certain Technology-Related Equipment, and Authorizing its Disposal

Ms. Pitt explained that the information systems division of the City receives technology related equipment that is unrepairable, outdated, or no longer meets the technology needs of the City. The City has a policy in place for the proper disposal of this equipment. They are asking the Council to declare these items surplus so they may be disposed of.  The items are listed in the attachment of the resolution.
