


The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held March 2, 2022, at 7:30 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office.  Those present were:  Mayor Lyle Goulding, Robert Lacey, Chelcie Cox, Rory Hatch, Marianne Leigh, Tony Nonno, Wally Gibson, Shaun Sharkey, Marty Hepworth, Joseph Sorensen, Jared Harlan, Tyler Shoaf, Sheena Ireland, Steve Palmer, Miranda Brooksby, Bret Goulding, Kristy Brinkerhoff, and Carol Lamb.
Mayor Goulding called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the previous meeting held March 2, 2022, were reviewed.  Rory Hatch motioned to accept the minutes.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Bills were presented for payment.  Rory Hatch motioned to pay the bills as presented.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
BUSINESS:  

1. STEVE PALMER – HINTON BURDICK CPA’S & ADVISORS – REVIEW AUDIT ENDING 6-30-21 – Steve Palmer was here to present the Town Audit ending June 30, 2021.  He said he was pleased to inform the Town that they issued a clean opinion that the financial statements present fairly the Town’s financial position in all material respects.  There were no material instances of non-compliance.  There were a couple of immaterial instances that weren’t that significant.  Steve said that once a quarter budget to actual information needs to be provided to the Board.  There were also a few instances where the minutes weren’t posted to the Utah Public Notice Website within 3 days.  He said that the Town had a very good year for the general fund.  In the water fund, revenues have been consistent, increasing steadily.  There is a net loss of $103,000.00 because of recognizing depreciation.  Overall, cash increased in the water fund.  

2. CONSIDER BID FROM AD AIR SERVICE TO INSTALL HEAT/AIR IN THE COURT ROOM/TOWN COUNCIL ROOM:  The bid is $5,000.00 total.  $4,000.00 for the equipment, and $1,000.00 for the electrical.  Chad Heaton didn’t submit a formal written bid.  Mayor Goulding wondered if the ARPA money could be used for this.  After discussion, Rory Hatch motioned to accept the bid from Ad Air Service for $5,000.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

3. APPOINT AN ORDERVILLE TOWN BOARD MEMBER TO THE ORDERVILLE TOWN PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION:  Mayor Goulding said that within our ordinance it says that the P&Z commission will include a non-voting Town Board member.  Rory Hatch motioned to appoint Robert Lacey to attend P&Z meetings and be compensated at the meeting rate for the meetings he attends.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  Ayes:  Mayor Goulding, Rory Hatch, Marianne Leigh, Chelcie Cox.  Abstain:  Robert Lacey.  Motion carries.

4. CONSIDER LOCAL CONSENT FOR OFF-PREMISE BEER SALES AT THE GAS STATION/CONVENIENCE STORE LOCATED AT 94 W. STATE STREET, ORDERVILLE:  Tony Nonno – Mr. Nonno is in the process of purchasing Sparky’s Gas & Go.  He needs to get consent from the Town Board to continue to sell packaged beer there.  Rory Hatch motioned to give local consent to Tony Nonno to sell off-premise beer at 94 W. State Street, Orderville, Utah.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

5. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL THE FOLLOWING BUSINESS LICENSES: FROSTY’S CLEANING COMPANY, AK VENDING, THE RIVER:  Robert Lacey motioned to accept the stated business licenses.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

6. PROPOSE THAT THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING SECRETARY POSITION BE ONE OF THE TOWN CLERKS OR THAT THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING SECRETARY PAY BE INCREASED:  After much discussion, Rory Hatch motioned to appoint Kristy Brinkerhoff as the secretary of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

7. PROPOSE THAT THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING CHAIRMAN BE PRESENT AT REGULAR ORDERVILLE TOWN MEETINGS AND THAT HE BE PAID FOR HIS ATTENDANCE:  The Board felt like this is redundant.  No action taken at this time.

8. DISCUSS ANY OTHER CURRENT TOWN ISSUES TO GO ON THE GENERAL PLAN SURVEY:  There were no other items to add to the survey.  We will move forward with getting the survey out to the public.

9. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL THE RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE TOWN PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION TO AMEND THE BUILDING HEIGHT IN RESIDENTIAL ZONES (AR, R1-A, R-1, R-2) FROM 25 FT TO 30 FT IN SECTION 8.4.4, SECTION 8.5.4, SECTION 8.6.4, AND SECTION 8.7.4 OF THE ORDERVILLE TOWN ZONING ORDINANCE:  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the recommendation of the Orderville Planning and Zoning Commission to increase the building height from 25 ft to 30 ft. in the stated zones.  Robert Lacey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries. 

10. APPROVE PAYMENT TO VHS SENIOR CLASS TO DISTRIBUTE AND COLLECT THE GENERAL PLAN SURVEY:  Mr. Lacey informed the Board that the senior class will not be available to distribute the survey.  He would like to amend this item to having the junior class do it.  Rory Hatch motioned to pay the VHS junior class $300.00 to distribute the survey.  Robert Lacey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Chelcie Cox said she could email Robert a map of the Town.

11. DISCUSS THE ORDERVILLE POOL AND POSSIBILITY OF RELOCATING AND BUILDING A NEW ONE:  Marianne Leigh said that when the pool was originally built she feels it wasn’t compacted properly.  We have dealt with some cracking issues in the past and have had them repaired.  This year there is a big crack in the 6 ft area.  The Town feels like when there was construction done on Hwy 89 a few years ago, the heavy equipment and vibration has contributed to additional cracks.  Robert Lacey said he talked with his cousin at AGEC.  They do soil testing/drills.  He thinks it would be about $5,000.00 to do some testing.  There was much discussion about repairing the pool vs. building a new one.  The town could sell the current pool property and put that money into another one.  Rory thinks we should get the survey results back and get the feel from the public about the pool.  Then we have something concrete to move on.  After more discussion, the Board was in favor of moving forward on making the  repairs to get the pool open this season.  Sheena Ireland will try and get some bids.

12. DISCUSS DEDICATION OF VETERAN’S MEMORIAL WALL FOR 3RD WEEK OF MAY OR MEMORIAL DAY:  Marianne Leigh discussed when we should have the dedication of the Veteran’s Wall.  Memorial Day is on May 30.  It was discussed to have a dinner on Saturday evening, May 28th in conjunction with the dedication.  We could serve something simple like hot dogs and hamburgers.  The Town would furnish the food as a thank you for all of the donations/support we have received over the last four years.  Rory said that he and Chelcie would do the dinner.

DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

Streets and Roads – Last month Chelcie talked about a grant for Healthy Utah, Orderville doesn’t qualify for any of it, so maybe we will try next year. Also, Chelcie has started a letter to the school board asking for the possibility for the school to front the money for the Safe Routes to School sidewalk project. It should be ready for the Board to see next meeting. 

Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries – Marianne covered her department in line items.

Buildings and Fire Department – Rory and Mayor Goulding are meeting with Kurt Loveless, the new CEO of the hospital. Mr. Loveless is interested in starting another clinic in Orderville and wants to come and see what building space we have available. Mayor Goulding would rather see the money go towards EMS than a clinic. But that will all be discussed at their meeting.

Water Department – No business

Administration – The mayor had a few housekeeping items. He had talked to Lance Peterson’s class about designing an Orderville Logo, they have shown Mayor Goulding a few and there is great potential. After some tweaking, Mayor Goulding will bring them to the Board. He also inquired if we had heard anything from Chad Booth about the new grant.  We have not heard back as of yet.  
Carol needs a signature to send the audit to the state.
