             Agreement #2013-583 with TJ Bingham Construction to refinish the floors in Charlie block (1991 section) of the Davis County Jail. It is in the payable amount of $37,706.00.  It is anticipated to be completed within 2.5 weeks.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye. 	             Agreement #2013-584 with Norchem for urinalysis testing (validation testing if contested by RSAT program participants).  It is anticipated to be a revenue neutral payable (the court orders the participant to pay for the test). It has an indefinite contract period.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	Agreement #2013-585 SSBG to  Pioneer Adult Rehabilitation Center (PARC
	             Greg Johnson, Davis County Planning Department, presented agreement #2013-585 with Pioneer Adult Rehabilitation Center (PARC) for Social Service Block Grant funding for expenses of their Community Employment Program which provides counseling and coaching to adults with disabilities to find and maintain employment.  It is in the payable amount of $10,000 for the contract period of July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Agreement #2013-586 Midwest Office for carpet maintenance
	              Chris Sanford, Davis County Library Director, presented agreement #2013-586 with Midwest Office for carpet maintenance at Headquarters, South, North and Central library branches.  It is the payable amount of $19,178.64 for the contract period of January 1, 2014 through December 31, 2014.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Amendment #2013-173A Software Technology Group for programming consulting
	               Mark Langston, Davis County Information Services Director, presented amendment #2013-173A with Software Technology Group (STG) to extend the time period (open ended) of their software consulting services for programming.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor. 

	 Resolution #2013-587 to approve 2013 Blanket Manual Journal Entries (MJE)
	              Steve Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, presented resolution #2013-587 to approve action for the 2013 year-end accounting process according to Utah Code Annotated 17-36-23.  For audit purposes, this is a request for approval of blanket manual journal entries (MJE) to make technical adjustments within each fund moving expenditures from one category to another. Commissioner Petroff asked if it was over all department budgets. Steve confirmed it was all funds and all departments.  Commissioner Petroff used the example of having funds available in the travel fund but expending some of those available funds to purchase a piece of equipment instead.  So, a MJE would be done to put the equipment purchase into the appropriate category. To which Steve confirmed.  Steve indicated if expenditures are not in the right category, specifically the general fund, there would be an audit write-up on the report. Steve explained the Commission has seen fit to allow the various department heads and elected officials to set the priorities within their budget as long as they stay within their approved budget. Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	              Dale Peterson, Davis County Tax Administration Director, presented the Property Tax Register which reflected: 9 corrections, 1 property tax valuation appeal for approval and 2 for denial.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve. Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	              Commissioner Millburn made a motion to reconvene Commission Meeting.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	              Check registers as prepared by the Davis County Clerk/Auditor’s Office were approved with a motion from Commissioner Millburn.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye. Documents are on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.
