November 26, 2013

	The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, Farmington, Utah on November 26, 2013.  Members present were Commissioner John Petroff, Jr., Commissioner Louenda H. Downs, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Clerk/Auditor Steve S. Rawlings, Chief Deputy Civil County Attorney Bill McGuire and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Shauna Brady. 

	
		Kim Michaud, Davis Community Housing Authority, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	
		Kim Michaud, Davis Community Housing Authority, and Mary Ann Nelson, Director of Homeless Coordination at the Davis School District, presented a Point-in-Time Count and Call for Volunteers by the Local Homeless Coordinating Council.  This year the state asked each county to conduct the Point-in-Time Count from January 30 – February 1, 2014.  A 2-hour training class will be held for 50 volunteers on January 29 at the Davis Community Housing Authority offices.  Cities and police agencies will work together to grid and map areas homeless people frequent in order to disburse the volunteers.  Each individual will be asked to complete a survey and receive a small compensation when completed.  The volunteers will take individual pictures so they can be identified by others and located if housing becomes available.  The purpose is to find those individuals who are chronically homeless, defined as being on the streets for more than one year, have one or more mental illnesses, have alcohol or drug addictions, or a disabling condition, and find housing for them.  The national campaign is called 100,000 Homes for 100,000 Homeless Families.  Commissioner Petroff asked for an event follow up.
