Dear Chairman DeBry,

We citizens of Salt Lake County have served our communities without expectation of neither financial nor political gains.  Our form of government has given us the opportunity to serve our citizens with pure and selfless hearts.  The structure which was created by wise people in the 1970’s and early 1980’s by bylaws, incorporation documents and ordinance was an idea born out of genius.  Thousands of volunteers since then have brought ideas and changes in our communities directly to the people.  Let the people decide has been this county’s mantra.  They did, they wanted Townships.  Townships preserved the community council structure which enabled us to preserve our community council form of government and gave us direct access to our elected leadership.  This gave us the ability to save millions of dollars for our citizens.  We worked as a collective of citizenry to preserve the integrity and financial needs of our communities.  For seventeen years we made promises to the legislature that this form of government was needed to preserve our boundaries and the heritage of our volunteer form of government.  It is the purest form of government that mirrors our founding fathers vision for our country.  In the majority of cases there have been elections to form these townships.  There were times the opposition imposed onerous rules to the process which made it impossible to fulfill the township status.  We went into this battle with our eyes wide open. We come before you today with all due respect; to say that to change the form of government to this plan breaks the commitment we made to our citizens throughout our history.  We cannot now go to our citizens and say oops we need your support for yet another plan.  This would obliterate all the trust they placed in our hands to represent them since we began to go down this path of protecting and supporting Salt Lake County, and our communities.  We have been asked, “Why do you keep supporting the county?”  The reason was we could trust our elected officials to honor and respect our communities.

They are the most financially responsible, caring elected officials we know.  Their commitment against adversity has been our only ally when others wanted to send us packing.  The legislature supported us and the county by recognizing our communities as a viable and responsible form of government.  We wish to remain with the county as our leaders.  We cannot support this new untested form of government.  We are the citizens of Salt Lake County. This support would honor all commitments we have all made to the legislative bodies of this state.  We may need a small fix not a full blown revamp.  Please help us remain true to the citizens of our communities. 	Mr. Michael Horrocks, President, Wasatch Rowing Foundation, spoke under “Citizen Public Input” regarding the sport of rowing and read the following letter:

Councilors and Mayor:

I'd like to bring to your attention the sport of rowing. I am sure you know of it, The USA Women’s Rowing Team has brought home a number of Olympic medals in the sport. In fact in the late 1800's it was the largest spectator sport in the region.

The Wasatch Rowing Foundation is currently engaged in fund raising to build a community boathouse and training facility on the Jordan River for Rowing and other river based sports. Hopefully at some stage with the help of the county either through the parks and rec or via ZAP funding.

Why a boathouse?
Because a boathouse is the heart of a rowing community. It will be a place you can invite people to try rowing and not be embarrassed about it. It will be a focus for the current rowing clubs who will be able to row on good water year round and expand their current offerings to more people.

Why support Rowing?
Because rowing is a great sport for people of all ages 14 and up. Masters rowers compete in age categories AA-J or 21-80+. It is a low impact sport that can be as easy or hard aerobically as anyone could wish. It improves fitness and flexibility, confidence and character. It teaches respect for your opponent as it does not require you to run rough shod over them.
One young student said of rowing "it's the hardest most painfully beautiful thing I have ever been a part of". This of course is the ability of rowing to enable you to push yourself beyond what you thought were your limits and still enjoy the effort.

The pictures in the enclosed leaflet show some great rowing yet they hide some of our difficulties. One of the pictures shows a number of boats yet they are stored outside in all weather. There are no restrooms and no proper storage area for equipment and no real security. We are fortunate to have it at all thanks to the generosity of Nickerson Company who allows Utah crew and Waterford crew to store their boats on Nickerson's property. Here our biggest problem is lack of water in the spring. Great Salt Lake Rowing and Huntsman Cancer Rowing store their boats at the Great Salt Lake where again the boats are stored outside but at least there are restrooms a few minutes' walk from the boat storage area. Yet here the gentlest of breezes can make rowing difficult because of waves and anything stronger makes it dangerous. Many times we take the 30-40 minute drive only to come home again without getting on the water.

Our Solution!
There is a stretch on the Jordan River that could provide a 2,000m rowing course. There is water year round, wind has little effect. There is some property we believe with money in hand we could purchase and build a boathouse on. It will be convenient. It is close to downtown Salt Lake City, within walking distance of a Trax stop. With the community and local government currently interested in making the Jordan River a communal focal point for recreation and natural habitat we hope to get your support.  A boathouse on the Jordan River would be a focal point for anyone in the whole valley to come and try rowing and other water sports that they cannot do elsewhere. We want to open it up to more schools and we also have a plan, that eventually will encourage rowing at the University of Utah and other local colleges.  However this will not work if the county flood control don't maintain this stretch in a rowable condition.

The Cost?
We have been given a "ball park" figure of $4.3 million for the boathouse and we have to buy the land which may be $2-300,000 but land values are changing and we know of recent boathouses that have been built larger and for less. With no money in hand people are reluctant to give us a quote when it may take us months or years to raise the funds required.

Exercise as I am sure you know is great for mind and body and rowing is a great exercise. We want to bring rowing to as many people as possible. Last winter my wife and I took her parents who were visiting out for their first row on a beautiful day at the Great Salt Lake, they thoroughly enjoyed it, they are both 70+.

I sincerely hope we have piqued your interest. A further discussion about this project at some stage would be awesome.

I would also like to invite any members of the Council or the Mayor who wishes to contact me if they would like to have a go at rowing.
