	Mayor Kent Parry introduced councilman, Woods Cross Mayor Elect 2014, Rick Earnshaw.  (Two other incoming Mayors were also introduced—see other items at the end of this document.)  Mayor Parry updated COG on Wood Cross development.  A large apartment complex is being built along 5th West as part of an RDA; it is near being completely pre-leased and will open in January.  Last week Woods Cross had a ribbon cutting on new park on west side along Legacy Parkway and Mountain View Subdivision.   This park was built with RAMP tax funding.  The city will commence work on a 4.5 million dollar water treatment facility the end of December, first of January.  The facility is scheduled to be complete and running by late summer of 2014.


	Information Item:  Homeless Registry Week

	Mary Ann Nielsen, homeless liaison for Davis School District, informed COG of an important registry effort that will be conducted in the Davis County. There are currently 1095 known homeless students in the Davis School District.  These are living in doubled-up, or tripled-up living situations, living in cars, parks, campgrounds, shelters, and storage units.  Unlike Salt Lake County, Davis County does not see homeless gathered around clinics and parks, but is still prevalent and a concern.  The nation and the state are focusing on chronically homeless individuals; these are often adult males.   The reason for focusing on this population is that these individuals are taking up the majority of social services resources.  The thought is that if we can get these chronic users into housing, then the available resources can be utilized for  families and children. Davis County will be joining with the state and Salt Lake County to go into areas that have been identified as gathering places for homeless in order to try to count, register, and photograph these individuals January 29- February 1.  A survey will be issued and a small compensation given (such as a McDonalds meal voucher) to encourage participation. The purpose is multifaceted.  The goal is to identify and track these individuals moving between counties, try to understand their struggles and barriers to moving out of the homeless situation, and combine efforts to help these individuals move out of the chronic homeless state and into  housing, employment, and eventually become contributors to social services rather than just takers.

· Ellis Burch, Davis County Emergency Services Coordinator asked the Mayors to encourage their Emergency Management representatives to become involved in meetings and opportunities sponsored by the Davis County Emergency Services Department.   Each city needs at least one designated coordinator.  Ellis noted that after the wind storm in 2011 participation peeked, but has been dwindling since that time.  It is critical that each community be involved in order to be as prepared as possible for any emergency situation that may arise.  When an emergency hits, it is too late to prepare.  Ellis passed along a sign-up for each city’s participation and an electronic request was sent out to all of COG the following day. · Emily Thomas, South Weber City, came as a representative of the Davis County Citizen Corps (DCCC).  DCCC Vision:  The Davis County Citizen Corps Council provides advice and leadership to the Citizen Corps initiative by helping to create and expand opportunities for local community members to engage in volunteer service(s) that support emergency preparedness and emergency response and enhances local community disaster readiness capacity.  DCCC Mission: This mission of the Davis County Citizen Corps is to harness the power of every individual through education, training, and volunteer service to make communities safer, stronger, and better prepared to respond to the threats of terrorism, crime, public health issues, and disasters of all kinds.  Ten of the fifteen cities are currently involved.  All cities were invited to participate.  DCCC meets every other month on a Saturday at the Davis County Sherriff’s office. 	West Davis Corridor Discussion

	Mayor Craythorne reported that Farmington City issued a 44 page detailed comment on the draft EIS Study on the West Davis Corridor.  He expressed concern that after COG issued a Resolution of Support for the Study Process, this lengthy comment and critique of the EIS may hurt Davis County, particularly cities and region north of Farmington.   Mayors Arave and Craythorne expressed the importance for that the cities of Davis County remain united in support of the process and work through the issues related to transportation as each city is interconnected and reliant upon other cities.  Mayor Harbertson stated that Farmington is not trying to undermine the EIS in anyway.  The concerns expressed in their comment were not as a result of their disagreement with the proposed alignment, but concern over flaws that they have found as they carefully analyzed the EIS process, noting possible problems:   Farmington would need to provide emergency services to the West Davis Corridor as it passes through, but they would have no easy way to access the corridor and provide those services.  The city is not saying it is that it is opposed to the West Davis Corridor or that it doesn’t think the corridor is needed; just that they have serious concerns with the study and lack of access.   The numbers used for the study are four years old and pre-Station Park, as such they do not reflect the huge changes in population and transportation trends that have occurred.  The city encouraged and provided new moderate numbers which Mayor Harbertson felt had not been taken into consideration.  He also expressed that the 4-F designation was not answered, the issue of access to Farmington was not answered, and the Shepherd Lane interchange was not addressed.  Mayor Bangerter encouraged all to stay unified and figure out how COG as individuals, and as a body, can work through the obstacles for the common good, and support each other in pursuit of a shared solution.  Mayor Arave expressed confidence in the EIS process and the importance of trusting that process and that combined efforts for the greater good of all.  Mayor Hiatt questioned Farmington City’s change of position, noting that Farmington was in support of the process in June but that their recent comment seems out of context with that prior support.  Mayor Harbertson answered that the process of a study was indeed fair and needed, but that the current study does not go far enough.  Mayor Harbertson conceded that he might have changed some of the verbiage of the comment Farmington submitted, but that the jest of their comment is accurate and needs consideration.  Commissioner Millburn added that while the processes is good, that the Commissioners also feel that there are some access concerns that need to be looked at, while at the same time the communities need to stay united in working through matters for a common solution that can benefit all.  

The major concern expressed by majority was that COG and cities should be cautious with the message they send.  A message of “do it our way or do not build” is not what Davis County wants to communicate.  Mayor Harbertson reassured COG that Farmington is not saying they do not want the corridor; adding that if a new resolution to support was presented tonight, he would still support the resolution.  He would just like to see some of the questions and flaws addressed.

	· Mayor Elect for Centerville City, Paul Cutler, and Mayor Elect for Fruit Heights City, Don Carroll were introduced.

· Tamara Lowe, President of the Davis School Board, mentioned that the DSD will be putting out for $90-100 million dollar bond; likely in 2015.  This bond would  fund a much needed new high school and some capital improvement projects on existing schools.  She encouraged dialogue or concerns be directed to the School Board. 

· A schedule for next year’s COG meetings was distributed in order for the city’s to sign up to host.  

· Erik mentioned that many new positions will become available on the COG subcommittees in January.  He asked for any requests for change among continuing members, or recommendations for new members, be directed to him via the Davis County Economic Development Office.
