	Application #28591 – Christopher Clifford to reclassify property located at 8973 West Newhouse Drive (3340 South) from R-1-8 to R-1-6 zone.

	The applicant would like to rezone his property from R-1-8 to R-1-6.  The property is challenging to develop because there is no storm drain available in the area.  This would require the developer to retain/detain the storm water on site, and he may potentially lose developable acreage by doing so.  The change in zone would provide more flexibility for the developer to design around the retention/detention ponds.  The Magna Township Commission recommended approval of this rezone with the condition that the density be limited to no more than 35 lots.  The Magna Town Community Council and the Magna Area Community Council both gave favorable recommendations.  Staff recommends approval of this request because the proposed rezone is “minor” and in accordance with the Magna Township General Plan; the rezone may provide for a more cohesive overall development with the vacant ground to the north; and, the rezone would aid the developer in designing the development around the challenges of there not being storm drain available.
