Sheila Page asked the commissioners to strike #6 Agave Mexican Cuisine, #13 Club XS, and #15 Gepetto’s; and to approve the settlement agreements for #2 Normandie Café & Bakery and #5 Talons Cove Golf Club with the understanding that all fines and/or fees must be paid by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, December 2, 2013.  She asked that the remainder of the consent calendar be approved.  

Mr. Nielsen moved to recommend that the full commission approve the items on the consent calendar, after striking #6 Agave Mexican Cuisine, #13 Club XS, and # 15 Gepetto’s; and with the understanding that the settlement agreements for #2 Normandie Café & Bakery and #5 Talons Cove Golf Club are approved with the contingency that all fines and fees must be paid by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, December 2, 2013.  If #2 Normandie Café & Bakery has not paid by December 2, 2013 staff is directed to collect from the bond.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

EXPUNGEMENT UPDATE: 

As the licensee is not in attendance, Sheila Page asked that this item be discussed during the full commission meeting today.

Mr. Nielsen moved to hear the expungement update for Pinky’s during the full commission meeting today.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


HEARINGS ON SUSPENSION OF LICENSES DUE TO FAILURE TO PAY ON RETURNED CHECKS: 

a.	Trolley Wing Neighborhood Bar & Grill (RE).

Ms. McDermott explained that the license is suspended and gave an overview of the failure to pay on the returned check and the attempts by staff to collect.  She also summarized the policy, statute and rules that allow the commission to suspend or revoke the license.

Ms. Page expressed concern that the licensee passed all deadlines he represented he would pay and the amount owed is still outstanding.  

Mr. Nielsen moved to recommend that the full commission ask staff to hand deliver notice to the Trolley Wing Neighborhood Bar & Grill that they have until the end of the day to pay or the license will be suspended; and that the licensee must appear before the commission on December 17, 2013 relative to revocation of the license.  Ms. McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

The licensee for Trolley Wing Neighborhood Bar & Grill appeared with a cashiers check at the end of the subcommittee meeting.  Mr. Nielsen asked him to come forward.  Beau Riddle came forward and explained the delay in paying the amount owed.

Mr. Nielsen moved to vacate the previous recommendation to the full commission and lift the license suspension for Trolley Wing Neighborhood Bar & Grill.  Ms.  McConkie seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
