)MINUTES

 OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE
TOOELE COUNTY BOARD OF THE WEST ERDA IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT BOARD
HELD SEPTEMBER 17, 2013 


	Chairman Clegg called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.
	
		
1.	ROLL CALL.  The secretary called the roll which showed Commissioners Bruce Clegg, Chairperson, and Shawn Milne present.  Also present were Jerry Houghton, Tooele County Recorder and Manager of the West Erda Improvement District.  Commissioner Jerry Hurst was excused.

2.	MINUTES.  Commissioner Clegg made a motion to approve the August 6, 2013 minutes.  Commissioner Shawn Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.  

3.	REPORT ON DISRUPTION OF WATER SERVICE ON SEPTEMBER 1, 2013.  The Tooele County dispatch was notified of the disruption of water service at 6:30 p.m.  Water was restored at about 11 p.m. Samples were taken by the Tooele County Health Department which showed no sign of being contaminated. There was a leak in an abandoned 4 inch pipe irrigation line that was used to siphon the over flow from the well house.   The Board thanked Jerry Houghton for taking care of the broken pipe and repair of the line.

4.	RATIFICATION OF THE WELL HOUSE AND LINE REPAIRS A bid to replace the well house and repair line for $13,692.00 was received.   The bid does not include the casing.  Commissioner Milne made a motion to replace the pump house and repair the line.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the motion.  All concurred.

5.	REPORT OF NON-ORDINARY EXPENDITURES The district reported a non-ordinary expenditure of $700 for the repair of the water service disruption on September 1, 2013.  

6.	REPORT ON DISCUSSION WITH STATE OF UTAH DIVISION OF DRINKING WATER AND RURAL WATER	The WEID Board met with the State of Utah Division of Water and Rural Water.  They were told the State would be limited in the help they could give if the WEID stays with their old plan.  With the State’s help they are looking at some other options.  WEID needs to come up with a short range plan and a long range plan which would include two new wells and finding a funding source.  We should know something by the end of the week.   


7.	DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED CROSS CONNECTION CONTROL ORDINANCE.  The county has a policy for cross connection control, but they do not have an ordinance to regulate.  The ordinance and resolution are part of the whole package required by the State.  	

8.	DISCUSSION OF MONTHLY FEE INCREASE In 2006 the monthly fee was $30.00.  The revenue of roughly $1,100.00 a month was going into an account to cover the future plan for the system and repairs.  In June 2007 the rates were increased to $45.00 a month, in September 2010 they were increased to $65.00, which is what they are right now. With only one pump running instead of the two.  Currently there is only one pump running, so we have been putting $500.00 – $600.00 a month in that account.  With both pumps running the amount will be cut in half.  The State suggested that we need to raise our fees to cover our costs.  A gentlemen (Jerry to you know his name) from Rural Water suggested that WEID hold off raising fee’s.  He is doing an income study.  Once it is completed the county should be able to apply for grant money that will help.  It was agreed that the board needs to start looking at raising the rates.  A vote from the board is all that is needed to raise them.   The RFP and the Income Study should come back about the same time.     

9.	PUBLIC CONCERNS Commissioner Milne requested that the minutes be printed on 3 ½ by 11 paper, rather than on legal size.  The larger size makes it difficult to coy and store the minutes.        

10.	ADJOURN   Commissioner Clegg made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:23 p.m.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
