The training would be specific to Davis County, i.e. earthquakes, refinery issues, etc. The cost would be for each participant’s meal ticket ($90 each).  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve. The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Proclamation #2013-612 January 7, 2014 as “Weber State University Day”
	                Commissioner Petroff presented Proclamation #2013-612 declaring January 7, 2014 as “Weber State University Day” in Davis County. Weber State will officially be 125 years old.  Commissioner Petroff said when his family first moved to Utah it was call Weber State College. Before that it was called Weber Stake Academy. They are called the “Wildcats” because someone watched them play and said they played like a bunch of scrappy wildcats. So they took Wildcats as their mascot. In the 1940’s they offered aeronautics training that helped with World War II.  Weber State officially became a college in 1974, offering classes at Hill Air Force Base.  They were recognized as a University in 1991. 

                Commissioner Petroff read from the Proclamation:  “In 2001, the Utah Legislature approved funding for the design and construction of the Weber State University Davis.  Weber State University broke ground on the new campus in 2002, and it opened in 2003.  Meeting the demands of an increasing student body, Weber State University and Davis County celebrated the opening of a second building, D-3, in the fall of 2013.”  Commission Petroff noted it is planned to have 10 buildings on the WSU Davis Campus and will serve over 15,000 students in Davis County. It is a University that provides a great education for all types of people. Whether they are typical students coming out of high school or alternative students or whoever it might be.  He continued reading:  “Now, therefore be it resolved that the Davis County Commission, Weber State University President Charles Wight and Board of Trustees Chair Alan Hall proudly declare January 7, 2014 as: “Weber State University Day” in Davis County and encourage all residents and Wildcats everywhere to join in this celebration and wear purple on that day.  We express our sincere appreciation for the tens of thousands of university leaders, faculty, staff and students who have contributed to the many successes of Weber State.  We look forward to its continued accomplishments for many years to come.  Go Wildcats!”   

                 Commissioner Downs, as a Wildcat Alumni, made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn, also a Wildcat Alumni, seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

                  Commissioner Petroff described Weber State University Davis as a great amenity.  It is very valuable to the airmen at Hill Air Force Base (HAFB). Having had interaction with the military he felt today’s young men and women serving in the Air Force are very sharp.  Most of them are engaged in getting their undergraduate & advanced degrees.  It is a benefit to them having the WSU Davis campus right outside HAFB’s gate. Having the WSU Davis campus in proximity to HAFB adds to our ability to prove, to the powers that be, that we support our military and have gone so far as to put a university right there.                

	Appointment of Sue Stevenson to Davis Community Housing Authority Board of Commissioenrs
	                Commissioner Petroff presented a request from the Davis Community Housing Authority recommending the appointment of Sue Stevenson to their Davis Community Housing Authority Board of Commissioners to fill the vacated position left by James Dixon.  The term of office will run from January 1, 2014 until September 30, 2017.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	Resolution #2013-613 approving reappointments of P Bret Millburn and Dennis Yarrington to the South Davis Recreation District Administrative Control Board
	               Commissioner Petroff presented resolution #2013-613 approving the reappointments of Commissioner P. Bret Millburn and Dennis Yarrington to the South Davis Recreation District Administrative Control Board.  They were previously approved for reappointment in the meeting of December 10, 2013, but not by resolution, which is a requirement by the South Davis Recreation District.  Their term will be for 

4 years beginning January 1, 2014 and ending December 31, 2017.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.
