	The Council reviewed the following interlocal agreement which has been placed on the Council agenda for review:

Interlocal Agreement

	Wasatch Front Waste and Recycling District regarding administrative and landfill services.  

		Ms. Valerie Wilde, Deputy District Attorney, stated there have been a couple of minor changes to the wording of the agreement since it was submitted to the Council. She pointed out the agreement is only for sixty days to allow additional time for discussion before a longer term agreement is reached.  

		Council Member Snelgrove asked if sixty days is enough time.

		Ms. Coralee Moser, Chair, Wasatch Front Waste & Recycling District Board, stated the board will meet twice in the sixty day period; ninety days would be more appropriate.

		Council Member Bradley, seconded by Council Member Wilde, moved to acknowledge the agreement and amend the sixty day period to ninety days, and forward it to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration. The motion passed unanimously. Council Member Jensen was absent for the vote.

Local Family Food Production Ordinance   (10:48:05 AM)

	Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, stated a public hearing will be held on January 7, 2014, to take public comment on proposed changes to the current ordinance permitting the keeping of animals and fowl for family food production.  This issue has been controversial.  The proposed changes limit the amount of animals that may be kept to those listed in the ordinance.  The current ordinance allows for more animals based on more land.  The proposal also changes the keeping of such animals to a conditional use.

This proposal is an intermediate step; more comprehensive changes to the ordinance are planned.  The intermediate proposal was created in reaction to some requests from citizens.  It is designed to keep things under control in a family food production environment.  Three planning commissions recommended the changes; three did not.  The biggest concern was the conditional use and the possible expense.

	Mr. Curtis Woodward, Planning & Development Services Division, stated the Millcreek Planning Commission was concerned about what conditions to put on a property, and the potential for them to be arbitrary with conditions when standards were not included in the ordinance.  The idea is for local planning commissions to enforce some of the vague provisions in the code.  For instance, the health code prohibits the stockpiling of manure.  A conditional use could require the removal of manure once per week.  However, some planning commissions preferred a set of standards be included in the ordinance.

	Council Member Horiuchi stated he had suggested the family food producing properties be licensed like dog kennels are.  

	Mr. Rolen Yoshinaga, Director, Planning & Development Services Division, stated that idea will be among the range of options considered down the road; perhaps could be called a Small Farm Ordinance.

	Mr. Rose stated the Council needs to decide if it is comfortable with this intermediate approach or if it would like to move straight to the more comprehensive changes.

	Council Member Bradley stated in this type of a request, each piece of property is unique.  Planning commissions should have the flexibility to tailor the conditional uses to the individual properties.

	Mr. Woodward stated there is the ability to look at each property based on the merits.  His concern as a planner is that planners do not have expertise in animal care.  There is a risk that planners have to come up with solutions to problems they are not familiar with.  However, they could ask for help from the Animal Services Division or the Salt Lake County Health Department.

	Council Member Bradley stated if the County grants approval for people to have animals for food production, it is already in the business of dealing with animals.

	Council Member Burdick stated he preferred the conditional use approach because it gives neighbors the opportunity to understand what is happening on a property and to mitigate anything they do not like.

	Council Member Bradley stated it was not likely the County would be flooded with these kind of zoning requests.

	Mr. Woodward stated the biggest impact of such an ordinance would be in the Granite Township area.

	Council Member Horiuchi stated such requests could also be handled like a building permit, with approval from fire and health departments.

	Mr. Yoshinaga stated all properties have to comply with existing ordinances.

	Council Member Bradshaw asked what the timeframe was for completing a more comprehensive ordinance on this matter.

	Mr. Yoshinaga stated he would like to get a sense of what the Council would like and then work on the comprehensive plan next year.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated he was comfortable with the intermediate changes.  He would need to understand more of the details and possible options before giving direction on moving forward.

	Council Member Horiuchi, seconded by Council Member Burdick, moved to approve the ordinance changes as recommended by the Planning & Development Services Division.  A more comprehensive ordinance will be brought back to the Council.

	Mr. Rose stated there should be a caveat in the motion indicating that final approval of these recommendations will be done after the January 7, 2014, public hearing.

	Council Member Horiuchi, seconded by Council Member Burdick, moved to approve the ordinance changes as recommended by the Planning & Development Services Division.  A more comprehensive ordinance will be brought back to the Council.  Final approval of the changes will be made after a public hearing and debate on January 7, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously.

Logo Use by Independent Officials (11:16:47 AM)

	Council Member DeBry stated the Council requested this meeting with all the independent elected officials to discuss the possibility of co-branding on all correspondence relating to the County.  The Council would like to have some uniformity within Salt Lake County, but would like to know how the independent elected officials feel about this and how it would affect them and their duties within their individual offices.
  
	Mr. Sim Gill, District Attorney, stated he would be happy to do whatever the Council would like.  The letterhead for his office has the District Attorney’s logo centered on top of the page with the County’s logo at the bottom.  His office also uses another letterhead relating to the Children’s Justice Center.  This letterhead has Salt Lake County’s logo and the Children’s Justice Center’s logo on top of the page below the District Attorney’s logo.  He wants to make sure the District Attorney’s functions are recognized in terms of any communication.  
 
	Mr. Reid Demman, Surveyor, stated he was not opposed to co-branding.  It is a good idea. The letterhead he is currently using only has the Surveyor’s logo.  He asked employees within his office how they would feel if they gave up the Surveyor’s logo in favor of the County’s logo.  All employees were against this idea; there is a sense of pride in being part of the Surveyor’s Office.   However, most employees were okay with the idea of co-branding.  Another issue the Council might want to consider is vehicle identification.  Salt Lake County vehicles are identified with the County logo, but have no designation as to what department.  It would be helpful to identify the department. 
   
