Public Hearing for Redevelopment Agency (RDA) of Salt Lake County 2014 Implementation Budget

	Director Bradley, seconded by Director DeBry, moved to open the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Directors present voted “Aye.”

		Mr. Steven Van Maren stated the RDA budget is a very modest fund, and seems to be accumulating.  He asked what the money was going to be used for.

	Director Bradshaw stated the major RDA projects are in West Millcreek and Magna Main Street.  Most of those expenditures will happen over a period of years.

	Mr. Paul Bringhurst, Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County, stated the RDA has a fund balance of about $3.4 million.  On average, about $200,000 per year is spent on administrative costs.  A lot of the money is invested in getting new projects going and revenue flowing.  Currently, only one project is generating increment of $55,000 per year, but other projects will be coming online soon.  The budget will not substantially change until 2015.  
	Director Bradley, seconded by Director Horiuchi, moved to close the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Directors present voted “Aye.”

	WHEREAS, the adoption of this resolution has been duly noticed in accordance with the Utah Open and Public Meetings Act, and Utah Code Ann. § 17C-1-601(4).

	NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Board of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County, Utah, resolves as follows:

	1.  The Agency hereby adopts an annual budget for fiscal year 2014, as more specifically described in Attachment A to this Resolution.

	2.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its approval and adoption by the Agency and will be filed and recorded in the official minutes and records of the Agency for this meeting.
