Council Member Clyde made a motion to convene as the Local Mental Health and Substance Abuse Authority.  Council Member Wright seconded the motion; all voted in favor (5-0). (4:48 P.M.)

Aaron W. Newman, Behavioral Health Director, and Pamella Bello, Behavioral Health Prevention Director, presented for consideration and possible approval the 2023 Summit County Mental Health and Substance Abuse Area Plan and Budget.

Discussion and possible approval of Proclamation 2022-06 Recognizing May 6, 2022, as Child Care Provider Appreciation Day; Kristen Schulz. (5:10 P.M.)

Kristen Schulz, Early Childhood Alliance Coordinator, presented for discussion and approval a Proclamation recognizing May 6, 2022, as Child Care Provider Appreciation Day.

Council Member Stevens moved to approve Proclamation 2022-06 Recognizing May 6, 2022, as Child Care Provider Appreciation Day. Council Member Wright seconded the motion; all voted in favor (5-0). (5:16 P.M.)

Julieta Gesualdo, Connect Summit County Program Director, and Aaron W. Newman, Behavioral Health Director, presented for discussion and possible approval Proclamation 2022-07 Declaring the Month of May as “Mental Health Awareness Month”.

Continued discussion and possible approval of Ordinance No. 935, an Ordinance Enacting Title 2, Chapter 42 to the Summit County Code, Summit County Open Space Advisory Committee; Lynda Viti and Jess Kirby. (5:23 P.M.)

Jess Kirby, Public Lands Manager, presented for continued discussion and possible approval Ordinance No. 935, an Ordinance Enacting Title 2, Chapter 42 to the Summit County Code, Summit County Open Space Advisory Committee.

Council Members asked questions of Jess Kirby and worked through proposed changes to the Ordinance.  Jess Kirby responded to their questions and suggestions.

Brandi Connolly, Basin Recreation Administrative Control Board Chair, (6:24 P.M.) appreciated the Council’s attention to the bond language. She stated that in Section D where it said OSAC shall, it read in a way, that in their opinion, a conservation easement may look like one is on every piece of property that they acquire. She thought that it should be taken in to consideration that it is not a requirement on every piece as sometimes easements actually prevent recreation.

Council Chair Robinson asked for clarification as to which section of the document Brandi Connolly was referring.

Brandi Connolly directed the Council to 2-42-6 D Number 5 and suggested they may just want to soften the wording. She also spoke about who serves on each of the committees and recommended opening it up to say at-large members, but noting if a person with a specialist background were available they would be recommended for one of the applicable pieces.

Council Members responded to Ms. Connolly’s suggestions.

Tonya Hansen of Chalk Creek, (6:30 P.M.) addressed the Council.  She commented on the timeline of the committee 30 days, 60 days, 90 days and having served on several committees felt 30 days was not long enough to do anything on a committee.  She thanked the Council and added that it was great to have the bond in place.

Council Comments (6:34 P.M.)

Council Member Clyde did not have any comments.

Council Member Wright (6:35 P.M.) Attended a UAC Board Meeting as well as a public lands meeting.  He had discussions with SITLA and NACo. On Wednesday, he heard a discussion with Speaker Wilson on water and the Great Salt Lake.  The discussion included all the conservation actions by the legislature which were consistent with the landscape ordinances under consideration. On Thursday there was round table discussion on how to spend the State’s portion of the Opioid settlement.  He heard from Representative Schultz regarding HB 462 and discussed with Shultz one on one. He had a discussion with Comcast regarding service areas and possible holes in coverage. 

Council Member Stevens (6:39 P.M.) Attended the Communities that Care conversation that had been hosted during the week regarding mandatory reporting for child abuse. She stated it was an excellent presentation given by a collaboration of criminal justice professionals from the County. It was very well attended. She was really grateful for that team and felt grateful to live in a county with such dedicated professionals and a community that was willing to learn to protect children.

Council Vice Chair Armstrong did not have any comments.

Council Chair Robinson (6:41 P.M.) Attended two Weber Basin Water Conservancy District Board of Trustee’s meetings where he was officially sworn in as a trustee. 


Manager comments (6:44 P.M.)

Tom Fisher, Manager, stated that County Government month wrapped up at the end of April and the communications team put out some email communications that gave a wrap up of that and offered videos that highlighted different County services. He stated that the Sheriff’s office was running its Citizen Police Academy beginning on June 7th and applications were open.  Anyone interested should email citizenacademy@summitcounty.org.

Janna Young, Deputy Manager, shared that on Monday there was an extremely successful tour of the watershed project with staff from the Congressional Delegation as well as Local, State, and Non-Profit Partners.  It was a great demonstration of collaboration.  She was hopeful that this would start a deeper and more thorough conversation with Federal partners and Congressional Offices on this issue.  She asked the Council if they would be willing to join in signing a letter to those three offices requesting the actual Senator and Congressmen come and do their own tour during the August Recess as well as take time to see what High Valley Transit is doing.  She was pleased that Representative Moore had included the watershed project as one of his 15 requests for funding.  

Council Member Wright (6:50 P.M.) added that he had received and invitation to attend a session at the State Capitol with the Governor and the Secretary of Agriculture renewing the Shared Stewardship Agreement with the State of Utah.

Janna Young (6:51 P.M.) added that this was very good news.  She also commented on the accomplishment of Jess Kirby’s two projects for watershed restoration initiative.  Both projects scored number one in the evaluations.
