Mark Morris calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

Board members present are:  Mark Morris, Elizabeth MacGregor, Chad Anderson, Joedy Lister, Lauren Shurman, George Sumner, Wayne Johnson and Mark Kittrell.
Board member not present is Alden Breinholt.
County staff member, Craig Cheney, is absent.
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Approval of Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests

Mark M. comments that they have held this event for thirty four years.

Construction Updates
	Wayne

	Parley’s Trail
The trail path is complete and was accepted by the County last month.  The asphalt goes from 1700 East to 1300 East, ending at the creek.

Draw
The west side walls have been poured and they are prepping to pour the tunnel ceiling next week.  The County did a walk-through and the tunnel will be about 18 feet high and the west end will be about 25 feet wide.  The completion date is May 1 (assuming a planned winter shutdown) for the whole tunnel including a berm on the east side and completing the asphalt trail in the park to the tunnel entrance.  Currently, there is not enough funding for the Sego Lily and “hoo-doo” art work.

Restroom
The construction bid has been awarded.  It’s $10,000 less than anticipated.  However, the construction company wants at least $25,000 to begin now and work through the winter months since extra costs are needed for construction in freezing weather.  Andrea Sorenson, Salt Lake County Parks Planning, has decided to delay construction until March 1 in order to avoid the additional cost.  This decision could be overridden by the park board.  The projected completion date would be July 1.  Chad recommends an earlier start date be allowed provided milder weather.  Wayne says the County has fully funded the project so no funds are immediately needed from the board.  Mark M. says he signed the necessary paperwork with the City and they will be paying us the $140,000 directly.
Wayne says the County has approved funding for the second restroom (and for new drinking fountains.)  Joedy says the City has also approved the second restroom funding.  The board discusses the possibility of constructing the second restroom next year.  Could anything be gained from “piggy backing” the second restroom project with the first (and working with the same construction company?)  Design is done; only site conditions design would be needed.  The second restroom will be bid out; it can’t be simply awarded to the construction company that is doing the first one.

Greenhouse Boiler
A new boiler was installed in the greenhouse a few weeks ago.
Fire Hydrants
Upon investigating the source of a leak at the fire hydrant on top of the sledding hill turns out to be an old supply line and not the hydrant itself.  This line was supposed to have been replaced back in the 90’s when the whole irrigation system was replaced.  The hydrant by the central restroom is leaking and an outrageous repair bid has forced a decision to not repair it for now. 
Pond Apron
The pond has been drained and repairs are being made to the west end of the apron around the pond.  A second concrete pour is needed and should be done next week.  Once completed the pond will be re-filled and then later drained again when freezing weather starts.


Garden Clubs Financial Report
Darla Anderson

Darla distributes a copy of the association’s budget. They have hired a new bookkeeper and this hasn’t been uploaded to Google docs.  The following topics were covered:

· Darla has the $1 payment for the building’s lease agreement.  Elizabeth took it.

· Broken windows -- Central Glass repaired one window and Valley Glass gave a bid for repairing the second one.

· Mark M. mentions that Jeff Lenci was here earlier and that he got a bid for replacing linoleum in restrooms.  Darla not sure what he is doing.  Sometimes Jeff incurs expenses without board approval.  This needs to be resolved.

· Darla says that Viviana books events at the building and she thinks Viviana gets a 20% commission.  Every weekend day during the summer was booked.  Rental fees are $700 for Fridays, $800 for Saturdays and $600 for Sundays.  For Mondays through Thursdays are: $150 per hour or $400 for a 4-hour block or $600 for an 8-hour block. These fees were set in November, 2011.

· Cleaning is paid per occurrence, typically $100 per week.

· A $250 repair bill incurred for port-a-potties related to a sewer problem a couple of weeks ago.  The water line was turned off.  Was this the park staff’s fault?  Wayne will follow up on this.

· Was the parking lot light repaired?

· Can we put up A-frame signs like what is done for the Farmer’s Market?
No.  The Farmer’s Market signage has been exempted from the park’s signage policy.  Day-of event signage is okay.

· Assessing moisture in cinder block walls in restroom --  it isn’t the irrigation sprinklers.  Carpenters said membranes were separating from the wall and installed foam sealant.  
Should we coat the outside of the building wall?  No, Wayne will follow-up on this issue.
· Lauren asks if individuals pay the association or if the garden clubs pay the association.  The $41 amount is incorrect.
· Darla confirms that they file with the IRS.

· Mark M. expresses concern about the $2700 per month accounting fees.  Darla says the new bookkeeper will not be paid that.


Financial Matters
Elizabeth MacGregor

We received from the City $198,575 for its share of the maintenance contribution.

Mark M. notes that the ending balance on the PTIF Operating Reserve account isn’t correct.  Elizabeth also notes that we haven’t received copies of the November financial statements from Craig.

The board discusses transferring money from the checking account into a CD or money market account that earns a better interest rate.  Elizabeth proposes transferring $100,000 to the PTIF account for now.

Due to discrepancies in the summary, no motion was made to approve them.


President’s Report

Sugar House Circulation Plan
The City Council adopted the Sugar House Circulation plan.  No money has been appropriated though for its implementation.  The plan includes a new plaza at 2100 S and Highland Drive.

Highland High Baseball
Mark M., Chad and Lauren will be meeting with Highland High and the school district regarding a new baseball field west of their football field.

Land Use Master Plan 
University of Utah student are going to come up with a land use master plan.

Garden Center Building 
Mark M. and Joedy are to review replacing the Garden Center building with something with a higher and better use.

Other Business

Lauren says the Pumpkin Regatta event was on the Today Show.  The background of the shot showed all of the construction adjacent to 1300 East in the background (instead of the mountain scenery.)  The park wasn’t explicitly mentioned though in the show.

Mark M. has not yet heard from Scott Workman about the 4th of July fireworks show.
