[bookmark: _Hlk107386077]REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE, RECYCLING, AND GREEN WASTE COLLECTION SERVICES
Purpose
Clinton City is seeking proposals from licensed solid waste collection firms for Residential Solid Waste, Recycling, and Green Waste Collection Services for the next 5 years, with the option of renewing thereafter. 
Scope of Work
The Scope of Work includes providing weekly garbage can pick up (black) and optional biweekly recycling can pick up (blue) and a weekly green waste can (green) pick up from curbside at each residential unit within Clinton City.  Clinton City has approximately 6,800 “first” black cans, and 3,400 “second” black cans.  The City currently does not a have recycling or green waste collection service.  The scope also includes providing and servicing larger collection containers at city parks and city facilities and containers for community clean up days.  Solid Waste is to be collected and delivered to the Wasatch Integrated Waste Management District in Layton, Utah.  Clinton City pays for all tipping fees directly to the Wasatch Integrated Waste Management District.
General Requirements 
Respondents to this request should be able to demonstrate their capability to comply with the following requirements: 
1. Must have a valid Utah business license. 
2. Must have current insurance/bonding to include: 
a. Auto: Combined Single Limit of $1,000,000 
b. General Liability: $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate 
c. Umbrella: $1,000,000 
d. Performance Bond $300,000 
3. Must be able to provide a summary of work performed on similar projects with similar complexity within the past five (5) years. 
4. Provide references from current and/or previous garbage collection contracts of similar or greater size and complexity. 
5. Provide pricing for each type of waste as listed in the attached pricing sheet.
a. Solid waste (black) cans for 1st can and 2nd can.  Cost per can.  City to provide black cans.
b. Recycling (blue) cans cost per can.  This will be optional for city residents.  Contractor supplied can and City supplied can options.
c. Green Waste (green) cans cost per can.  This will be optional for city residents. Contractor supplied can and City supplied can options.
6. Provide pricing for fuel, and adjustments to that price, if any.
7. Provide a timeline for when services can begin.
8. Knowledge of local conditions such as terrain and weather. 
9. Describe drug testing program. 
10. Provide information on fleet size and ability to complete garbage and recycling routes in a timely manner. 
11. Provide information on customer care: hours of operation, customer care manager for the City (point of contact), response to missed cans, etc. 
12. Provide legal off-site disposal of all wastes generated from performing the contract. 
13. Provide employees with identification badges to be worn while working within the City. 
14. Please provide information on facilities and redundancies in place which could be included in a contract to help with an emergency or disaster to our city, i.e., equipment, out-of-state help, or planning resources. 
Selection Process
Criteria for Selection: Proposals will be evaluated by a committee established by the City. Evaluations will be based on criteria outlined herein, which may be weighted by the City in a manner it deems appropriate. Price is not the sole deciding factor. Criteria for evaluation of proposals include the following: 
1. Company Size
a. Ability to complete daily garbage routes (fleet size);
b. Ability to service garbage and recycling pick-up;
c. Current commitments;
2. Customer Service
a. Hours of operation;
b. Response time and policy on missed cans;
c. Access to local customer care agent (from citizens and Clinton City Staff);
3. Knowledge of local conditions
a. Knowledge of challenging terrain;
b. Ability to complete routes in inclement weather;
4. Insurance/bond ability
a. Liability coverage;
b. Bonds;
5. Overall cost of service
a. Cost per “black” can on a monthly basis for solid waste collection;
b. The City to select a Contractor to pick up solid waste cans.  The recycling and green waste will be optional for the City residents and the contractor is not required to bid those options.
c. Alternative cost for bi-weekly recycling and weekly green waste pick-up with cost to provide blue recycle cans and green waste cans to residents with options for the City to provide cans.
Timeline 
The firm must submit three hard copies of the proposal on or before 12:00 noon, July 26, 2022 to Dennis Cluff, City Manager at Clinton City Hall located at 2267 N. 1500 W. Clinton, Utah.  Please also submit an electronic copy to dcluff@clintoncity.com . The full timeline is as follows:

RFP Proposal Procedures
Proposal Expiration:  Any proposal may be withdrawn up until the date and time set above for proposal due date. Any proposal not so timely withdrawn shall constitute an irrevocable offer, for a period of 120 days to sell to the City the services described in the attached specifications, or until one of the proposals is approved by City Council, whichever occurs first.

The City Manager, Dennis Cluff, shall be the contact for any or all aspects of this RFP. Proposals must be submitted no later than noon, July 28, 2022.
Public Information: All submitted proposals and information included therein or attached thereto will become public record in accordance with government records regulations (“GRAMA”) unless otherwise designated by the applicant pursuant to UCA Section 63G-2-309, as amended.
Responses to Questions: A proposing firm may submit written questions in order to clarify any matters relating to this RFP. The proposer’s question and the City’s answer will become public record and may be shared with all proposing firms to which the RFP has been sent.
Right to Reject: The City reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, to waive any non-material irregularities or informalities in any RFP, and to accept or reject any item or combination of items.
Execution of Agreement: If a firm does not execute a contract within thirty (30) business days after being notified of selection, the City may give notice to the firm of the City’s intent to select the next most qualified proposing firm or call for new proposals, whichever the City deems most appropriate.
