Kanosh CERT Captain Geri Minton stated CERT had nothing new to report.

Kanosh Fire Department:
Fire Chief Lorin Shumway explained that Millard County has implemented a fire restriction, no open fire, no fireworks, etc.  

Chief Shumway noted that due to extreme fire danger Kanosh Fire Dept is also implementing a fire restriction; effective June 1, 2022 fires and fireworks are banned in the Town of Kanosh until further notice.  To be clear; no burning of grass, limbs, etc…(Burning trash in Kanosh is not allowed at any time.)  You may use grills and fire pits for cooking and roasting marshmallows etc.., but please be careful.  Dry conditions and low humidity in fuels are making conditions right for extreme fire danger.

Planning and Zoning:
*Planning and Zoning Chairman Stoyan Kolev relayed the Planning Commission's recommendation to the Council members that they would like to review the building permit fees. COUNCIL REPORT ON DEPARTMENTS: i.e. park, cemetery, electrical, roads, & water
Electrical Department:
	Nothing new to report at this time.

Roads:  
Councilmember Brandon Stephenson reported making contact with Beaver lawnscape, they are no longer interested in providing weed control for Kanosh Town.  

Councilmember Stephenson contacted Elite lawn and Pest from Delta and enlisted them to provide Kanosh Town with the multiple services we need.  To date, everything has been sprayed.  They are getting us up to speed on spraying puncture vine.  

Park and cemetery:
Councilmember Hayden George commented we have had to cut and cap water lines multiple times recently for burials. This requires shutting off the water for about 24 hours each time.  Councilmember Hayden George suggested that due to the drought conditions we are facing we have already stopped watering the ball field. When our water levels drop again, we will quit watering the cemetery and then the park. 

Town Employee Lorin Shumway has been trying to stay on top of keeping things watered as much as possible.

Water Department:
Councilmember David Whitaker stated he has nothing new to report at this time.

Utility Delinquency Review:
Council members reviewed the monthly delinquency list. It was determined, again, to handle those accounts in arrears according to established Town policy

PUBLIC COMMENTS (Three Minute Limitation Each)

*Mr. Ed Phillips: questioned how process/progress on the encroachment situations in Kanosh are coming? He questioned what the Towns Plan is to take care of the situation, specifically, the junk on the public right of way.  

Mayor Scott McDonald responded we have been in touch with the attorney seeking suggestions on how to best handle the situation.  We have received recommendations; however, we do not have a way to enforce the ordinances.   We do not a plan in place, again because we have no enforcement mechanism, the letter written, approved, and mailed to each resident of Kanosh is basically our only enforcement right now. 
  
Brandon Watterson:  commented that he would like to donate his services in any way he can.  He would like to support the town in any way possible.  Mr. Watterson has a degree in computer technology.

Mark Watterson:  noted he too, is willing to help anyone in need.

Stan Koyle:  noted there are several dead trees on town property and would like to have them taken care of.  Council members stated we have a resolution in place which addresses the removal of trees.  See below:
