7. Minutes Review/Approval - The minutes were mailed with the agendas. 


MOTION was made by Councilman Brad Randall to approve the minutes of the Oct. 8, 29, 31, 2013, City Council Meetings with one change noted to those present. The motion was seconded by Councilman Scott Frost unanimously. 

8. Public Comment




Peggy Humphreys discussed some trouble she has with water running through her property on Main Street 196 N Main. It is storm water which is causing trouble. She has discussed the situation with city administration for several years. She said she does not have to have that water on her property. She asked the Council what should be done from here, as it has been too long. Manager Westfall recommended discussing the situation with City Attorney Walter Bird. Councilman Leavitt said it can be called the city’s water but it is coming from a lot of people’s properties. He said it is a historical drainage and people should not have been allowed to build in that zone. Mrs. Humphreys said the ditch is not historical; it has been moved. Manager Westfall said if the Council agrees, he could speak with David Church with the League of Cities and Towns, and Walter Bird to get direction. Mayor Allen said the current practice is to take care of storm water more responsibly. There was discussion about irrigation water which used to run on the property but the water running through it now is all storm water; the irrigation water hasn’t run for years. Superintendent Langston said he has asked the engineers to estimate a price to install a collection box which will help to control the water. Councilman Young said the issue should be looked into and agreed to be the point of contact for Mrs. Humphreys to follow up. She asked for a goal to be set and a time line. 

9. Payment of Bills

The following bills were discussed: 


#39373: These charges were related to the secondary metering project. There was discussion about whether these items should have gone out to bid. Superintendent Langston said these items are the same as discussed with bulk of the project. Manager Westfall agreed with Superintendent Langston. Councilman Randall said the purchasing policy should be followed. Manager Westfall said the Councilman have approved 99 percent of everything for the secondary metering project. Councilman Leavitt asked about $3,800 spent on the Loyds Lake electrical disconnect which was above the $2,500 limit of the purchasing policy. Councilman Randall said if the City has a policy, it should be followed. 

#39301: The invoice number was incorrect. 


#39295: Advertising on the radio during football games for the golf course and city. 


#39305: During softball homerun derby the equipment was damaged. City helped replace. 

#39328: Sale of liquor to a minor occurrence at the pro shop – fine for the city.

13. Business Regulations Review – Oliver Crane
 

The Governor’s Office asked for a survey to be completed in our community. 12 responses were received which were included in the packets for review. Part of the process is to review collected data with the Council and report to the Governor’s Office of Economic Development. The responses were discussed. ACM Crane suggested an economic incentive for all businesses, current and new. Mayor Allen suggested discussing the survey with the Chamber of Commerce. 

14. Enterprise Funds Rates

Manager Westfall provided some options for enterprise rate increases. The options were discussed. The sanitation needs were discussed. It is expected the garbage truck will last for 2 more years. Full depreciation for the enterprise funds is $70,000. The rate increase will generate the full $70,000. Liability claims filed have increased the budget due to Sewer back up which is caused by old lines. Councilman Randall suggested waiting for the new Council to vote on the rates. Other councilmembers said the responsibility should fall on the current council. Mayor Allen wanted the record to reflect that one of the business owners/councilman suggested having the larger hit be to the businesses. There was discussion about raising commercial secondary rates, or creating a structure for them according to line size. The Council will vote on the rate structure on Dec. 10, 2013. 

15. Consider 2013 General Elections Canvass  

Election totals were included in the packet for the council to review. 59% participation was an exceptional turnout.

Mayor Allen declared the following individuals take office on January 2, 2014: Tim Young, Mayor, Steven Duke, Councilman, and George Rice Councilman, to be sworn in on January 14, 2014 at 7 p.m.  


16. Consider Appointment of Fire Chief

A Recommendation was received from Brad Randall and Terrill Slade who are former fire chiefs.
