Maury Bergman presented the proposed FY-23 annual revenue and expense budgets.  Highlights include the annual Chapter Projects budget of $1.5 million and Big Projects $500,000.  The total estimated revenue for the year is $4.7 million and the total expense budget is $4.1 million.  Also presented were the Chapter allocations for the year.  Aneth $445,609, BMDC $103,519, Dennehotso $32,663, Mexican Water $134,270, Navajo Mountain $115,139, Oljato $352,788, Red Mesa $248,347 and Teecnospos $67,666.

    Maury Bergman reported that the net position of the trust fund was $82,534,733 as of the end of March 2022.  The Investments totaled $75,709,500 and Revenue for March 2022 was $368,165.  Also, the total for Royalties received were $3,442.574 as of the end of April 2022.  Mr. Bergman announced that because of the volatility of the stock and bond markets investments have decreased approximately 5 million dollars. Conversely, oil royalties have significant gains compared to the prior year.
