Meeting Minutes
1. Welcome and introductions – Mayor Dirk Burton 

2. Approval of January 20, 2022 Meeting Minutes – Mayor Dirk Burton 
Mayor Cheri Wood made a motion to approve the Council of Governments January 20, 2022 meeting minutes. Councilmember Dugan seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously with a correction to the spelling of Mayor Kristie Overson’s name (error: Mayor Kristine Overson).


3. Introduction of Angela Dunn, MD, MPH – Mayor Dirk Burton introduced Tom Hudachko, Salt Lake County Health Department’s manager of Strategic Partnerships & Special Projects. Angela Dunn was unable to attend. The Health Department is actively scheduling meetings with each municipality to better understand each community’s priorities and challenges, and to identify opportunities for partnerships. 

Requests for Nominees – Mayor Dahle’s term is ending as COG representative for the Health Department. Nomination requests of a new COG representative are welcomed at the August 2022 COG meeting. The Health Department will send out the job description. COM will make a nominee recommendation at the June meeting.

4. UTA Presentation – Mayor Dirk Burton introduced Carlton Christensen, UTA Board of Trustees Chair and Central Region’s (Salt Lake County) representative. 

Introduction of UTA’s new Executive Director Jay Fox – Carlton Christensen 

UTA’s Planning Process – Russ Fox 
Russ Fox presented slides on the following topics: August 2022 change date for routes and bus stops, mode and service evaluation including micro-transit, UTA’s 4th quarter expenditures, 5-year service plan, free fare February report, ticket as fare, upcoming zero fare study.
Q&A: 
Q: What is UTA’s app?  A: UTA On Demand, Transit(route planning), UTA Go Ride(to pay fare)
Q: Is Via On Demand and VanPool an addition to microtransit? A: Yes, but it’s not available in all locations. 
Q: How does someone suggest routes for the underserved? A: The local planning process, communities can sponsor a service.
Q: What is the cost comparison for Via with Lyft and Uber? A: The Via fare is $2.50(same as fixed rail/bus) or a UTA pass.

5. Status Update on Little Cottonwood Canyon (LCC) Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) – Bri Binnebose member of UDOT’s LCC EIS Project Team – Public Involvement    

UDOT received 14,000+ public comments during the initial Draft EIS comment period and from the Draft EIS Revised Chapter 26 Section 4(f) & 6(f) Evaluation comment period. These comments were thorough and detailed, requiring UDOT to take the time necessary to conduct further evaluation and provide responses. UDOT anticipates that the Final EIS will be released this summer (2022). The Final EIS will identify a single preferred alternative to improve transportation in Little Cottonwood Canyon. Following a 30-day public review period after the release of the Final EIS, UDOT will identify the selected alternative for implementation in a separate Record of Decision (ROD) in the winter of 2022.
