WELCOME:
Mrs. Page welcomed the Board and guests to the meeting.

BOARD MEMBER ACKNOWLEDGEMENT – FLORA SHUMWAY:

The Board formally acknowledged Flora Shumway’s service on the Board from October 1, 2008 to March 28, 2013.  She was a true supporter of the Library and its programs.  Flora told the Board how much libraries meant to her.
MINUTES:


Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held October 1, 2013.  Mr. Woodward seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

2014 BOARD MEETING CALENDAR – PROPOSED:

Mr. Woodward made a motion to approve the 2014 Board meeting calendar as presented on the third Tuesday of the month, at 8:00 am at the Headquarters Library unless otherwise posted during the year.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

MATERIALS SELECTION POLICY #120 – PROPOSED CHANGES:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Materials Selection Policy #120 has been updated to reflect current practices with some minor changes.  One change is to include the use of the term video recordings rather than DVD, videocassette, audiocassette, etc.  Another change is to decrease the length of time after a video recording has been released before we can acquire it, from five years to two years.  This is particularly important for children’s materials which tend to “date” quickly.  The policy also clarifies the age range for collections so that it now reads, infancy through age 12 for children’s materials and ages 13-16 for young adult materials.  Mr. Tucker made a motion to approve the proposed changes.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
CONTRACTS – RATIFICATION:
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that several contracts have been approved by the Commission since our October meeting:

- Mr. Woodward made a motion to ratify the contract with Stephen and Theresa Gashler for two puppet shows at the South Branch Library on December 2, 2013 in the amount of $300.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
-Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with Kipper Brothers Puppet Works for one puppet show at the North Branch Library on December 2, 2013 in the amount of $160.  Mr. Woodward seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

-Mr. Woodward made a motion to ratify the contract with AAA Fire and Safety for fire equipment maintenance and monitoring at all seven libraries in the annual amount of $3,328.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we are in the process of collecting more agreements for 2014 and will present those to the Commission for approval sometime before the end of the year.  She will also be preparing a memo for the Commission outlining the self-renewing contracts for 2014.
TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we are fine tuning the website.  We found that the OPAC (catalog) computers are running slowly, it was dependant on the speed of the operating systems.  Some of the PC’s were too old.  We are addressing the problem with the I.T. department for now, but in 2016 we will have to start replacing more computers.
CHILDREN’S PROGRAMMING – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the children’s committee members are working on the summer reading program for 2014, “Fizz, Boom, Read.”   We have created work groups which include administrators and children’s librarians.  We will have a Read-a-thon in March 2014.  A new planning committee has been formed for all the programs we do throughout the year.  There is also a mini-booksale coming up at the South Branch Library on Saturday, November 23, 2013.  
BUDGET – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we continue to spend the 2013 budget and we are on track for the year.  The 2014 Preliminary budget was accepted by the Budget Committee.  The public budget hearing is scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on December 20, 2013, in the Commission chambers.  
ADVOCACY – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that she and Marilyn Getts attended a “Lead the Change” conference which focused on advocacy efforts.  Library Journal sponsored the event which was attended by library leaders throughout the state.  The premise was to empower individuals, transform libraries and enrich communities.  They gave them tools to turn ideas into action.  Mrs. Sanford said that our Library was already doing many of these things.  She also told the Board that Jerry Meyer will sit on a state committee, “Broadband connectivity in the role of libraries.”
Mrs. Page suggested inviting someone in the community to sit in on some of our planning committee discussions.

BUILDINGS – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Facilities Department is working on a list of minor buildings and grounds projects for the remainder of the year which were part of the 2013 budget plan.  We also have a plan in place for snow removal at all of our branches.
KAYSVILLE – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the design process for the Kaysville Branch is moving along rapidly.  She showed the Board a preliminary floor plan and how the building would fit on the site.  The Branch will hold a collection of 85,000 items with a maximum of 100,000 items.  There is wall space for art that would have quality lighting.  The Library has made a request from the Kaysville Library Endowment Fund (Blood Trust) for a grant to increase the size of the Kaysville collection.  We anticipate that the design process will continue to move forward according to schedule.  We have worked with the Facility and Information Systems departments to make sure the building has the things their departments would need.
RATIFICATION OF BILLS SEPTEMBER 2013:
Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the bills paid in September 2013 in the amount of $477,697.40.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that there wouldn’t be a Board meeting in December.
ADJOURNMENT:

Mr. Woodward made a motion to adjourn at 9:04 a.m.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
