      6.  Operations Reports

UPDES Compliance Report – December 2013

The district discharged the entire month of December 2013.

Monitoring results:  BOD = 12 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)

TSS = 26 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)

pH = 8.6 (limit>6.0 pH<9.0)

Coliform = <1, #100 (limit is 128)

Two aerators are shut off until the ice cover begins to melt.  There is an abundant algae bloom in cells #1 and #2.  
LPID was in compliance with all discharge permit parameters.

All three pump stations operated without incident during the month of December 2013.
7. Government Access and Management Act (GRAMA) Reference:  Chapter 13 of the Utah State Code
a. Procedural requirements:  “Any public body that meets regularly on an annual basis is required to publish, every year, its schedules of meetings including date, time and location.”
b. The Act requires that every meeting be preceded by a 24 hour advanced notice and must list all agenda items that will be discussed.
c. The law contains specific requirements for posting a public meeting notice.  The public meeting must be posted on a state-run internet website. (www.utah.gov/pmn/index.html) and the Tooele County website (http://www.co.tooele.ut.us/clerk.htm) .  In addition, the public meeting notice shall be published in the Tooele Transcript Bulletin.  Note:  The public website notice supersedes the Open Meeting Act’s prior requirement that counties be given written notice to local media representatives.

d. The law requires that the agenda notice be reasonably specific as to subject matter.

e. If during the course of an open meeting, a member of the public raised a topic which is not on the agenda and therefore, has not had the 24 hour’s notice, it is left to the discretion of the person conducting the meeting to decide whether or not that subject will be pursued in that meeting, or scheduled for a later date.  If the matter is discussed, the public body can take no official action regarding it.

f. Minutes – Open Meetings.  Specific minutes are required in a public body’s open meetings – these minutes must be rewarded in writing and by audio recordings.  The written minutes must include the date, time, place, members of the public body present, the agenda, the substance of matters discussed, a summary of the comments, the names of members of the public commenting and the substance of their comments, and any other information which is requested be placed in the minutes.  Thus, written minutes do need to be specific and detailed, but they do not need to be a word-for-word transcription.

g. An audio recording of an open meeting must be complete and unedited and contain all portions of the meeting from beginning to end, which were open to the public.

h. The minutes of open meetings must be made available within a reasonable time after the meeting (5 working days) and are considered public before the minutes have been approved in a subsequent meeting.  Open meeting minutes are considered public records under GRAMA.  As public record, open meetings minutes must be scheduled for retention, and, if it is determined that these minutes will be kept for an extended period, they must be maintained in a media format that permits long term storage.  (Presently stored on Mary Lyn’s, Keith’s, Natalie’s, the State archives and county website’s computers and in addition to paper file copies retained the district secretary).

i. Electronic Meetings.  To hold an electronic meeting, the body must nominate an “anchor location.”  The anchor location must be at the public’s body normal meeting place and must include sufficient space and electronic facilities for the public to listen in, or where permitted, participate in the public meeting.

j. Training.  The Open and Public Meeting Act specifically requires that the presiding member of a public body ensure that annual training regarding the Open Meetings Act is provided to all members of that body.  In addition, the State Attorney General is responsible to send out an annual notice to all public bodies explaining any changes in the Open Meetings Act.

k. Close Meetings.  The only (8) exceptions for a closed meeting are: 1) to discuss the character, competence, or health of an individual – but excluding any interviews of persons to be appointed to fill a vacant elected office; and 2) strategy sessions regarding collective bargaining (a strategy session is one on which the public body consults, sometimes with its legal counsel present, to consider possible courses of action, including any advantages or disadvantages of those courses; 3) strategy sessions regarding pending or reasonable imminent litigation; 4) strategy sessions to acquire real estate if an open meeting would disclose the value or property appraisal. 5) strategy sessions regarding the sale of real estate property if the public exposure would disclose the value or prevent getting the best possible deal on the sale; 7) investigation of criminal misconduct; and 8)the discussion of certain commercial information which is given by a taxpayer when that information is used to establish property tax evaluation.
l. Record classifications. 1) Public; 2) Private; 3) Controlled; 4) Protected

m. Deadlines.  The general rule for GRAMA deadlines is that a request must be satisfied as soon as reasonable but not later than 10 business days after the written request.

n. Penalties and Remedies.  Employees are liable for a Class B misdemeanor for improperly gaining access to or obtaining records which are confidential under GRAMA and for intentionally refusing to release a record when the officer or employee knows release is required by law.

7. Suspension of sewer bills for deployed military personnel

LPID has drafted Resolution No: 2014-1 to authorize suspension for sewer billing for the duration of deployed military personnel.

Motion to approve the resolution after changes in the draft are made to exclude the word “reserve” military personnel.

c. Todd suggested we see what the options are for someone to train as an operator for LPID.  This way we would have a back up.
