Public Hearing on the Proposed Reorganization of the North Tooele County Fire Protection Service District From a Special Service District to a Local District . Kevin Astill, NTCFD Board of Directors, reviewed the history of how the NTCFD went from being a local district to becoming a special service district.  Randy Willden, NTCFD Fire Chief, gave a presentation on the same subject, including a history of the fire district.  This change is really about bringing the government back to the local level, where the people that they serve make the decision about who leads the fire district.  Doug Kinsman, Surveyor, asked what the boundaries of the NTCFD are.  Clerk Gillette stated it takes in homes outside the Tooele City and Grantsville City limits, all of Erda, Lincoln, Lake Point and Stansbury Park.  Randy Willden stated about 1,700 square miles.  Vicki Griffith asked if they try to get representation from each community?  Randy stated they would love to, right now they have three members from Lake Point and two from Stansbury Park.  They’d like to have representation from each area and one at large.  Mike Wells, Stansbury Park, asked who represents the district if they are sued. Randy - we are liable for whatever damages there may be.  We have a council that represents us, but we are eligible to be sued.  If they become a local district they become a subject of the State of Utah.  Attorney Hogan stated they have a separate insurance policy covering them.  Vicki Griffith - so all they’re really asking is to not have to come to the County Commission for a tax increase, but to go to the board members?  Randy - yes, they want to bring it back to the local government.  Vicki - the local agreements would all still be in effect?  Randy - your local firefighters should be there first, however, Tooele City will be paged as well as NTCFD.  Annexation, taxation and bonding would be handled by the 5 member board.  Pat Jessie - will it appear differently on our tax statement?  Randy - no it will show the same.  


There were no other comments.  Commissioner Hurst moved to close the public hearing.

        Purchase Lavatory Cart for Wendover Airport .  Jim Peterson, Wendover Airport, 

           stated the old lavatory cart is full of rust and needs to be replaced.  This is included in his budget.

Operation Agreement for Deseret Peak Soccer Fields Between TC United and Tooele County .  Mark McKendrick, Parks & Recreation, discussed this contract with the Commissioners.  This is an amendment to the original contract, which Mark has not seen.  Commissioner Hurst assured Mark that everything they had discussed is in the revised contract. He moved to approve the Operation Agreement for Deseret Peak Soccer Fields Between TC United and Tooele County.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion, with an amendment.  In Section 1, Segment 1 where it says :Operator will pay Tooele County $5 per youth “ to add “thru the term of the contract”.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the amendment.  All concurred.  On the original motion, Commissioner Milne seconded the original motion.  All concurred.

Ordinance 2013-16 - Amending Title 4 Chapter 11, Boards and Committees -- Career Service Council, of the Tooele County Code.  Attorney Hogan discussed this ordinance with the Commission.  The terms of office for the Career Service Council have expired; the amount of compensation to the board members has been increased from $60 per day to $100 per day.  Irregularity with numbering has been corrected as well.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.
