Kevin Bolander presented the recent set of updates to the Search and Rescue administrative rules.  Tara and Kevin have met and worked to update the rules based on the board’s suggestions.  The main change deals with deadlines and how long a county has to submit reimbursable expenses. A 90 day deadline possibility was proposed to allow all counties adequate time to collect all receipts/invoices in order to submit to DEM.  It would allow each county 90 days to submit, with the exception of the year-end deadline, which would be a 45 day deadline.  The board discussed the complications with following such a deadline.  Concern was expressed in the possibility of overlap and confusion, which could delay reimbursement and complicate the formula.  A 45 day deadline was proposed.  Late penalties would still be attached and affect the formula.  In addition, a county could submit a letter of intent to seek reimbursement, if delay of receipt was a concern. The plan is to move forward with the 45 day deadline.  Kevin will work on the wording of the new deadline and have it ready for the next meeting.  Once the update to the administrative rules has been finished and then approved by the board, Tara will move forward on educating all counties involved in the reimbursement program.  
Sheriff Steven White brought up the concern from various counties about mileage reimbursement versus fuel.  The concern with mileage reimbursement is that it could blend in with the maintenance of a vehicle.  Mileage reimbursement could work based on the mileage per diem reimbursement as stated by the State.  In order to include mileage reimbursement, it must be through the State issued mileage per diem.  Kevin will update and revise the wording for mileage reimbursement to present to the board in the next meeting.
Kevin explained other updates to the administrative rule, including the rules for stocking command centers as well as specific guidelines for clothing reimbursement. The board also discussed maintaining all penalties that are currently in use.  Kevin will include wording within the rules which states deadlines and penalties. 
Sheriff Cory Pulsipher also discussed the possibility of the Utah Search and Rescue Association disbanding and its effect on the advisory board and administrative rules.  Changes are in order and this is an issue that will have to go before the Legislature. It was decided to wait until the Utah Search and Rescue Association decides on it’s future, before the board moves forward.  Another item is ensuring all board members are within their term limits.  Tara will review past Advisory board records to ensure all members are within their term.  Kevin will revise and update the administrative rules per the board’s discussion and have the revisions to present in the next quarterly meeting.
