4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilmember Peterson moved to approve the Town Council Meeting minutes from July 13, 2022.  Second was given by Councilmember B. Hendrickson and unanimous votes for approval were given by Councilmember B. Hendrickson, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.  

5. PENDING BUSINESS:  None

6. ZONING: 
a.  Brewer Lot Split – It was reported that the Glenwood Town Planning & Zoning Commission had voted at their last meeting to recommend approval of the Brian Brewer lot split.  
After a short discussion, it was determined by Council Members that the proposed lot split met with Glenwood Town zoning requirements.  

Motion to approve the lot split was made by Councilmember B. Hendrickson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Motion carried after unanimous voting by Councilmember B. Hendrickson, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  

A discussion ensued regarding the spraying of weeds on the roadside east of the Brewer property.  The discussion concluded when Mayor Rickenbach informed Mr. Brewer that if he didn’t want the weeds sprayed near his yard to let the Town know and they would be extra careful in the area. 

b.  Zoning Compliance Complaint:   Councilmember B. Hendrickson and Mayor Rickenbach turned in lists they had compiled regarding clear intersection views being blocked by foliage.  Letters will be sent to those listed.  

The clerk reported that a citizen complaint had been received regarding travel trailers being inhabited.
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7. FLOOD CHANNEL/DEBRIS BASIN DAM:  Mayor Rickenbach reported that things were going well on the flood channel project.  He reported that it looked like there would be excess funding available, and said he had asked Rasmussen Construction to put together a bid for paving from Center Street to 300 North on 100 East. 

The mayor explained that the Community Impact Board had authorized the $20,000 grant requested by Glenwood Town for a culinary water master plan, and that Jones and DeMille Engineering would begin the project as soon as possible.  

Clerk Bytheway explained payment processes for loans and gave an accounting of finances. 

8. CEMETERY:  No business.

9. ANIMAL CONTROL:  The problem of barking dogs was briefly discussed.  Sevier County is the enforcement agency for dog problems, and will address complaints received

10. CULINARY WATER:  Councilmember Peterson reported that the new water meter for Kelly Happy on 400 South had been installed.  

11. STREETS:  Mayor Rickenbach reported that there were a few potholes needing repairs when new oil is laid, and said that he would identify the problem areas.

12. PARK:  A short discussion took place regarding dry spots on the lawn and the sprinkling system.

13. TREASURER BUSINESS:  a.  Approval of Bills to be Paid – Following a review of bills to be paid, motion for payment with additions made by the treasurer was made by Councilmember Peterson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Unanimous votes were given by Councilmember B. Hendrickson, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried. 

14.  ADJOURNMENT:  Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Councilmember B. Hendrickson and seconded by Councilmember Peterson.  Motion carried following unanimous voting by Councilmembers B. Hendrickson, Nowers, Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.
