Mayor Lang informed a public hearing had been advertised for the Regular Council 
Meeting scheduled September 20, 2022, in order for the City Council to hear and 
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consider public comments regarding application GPZ-6-2022, Filed by Mountain 
America Credit Union, Requesting a General Plan Change from Residential Office to 
General Commercial and a Zone Change from R-1-6 (Single Unit Dwelling 
Residential, Minimum Lot Size 6,000 Square Feet) to C-2 (General Commercial) for 
Property Located at 2531 South Redwood Road.

Written documentation previously provided to the City Council included 
information as follows:

Surrounding zones include C-2 to the north, R-1-6 to the south and east, and 
RM (Multiple Unit Dwelling Residential) to the west. The property is 
surrounded by an accounting office to the north, a home and a church to the 
east, a duplex to the south, and fourplexes to the west on the west side of 
Redwood Road. The property includes a home on the south end of the 
property that was built in 1942. 

If this application is approved, the applicant plans to build a Mountain 
America Credit Union branch on the subject property. The existing home 
on the property would be demolished. Included with this issue paper is a 
concept plan for the property along with a letter from the applicant that 
supports this application.

Given the neighboring residential uses, the Planning Commission was 
concerned about some of the more intense uses allowed in the C-2 zone. 
The Commission recommended a development agreement be used to limit 
the allowed uses on the property to those allowed in the C-1 zone. A copy 
of the commercial and manufacturing zones use table is included for 
reference. Since the C-2 zone requires 15% landscaping and the C-1 zone 
requires 20% landscaping, the Planning Commission preferred to go with 
C-2 zoning to allow more site plan flexibility.

Mayor Lang opened the Public Hearing. There being no one to speak in favor or 
opposition, Mayor Lang closed the Public Hearing.

Mayor Lang informed a public hearing had been advertised for the Regular Council 
Meeting scheduled September 20, 2022, in order for the City Council to hear and 
consider public comments regarding application GP-1-2022, Filed by West Valley 
City, Requesting an Amendment to the West Valley City General Plan to Update the 
City's Moderate Income Housing Plan.

Written documentation previously provided to the City Council included 
information as follows:

During the 2022 general session, the Utah legislature passed HB 462 that 
modified requirements for municipalities’ moderate income housing plans 
as well as reporting. The purpose of this General Plan amendment is to 
update the City’s Moderate Income Housing Plan to bring it into 
compliance with State code. Compliance is required by State code by 
October 1, 2022. 

The most significant State code changes include:
 requiring municipalities with a fixed guideway public transit 

station to implement five or more of the 24 updated moderate 
income housing strategies listed in State code,

 requiring an implementation plan,
 requiring municipalities with a fixed guideway public transit 

station to adopt station area plans for each station, and
 modifying the reporting requirements to include more detail on 

municipalities’ efforts to encourage moderate income housing.

Mayor Lang opened the Public Hearing. There being no one to speak in favor or 
opposition, Mayor Lang closed the Public Hearing.

ISSUE:

Purchase 4.7075 acres located at approximately 4435 South 4400 West for park property.

SYNOPSIS:

There is vacant property at approximately 4435 South 4400 West in an area of the City that is need of 
additional park space.  The property owner is willing to sell the 4.7075 acres to the City.  Parks and 
Recreation would like to complete this purchase and develop the land into a community park. 

BACKGROUND:

West Valley City has owned a small parcel of land dedicated for the purpose of a future park.  This land 
is located on 4325 W Maple Meadows Dr. (4420 S.).  In reviewing the locations of park properties within 
West Valley City neighborhoods, it was discovered that the district where this parcel is located is in need 
of additional park space.  A vacant piece of property located at approximately 4435 South 4400 West is 
directly adjacent to the small parcel listed above.  The West Valley City Parks and Recreation Department 
contacted the property owners of this property to see if there was interest in selling the property to the 
City. The addition of this land will allow the city to create a nice neighborhood park.  The property owners 
had interest in this and an appraisal was obtained.  A purchase price of $1,538,000 was agreed upon by 
the landowners and West Valley City.

RECOMMENDATION:

Approve the purchase of 4.7075 acres from Fred Brock, located at approximately 4435 South 4400 
West, for $1,538,000.00 to be used as West Valley City park property.

SYNOPSIS:

Applicant:  DR Horton
Proposal: Final Plat Approval
Location: 4100 South 8400 West
Acres: 1.7 

BACKGROUND:

DR Horton is requesting consideration to dedicate a portion of 4100 South west of U-111.  The 
proposed dedication is necessary to provide access to a future project within SL County to be 
known as Little Valley.

Property west of U-111 at this location is mostly in Salt Lake County, Magna Township.  This 
area is undergoing a major transformation with a variety of residential, community use and other 
uses planned on the west bench of the valley.  The extension of 4100 South, as shown on the 
Wasatch Front Regional Transportation Plan, will provide needed access not only for the Little 
Valley project but for property in West Valley City located south of 4100 West.  

Discussions about this access have been ongoing between the City and developer for quite some 
time regarding an acceptable alignment at the intersection of 4100 South and U-111.  There are 
two proposed plats needed for the dedication.  One for that portion lying within the boundaries of 
West Valley City and the other plat for that portion lying within the boundaries of Magna 
Township.  The portion within West Valley City occupies an area of approximately 1.7 acres.  

In summary, this application dedicates right-of-way located in the City’s boundary west of U-
111 for a future project in Magna Township.  Construction of said right-of-way will need to 
comply with City standards and review and approval of the City’s Engineering Division.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Planning Commission approved this application.

BACKGROUND:

Korey Kinder with DR Horton, representing Magna Township, is requesting consideration to dedicate a potion 
of 4100 South west of U-111.  The proposed dedication is necessary to provide access to a future project within 
SL County to be known as Little Valley.

ISSUES:

Property west of U-111 at this location, the majority of which is located in Salt Lake County, Magna Township, 
is undergoing a major transformation with a variety of land uses on the west bench of the Salt Lake Valley.  A 
critical component to the success of this development is gaining access from 4100 South west of U-111.  

Discussions about this access have been ongoing between the City and developer for quite some time.  The 
initial proposed alignment did not meet specifications of West Valley City.  The intersection at 4100 South and 
U-111 was off-set at an angle heading southwest due to the location of a private property owner to the north.  

It is staffs understanding that the portion of property that prevented the correct alignment has been negotiated 
and resolved with that property owner, thus allowing a correct intersection alignment at this location.  There are 
going to be two subdivision plats:  One for that portion lying within the boundaries of West Valley City and the 
other plat for that portion lying within the boundaries of Magna Township.

The portion within West Valley City occupies an area of approximately 1.7 acres.  There are a few engineering 
concerns with regards to section lines and proposed half widths, but those will be resolved as future reviews 
take place.

In summary, this application dedicates right-of-way located in the City’s boundary west of U-111 for a future 
project in Magna Township.  Construction of said right-of-way will need to comply with City standards and 
reviews of the City’s Engineering Division.
