


The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held June 1, 2022, at 7:30 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office.  Those present were:  Mayor Lyle Goulding, Chelcie Cox, Rory Hatch, Robert Lacey, Joseph Sorensen, Earl Levanger, Ursula Bullen, Verl Sawyer, Jon Lee, and Carol Lamb.  Marianne Leigh absent.
Mayor Goulding called the meeting to order. Minutes from the previous meeting held May 4, 2022, were not available yet.  Bills were presented for payment.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the bills as presented.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
BUSINESS:  
1. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL THE FOLLOWING BUSINESS LICENSES:  HOME ON THE RANGE; SUNHORSE STABLES, LLC; EZ FEED LLC; THE FARM AT MOUNT CARMEL:  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the above business licenses except Home on the Range pending receiving their Sales Tax ID number.  Robert Lacey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

2. CONSIDER PAY INCREASES FOR ORDERVILLE POOL EMPLOYEES, APPROVE KELSEY ROUNDY TO TEACH SWIMMING LESSONS:  Discussed increasing the hourly wage for the lifeguards and pool manager.  Rory motioned to pay the 1st year lifeguards $12.00/hr, 2nd year lifeguards $13.00/hr, and the pool manager $16.00/hr.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were favor.  Motion carries.  Also discussed Kelsey Roundy teaching swimming lessons and what to pay her.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve Kelsey Roundy to teach swimming lessons and discuss pay at the next meeting.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  

3. REVIEW APPLICATIONS FOR ORDERVILLE TOWN TREASURER POSITION AND SET INTERVIEW DATE:  Carol said she has received two applications for the part-time Treasurer position.  Bryan Elliott and Ross Guymon are the applicants.  Jon Lee asked if the job was posted as full-time if there would be more interest.  Chelcie thought yes because she has had several people inquire about the job if was full-time.  Discussed re-posting the job as a full-time position with benefits.  Carol will re-post the job and the Board will address the applications at the July 6, 2022, meeting.

DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

Streets and Roads:  Verl wondered if the Town wanted to patch and seal the parking lot behind the town office.  The Town okayed for him to get a bid from Boyd Spencer.  Discussed chip sealing some of the town roads.  Center Street from the Post Office to the high school is in need of repair.  Verl said that someone will be coming in to pave the roads in the new subdivision this fall.  Mayor Goulding asked if a “Don’t Block Intersection” sign (Center St and Hwy 89) could be put up temporarily during this road construction.  Jon Lee will bring it up to UDOT at their weekly meeting.

Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries:  Discussed the 4th of July.  Rory said he will be in charge of the breakfast at 8:00 a.m.  There will be a parade after the breakfast.  Marianne told us she doesn’t want to do lunch this year but if one of the youth or school groups wants to do a fundraiser that would be ok.  Chelcie would like to have bounce houses, a bubble machine, and the slip-n-slide.  There was discussion on whether to have the carnival games.  She also wants to put up flags on State Street before the breakfast and then have a flag raising at the Town Office.  

Buildings and Fire Department:  Earl Levanger said that starting tomorrow we will be in Stage 1 Fire Restrictions.  No outdoor burning allowed.  Earl will get a notice prepared to put in the water bills.  The fire department just finished up a first aid class.  Sierra Lamb will be submitting an invoice.  The ISO rating has stayed the same at a “5”.  He said he also ordered some more equipment for the department with his remaining budget.  Discussed offering a first aid/cpr class.  With the new construction of the 4-plex townhomes in Red Valley Heights, Earl said he would need to get some taller ladders.

Water Department:  The pump at the Red Hollow Well is down.  Gardner Brothers is working on the repairs.  A new pump should be in place tomorrow.  Verl has also arranged for the divers from Midco Diving to come out and clean the water tanks.  Estimated price is around $10,000.00.  Include in next year’s budget.

Administration:  Need to set a budget hearing sometime this month.  After discussion the budget hearing will be June 16, 2022, at 7:00 p.m. with a special meeting following the hearing. Carol will get it advertised in the Southern Utah News and on the public notice website.

Other necessary items:  The Planning and Zoning Commission is working on amending the zoning ordinance to allow one long-term RV rentals in residential zones as a conditional use.  They will propose it to the Town at a later date.  The next P&Z meeting will be June 29, 2022, at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Goulding wanted to thank everyone that participated and helped with the Veteran’s Memorial Dedication and dinner and fundraising over the last 4 years.  There is still money in the fund to help with maintenance and replacement of flags in the future.

Executive Session:  No Business.

Rory Hatch motioned that the meeting be adjourned.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
