Legislative Update  (2:09:07 PM)

H.B. 244 – Voting and Voter Registration Amendments (Rep. Jacob L. Anderegg)

This bill amends provisions of the Election Code and the Uniform Driver License Act relating to voting and voter registration.  It defines the term "documentation of United States citizenship"; prohibits an individual from voting in the 2019 municipal general election, or any subsequent election, unless the individual has provided documentation of United States citizenship to: the county clerk for the county where the person is legally entitled to vote; or the driver license division; provides that the preceding paragraph does not prohibit an individual who legally completes and submits a federal voter registration form from voting in an election for federal office; provides that documentation of United States citizenship obtained by the lieutenant governor or a county clerk under this bill is a private record under the Government Records Access and Management Act; modifies the voter registration form, the driver license form, and the driver license renewal form to notify an individual of the provisions of this bill and allow an individual to consent to the Driver License Division (division) informing the appropriate election official that the individual has provided documentation of United States citizenship; and grants rulemaking authority to the division and describes the duties of the division regarding the keeping of records and sharing of information described in this bill.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill would require voters to show proof of citizenship.  It would only apply to state and local races, not federal races because they are regulated by the Federal Government.  

	Mr. Jeremy Keele, Director of Government Relations, Mayor’s Office, stated the Clerk would have to provide two separate ballots – one for federal races and one for state or local races.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated the Clerk would also have to maintain a record of the citizenship documents.  The County would incur costs for such a bill.  

	Council Member Jensen stated there would be no fiscal note for the State because it is already doing this.  However, there would be a cost to counties and the local governments.  What scared him more than the costs upfront were the costs to maintain those records and the potential long-term liability costs in the event of a breach.  

	Ms. Trevino stated the Clerk’s Association with the Utah Association of Counties unanimously opposed this bill.  

	Council Member Bradley, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to oppose H.B. 244.  The motion passed unanimously.

H.B. 252 – Absentee Ballot Amendments (Rep. Jim Bird)

This bill repeals provisions that allow elections to be conducted entirely by absentee ballot.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this would eliminate the ability to do mail-in elections.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated he thought the mail-in elections were very successful.  Both West Jordan and Cottonwood Heights did mail-in ballots for the last election and the turnout was triple.

	Ms. Trevino stated some of Rep. Bird’s constituents from West Jordan did not like using mail-in ballots.  However, the Clerk’s Office did provide satellite voting places for those two cities in the event a person wanted to punch their ballot instead of mailing it.  The League of Cities and Towns also supports having the option to vote by mail or at a voting location.  Rep. Bird’s other concern was that mail-in ballot votes are not confidential; someone could see the way he voted.  She did not think this bill was going anywhere.  

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to oppose H.B. 252.  The motion passed unanimously.

H.B. 262 – Local Governing Body Voting Amendments (Rep. Kraig Powell)

This bill enacts language related to the minimum vote requirements of a local governing body.  It requires a majority vote of the total number of voting members to pass an ordinance or resolution or take other action for the following local governing bodies: a municipal council; a county legislative body; a local district board of trustees; the board of a community development and renewal agency; a taxing entity committee; and a conservation district board of supervisors.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this would directly affect the Council.  It would require a majority vote of the total Council, not just a quorum, which would take away flexibility.  It would only apply to local governments.

	Mr. Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, stated it would not apply to County Commissioners.   
	
	Council Member Burdick asked if this would apply to the House of Representatives.

	Council Member Jensen stated the House would exempt itself.  This Council has an agreement that the entire Council would weigh in on a big controversial issue.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated the Council could not make any decision if a Council Member was absent.

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to oppose H.B. 262.  The motion passed unanimously.

S.B. 36 – Voter Information Amendments (Sen. Karen Mayne)

This bill amends provisions of the Election Code in relation to disclosure of, and the use of, the list of registered voters and information from the list of registered voters.  It permits a person to use the list of registered voters, and information from the list of registered voters, only for political, scholarly, journalistic, or governmental purposes; except as provided in the preceding paragraph, makes it a class B misdemeanor for a person to use the list of registered voters, or information obtained from the list of registered voters, for commercial purposes, harassing any person, or reproduction; describes the circumstances under which the lieutenant governor or a county clerk may disclose the list of registered voters or information from the list of registered voters; requires a person who requests the list of registered voters, or information from the list of registered voters, to provide identification, other information, and assurances regarding the use of the list and information from the list; and provides that making a false statement when providing the information and assurances described above constitutes a crime.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated Sherrie Swensen, County Clerk, asked Sen. Mayne to run this bill.  It would limit who can get the list of registered voters.  Right now, anyone can get it.  Ms. Swensen was recently made aware it was put on a national website where people can access it, and she had concerns about that.

