
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JANUARY 13, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Roads Director Glen Murphy, USU Extension Agent Troy Cooper and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Public Works/Road Department Update
Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred joined the meeting at 9:09 A.M…
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department has a crew cleaning up trash at the Fairgrounds. 
Director Murphy also reported that there is still an ice problem on the Old River Road near the Davies home due to a spring coming off of the hill above causing two culverts to freeze. This problem began three years ago even though there has been irrigation on top of the hill for at least ten years. That hill is moving very slowly. We need to figure out a solution for heavy truck traffic on this road driving by the elementary school. 
Consideration Of Greenbelt Rollback Taxes
Assessor Greg Garff, Deputy Assessor Sheryl Fabrizio and Property Owner Ken Allen joined the meeting at 9:18 A.M…
Mr. Allen stated that he owns property in Talmage called the PX Ranch that has always been on Greenbelt. He didn’t receive the notices that were sent to his Salt Lake address because he moved here a year ago so the paperwork didn’t get submitted to the Assessor’s Office for Greenbelt. All of the paperwork involving the ranch was going to his ranch manager who no longer works for him. Assessor Garff stated that we started sending letters to Mr. Allen in June of 2012 and rolled it off in April of 2013 due to the fact that the application for Greenbelt wasn’t returned. Mrs. Fabrizio stated that she received a check for the recording fee, so she sent another application along with returning the check and rollback letter. This shows that he did receive mail at least once from them. The rollback amount is eighty thousand dollars ($80,000). Commissioner Peatross stated that this is a tough situation; we received a check so we know that it got to the end of the road. We just dealt with the same situation a few weeks ago. Commissioner Wood stated that it would change things if the county hasn’t done their diligence, but it appears that they have which puts the responsibility on the landowner. We need to stay consistent in what we do. Mr. Allen stated that the use for this property hasn’t changed and for the first nine years he has paid his taxes and there has never been a requirement for a new application until now. Mrs. Fabrizio stated that we did an audit on all applications and requested new applications from all landowners who didn’t have a current one on file. The last application that we received from Mr. Allen was in 2005. Mr. Allen stated that the challenge with this situation is that Mrs. Fabrizio has send mail in the past to a different Ken Allen who lives in Roosevelt so he thought he was getting his mail. Mrs. Fabrizio stated that she has sent mail to a Roosevelt address that was returned and she corrected the address and mailed it out. Commissioner Peatross stated that if Mr. Allen would have been to BOE, we would have been able to do something at that time. My heart bleeds here, but he doesn’t see anything that they can do. Assessor Garff stated that the amount is due immediately. Commissioner Wood stated that he would be willing to waive penalty and interest fees. Chairman Winterton suggested that Mr. Allen go to the Treasurer’s Office to see what can be done. 
Consideration Of A Standard Cooperative Agreement For Utah State University Extension Educational Work – 2014 

Mr. Cooper stated that this contract is the same as last year’s and he got the amounts from the budget. Commissioner Peatross motioned to adopt the agreement with Utah State University Extension as presented by Mr. Cooper. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners vote aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of A Draft Letter Regarding The BLM/USFS Greater Sage-Grouse Draft EIS
Senator Ken VanTassell and County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 9:45 A.M… Craig Ashby joined the meeting at 9:50 A.M… Attorney Stephen Foote joined the meeting at 10:01 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that they have until January 29th to get these comments in. He has been updating the draft as he gets information. The letter has general comments about Alternative A and E. The environmentalist groups are using Sage Grouse as a way to shut down our industry. Alternative A is to keep doing things as we have been if not we suggest Alternative E which is the State plan. Senator VanTassell stated that there will be a lot of impacts such as recreation; we need to keep that in mind. Administrative Hyde stated that he will add information to it on active leks and will have this on the agenda for final review on the 27th.
