REZONE OF PROPERTY LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELY 524 BRYAN ROAD ERDA UTAH MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED AS LOT 3 PAINTED ACRES SUBDIVISION TOOELE COUNTY  FROM RR-5 (RURAL RESIDENTIAL 5 ACRE MINIMUM) TO RR-1 (RURAL RESIDENTIAL 1 ACRE MINIMUM)

WHEREAS, the Erda City Council (“Council”) meet in regular session on October __, 2022, to consider among other things, rezone of property located at 524 Bryan Road Erda Utah more particularly described as Lot 30 Painted Acres 1 subdivision Tooele County  from RR-5 (Rural Residential 5 Acre Minimum) to RR-1 (Rural Residential 1 Acre Minimum); and


WHEREAS, Erda, pursuant to state law, enacted a land use ordinance establishing regulations for land use and development; and 


WHEREAS, Erda Code of Ordinance, provides among other things that, the  Council, after review of the recommendation of the planning commission, may approve, deny, alter or remand for further review and consideration any application for zone change referred to the Council by the planning commission; and


WHEREAS, at the Erda Planning Commission meeting on _October 11th, 2022, the Erda Planning Commission recommended approval of the referred rezone; and 


WHEREAS, the Council considered the application during a public meeting on October 28th, 2022; and


WHEREAS, Council finds that it is in the best interest of the residents of Erda to adopt the land use ordinance map change as recommended by the Planning Commission;


NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Council that the following area be adopted as a map change from RR-5 (Rural Residential 5 Acre Minimum) to RR-1 (Rural Residential 1 Acre Minimum) on the zoning map of the City.