	Mr. Gill stated the vehicles from his office are used by investigators and he would not want them identified.

	Council Member Debry stated that might be a conversation for a different day.

	Council Member Snelgrove asked if the County should register its logo as a trademark. 
	Mr. Ralph Chamness, Deputy District Attorney, stated there was a recent decision from the United States Patent and Trademark Office that indicated government entities could not trademark a logo. 

	Mr. Gregory Hawkins, Auditor, stated his office is 100 percent behind whatever the Council would like.  However, his office does have an official seal, which is different than a logo, and that is used on official documents.  It would be expensive to switch that over.
  
	Council Member Wilde asked why the Auditor’s Office could not use a stamp instead of the seal. 

	Mr. Hawkins stated his office does stamp a lot of items, but it is also necessary to have the embossing on some documents.  A lot of the entities like the formality of the embossing.

	Council Member Burdick stated several years ago, Sandy City contracted with a communications firm to help it come up with a uniform look throughout all departments within the City.  He asked if that was something the Council might want to consider.  

	Council Member DeBry stated he did not want to negate any of the elected offices; each one needs to be able to identify who they are and what they do. 
 
	Ms. Sherrie Swensen, Clerk, stated she has always used co-branding on her letterhead.  The Clerk’s Office letterhead has her name centered on the top with the Salt Lake County logo and Clerk’s logo on either size. She also uses a statutorily embossing seal, which is used to seal bonds and other documents for the County. All election mail has a federal designated logo identifying to the post office that it is election mail and qualifies for a discount rate. The Clerk’s Office envelopes have no logo and her business card only has the Clerk’s logo as well as a QR barcode that people use to access the on-line voter registration using smart phones. 
 
	Council Member DeBry stated the County logo would probably need to be included on the business card, so the Clerk’s logo and barcode would probably need to be downsized. 

	Council Member Burdick stated one needs to be careful about putting too much on a card.  If it is too small, then people do not notice it.  In some situations, part of the County’s logo could be used.  The Clerk’s Office could just put Salt Lake County under its logo. 
 
	Ms. Swensen stated the QR barcode encourages people to use the on-line voter registration, and gives information on polling sites and registration status.  Using the barcode saves the County money. She would rather replace the Clerk’s logo with the County’s logo than try to squeeze another logo on the card.  

	Council Member DeBry stated he did not want to remove the Clerk’s logo.  He asked if the barcode could be smaller.  

	Ms. Swensen stated the barcode needed to be the size it is, so the smart phones can read it. 

	Mr. Wayne Cushing, Treasurer, stated the Treasurer’s Office already uses the County’s logo on its letterhead.  His office had a representative on the Communications Committee and changed its letterhead when the County’s logo was standardized. 

	Mr. Kevin Jacobs, Assessor, stated the Assessor’s Office uses the County’s logo on business cards and correspondence as well. 

	Mr. Rocky Hanson, Representative, Gary Ott, Recorder, stated Mr. Ott would like to maintain his logo, but did not think he would be opposed to co-branding. 

	Council Member Bradley stated it is extremely important that all County buildings be identified as County facilities.  There is nothing wrong with all correspondence showing the County logo as well as each individual elected official’s logo, but did not know if the Council cared enough to say that all correspondence needed to be uniform. 
  
	Sheriff James Winder stated he is supportive of co-branding.  His letterhead currently has the County’s logo on the bottom right-hand corner.  

	Council Member Wilde stated he thought uniformity was good.  He likes the Clerk’s letterhead – both logos are the same size and have the similar placement, and would like all offices to follow this format.  

	Ms. Alyson Heyrend, Communications Director, Mayor’s Office, stated the Communications Committee created graphic files that standardize the color, size, and digital makeup of the logo.  It is available to all department/divisions on the County’s intranet site at no cost. 

	Council Member DeBry stated it is the consensus of all independent elected officials to have co-branding on all emails, business cards, and letterheads.  Each office can keep its own logo, but it needs to have the County logo as well.
  
	Council Member Bradley stated it would be helpful to have a standardized format. 

	Sheriff Winder stated if the Council adopts a uniform standard, there will be some expense associated with it. 

	Council Member Bradshaw stated it did not have to be changed overnight. The independents could use up what they have and switch over when ordering new supplies.  

	Mr. Gill stated he would not be able to add a third logo to the Children’s Justice Center letterhead. 
   
	Council Member Bradley asked if the Children’s Justice Center logo needed to be on the letterhead. 
 
	Mr. Gill stated the Children’s Justice Center is an integral quasi-independent part of his office.  The logo is an important part of its branding and identity. He would need to tweak the letterhead in order to add the County’s logo. 

	Council Member Snelgrove stated the real opportunity for branding is on the County’s physical assets such as buildings, vehicles, and parks.  He asked if the County had a policy in place to make sure these assets were properly branded.  A brand will not stick unless a person gets multiple impressions over an extended period of time. 

	Council Member Wilde, seconded by Council Member Granato, moved to ask each independent elected official to submit a design similar to the Clerk’s letterhead, keeping in mind that current letterhead will not need to be changed until new letterhead is ordered. Council Member Jensen amended the motion to ask Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, and the District Attorney’s Office to prepare a policy that reflects this proposal.  Included in the policy should be the branding of all fixed assets.  The Fleet Advisory Board should be asked for an opinion on how vehicles can be branded.  Council Member Wilde accepted the amendment. The motion passed unanimously.

	Council Member Jensen stated if the Council does not put this in a policy, it becomes legislative intent.  The policy that comes back for approval should specifically say what 

the letterhead, businesses cards, fixed assets, real estate assets and vehicles should look like. The Council can weigh in on the policy once it is prepared.