	Council Member Horiuchi, seconded by Council Member Granato, moved to support S.B. 36.  The motion passed unanimously.

Property Tax Notice and Hearing Amendments (Sen. Deidre Henderson)

This bill requires calendar year taxing entities (counties and special districts) to notice a tax increase before November 1st.  The bill eliminates the August truth-in-taxation hearing.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the president of the Senate wants this bill to pass.  It is moving quickly, but has not been numbered yet.  

	Mr. Jeremy Keele, Director of Government Relations, Mayor’s Office, stated the County drafted a bill and sent it to Sen. Henderson, but this bill is different than what the County drafted.  It was supposed to incorporate the concept the County wanted.

	Council Member Jensen stated the original proposal required calendar fiscal year entities to adopt their budget before the election if they were going to do a tax increase.  County representatives met with the Senator and said that poses a problem for the County because the Council would only have a couple of days to look over the Mayor’s proposed budget before it had to adopt it.  So, the County proposed an option in which the executive branch had to present the budget before the election, but that the legislative body could take longer.  Then, the commission form of government would just be presenting to itself.  This would apply to districts as well.  For example, someone would need to present Salt Lake Valley Law Enforcement Service Area’s budget to its board in October if it is going to do a tax increase.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated that would reduce the Council’s budgetary authority.  The good thing about it is it eliminates the August truth-in-taxation hearing.

	Council Member Horiuchi moved to oppose.  The motion died due to the lack of a second.

	Council Member Jensen stated the Council should not oppose.  It should wait and see whether the bill incorporates what the County wants.  

	Council Member Snelgrove asked how this bill differed from County ordinance.

	Ms. Trevino stated the County ordinance requires the Mayor to present the tentative budget before November 1.

	Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, stated yes, County ordinance requires the Mayor to present the budget in mid-October, and sets out the notice and hearing requirements for truth-in-taxation.  This bill has different requirements.

	Mr. Keele stated the original bill proposal was to require that the Council complete budget deliberations by October 15, so the Mayor would have had to accelerate his budget timetable by six weeks to allow the Council enough time to do that.  The County presented its proposal to Sen. Henderson who seemed receptive to it.

	Council Member Jensen stated when the County did the tax increase in 2013, it had already expensed almost eight months of that year’s increase before the second hearing.  It would have been difficult to undo that.  Even the people who came to the public hearing recognized the Council could not undo it.  A person who was at the public hearing spurred this legislation because of that. 

	Mr. K. Wayne Cushing, County Treasurer, stated one of the big issues is the property tax notice.  Tax notices are sent out November 1, but the way this bill is worded, the tax increase would have to be noticed at least two weeks before the budget hearing.  The Treasurer’s Office would have to send out a separate notice to all the property owners informing them of the tax increase.

	Ms. Trevino stated she will bring this back when it gets finalized.

	Council Member Jensen suggested keeping Council Members informed as new information comes forth.

PeopleSoft Update (2:30:50 PM)

		Mr. Darrin Casper, Chief Financial Officer, Mayor’s Office, stated PeopleSoft, an Oracle product, was implemented on December 16, 2013.  The magnitude of the implementation is huge.  The last time the general ledger system was updated was 30 years ago; the technology is old.  Some difficulties have occurred because of limited knowledge of the Oracle platform; however, progress has been made. The January 7, 2014, payroll did not roll out smoothly.  A decision was made to pay out 95–105 percent of what the paycheck should have been, was made in order to get paychecks to employees; otherwise a payroll would have been missed.  Reconciling errors were created that will need to be corrected at a later time.  The January 22, 2014, payroll was almost flawless, with the only problem being how holiday pay is calculated.  Payroll managers are confident that the February 7, 2014, payroll will be processed successfully.  Getting pay records pushed through to the general ledger has been a problem.  Only one general ledger of record can be used at a time and PeopleSoft is now the general ledger of record.  A platform needs to be developed to transfer data from PeopleSoft back into AFIN (the old system). 

A request to the Council will be made to hire more resources in Information Technology that know the Oracle platform.  PeopleSoft will need to be maintained so issues can be fixed.  Once CherryRoad Technology’s implementation team leaves, Salt Lake County will be managers of the system. 

		Council Member Snelgrove asked if PeopleSoft is involved with issuing W2’s on time. 

		Mr. Casper stated this year W2s will be processed off the original system.

		Council Member Jensen asked if any other issues are anticipated.

		Mr. Casper stated yes, other issues are expected.  However, once the issue is identified the fix is fairly easy.
